American Beet Abroad.

Mr. Eastman, a leading exporter of
American beef to England gives the
following as his views of the business,
in response to questions of n New
York World interviewer:

If it is true that the English butch-

American beef, your business will be
hurt, will it not? asked the roporter.
It would naturally, said Mr. East-
man, although so far I cannot say that
we have begun to  feel it. But this
business is as yet comparatively unde-
veloped. At the same time it has been
80 great usuccess that only a very
heavy blow would have any effect ul»-
on it.  Our businesy hus been steadily
increasing, and this in spite of all the
sensational nonsense about our beef
being diseased.
Have you taken any part in the
movement to open 4 retail market in
London where American beef is to be
sold at honest and yet profitable
rices ¥
I have had no hand in that, but 1
did open a place of my ownin Liver-
rml for the same purpose. However,
think the whole affair will regulate
itself if weallow it time. The impor-
tant fact is this we can raise beef In
America much churer than in Eng-
land, and another important fact is
that the beef we are shipping to Eng-
nd is just as good as the domestic
article of England, These facts will
be found out in due time. After that
the English people will ask for Ameri-
can beef instead of English beef, and
the result will be that the butchers
will be obliged to supply their custom-
ers with the American article at
honest prices.
Do you mean to say that the Ameri-
can beef you ship to England is as
good as any that can be furnished by
the growers of that country ?
There is a certain  quantity of beef
roduced in some part of Scotland and
sngland that we can hardly expect to
equal. But the supply furnished by
those districts is limited, and it is har-
dly to be taken into secount, Taking
the two articles of English and Awmeri-
can leef as you would ordinarily find
them in the shops it would be difticult
todistinguish one from the other, For
merly the American beef could be told
by the slightest tint left upon its sur-
face by the cloth used for the wrapping.
Now, however, we wrap the quarters
ina kind of cotton cloth made ex-
pressly for the purpose,

to England selected, or do you take it
just as it comes in the herds from the
West?
It is selected, of course, and not only
is it selected from the lherds, hut the
herds us a whole are selected. We
send nothing to I-Ium[ln- but native cat-
tle, By native cattle I mean those
which come from the Lake States. We
send no Texas or Kansas cattle to
England. Those cattle run too much
to horns and bones, and no steer isfit
for beef until he hus fed for a year on
corn.  Our beef for the export trade is
dressed with the greatest care, and the
result Is this we putdown nothing but
the prime article at the docks of Liver-
pool, London and Glasgow,
It hus been said that there has been
an effort on the part of English  deal-
ers o prejudice  thelr  customers
ugainst American beef ?

Undoubtedly there has been. The
lust thing in that line was the pleuro-
neumonia, and I don't think that any-
body ever saw o case arriving here
from the West. Such a thing is un-
known there. There is no doubt that
certain cattle raised in the East and
fed on the hot mash of distilleries are
subject to certain diseases, but such
cattle are never to e seen at our yards

Then you think that the beef export
trade is likely to flourish notwith-
standing the alleged dishonorable prac-
tices on the part of the English butch-
ers?

be exported from America to England
as long as you live. The traffic has
gone on steadily increasing ever since
it was begun by me in 1875 and it will
continue to increase so long as the
cereal production of the West can be so
easily turned into first-class beef. We
might export pork or mutton in the
same way, but those products are not
80 well adapted to the purpose. We
have almost arrived at perfection in
exporting beef. We began by shipping
live cattle, At present the slaugh-
tered and dressed quarters can be close-

Meuts of all kinds are expensive,
but many parts of the animal gener':l):jv
thrown away or despised are as good,
when properly eooked as the cholce
cuts, \When the wife can set before
her husband a wholesome dish at tri-
fling cost, it is herduty to do it
In Europe there is no part of the ani-
mal wasted, and It ought not to be
wasted here. To all those who are
obliged to study economy in regard
to kitchen matters T most cordially
recommend the following recipes,
which must be tried to be appreciated
at their full value,
Beeves' hearts are sold very low, but
when nicely cooked make an excellent
dish.  The same may be sald of hogy',
sheep's, anid ealves' hearts, and the
sume style of cooking will answer for
all.  They must ulways be sonked for
i couple of hours in salt water, and
nicely trimmed,
To roast & heart you must, after
soaking, lay it in a dish or pan, with &
very little salt and  water; sprinkling
lightly with chopped onion and roast
two hours, basting frequently. You
may vary this by cutting out the lobes
or strings, filling in with a dressing of
bread erumbs, sagesalt and pepper,and
covering the opening with astrong pa-
per.  This will requirea little longer
baking. Thicken the gravy and pour
over it. * A stuffed heart may also be
tied in a cloth and boiled three hours.
This Is nice when eaten cold with
{:icklm. If you put a beef’s heart in u
ucket of strong salt and  water for
three days, then take it ont and boil
with vegetables, you will find it equal
to any corned beef.
Beeves', calves', lambs', and hogs' Kid-
neys are all good and cheap, and make
hearty fod for strong people, but are
not good for weak or sickly persons,
Never buy any but fresh ones, Wash
and soak them for half an hour in
warm water. Deef kidneys must be
soaked for three hours. They may be
cither stewed or fried, ns taste dictales.
Any kind of fresh meat, if boiled
whole, must be put into hot water; if
corned, into warm water. The hot
water closes the pores of the meat,
keeping in the juices, and the warm
water draws out the salt, Thisis very
important to know, for many an ex-
cellent piece of fresh beef is spoiled by
being put on in cold water. Any of
the cheaper lean parts of the beef are
good boiled, first tying the meal in a
cloth to keep it in shape, A teacupful
of vinegar una an onion stuck with
cloves, thrown into the water, will
flavor the meat nicely, and add to its
tenderness. Allow a quarter of an
hour for each pound of beef for boil-
ing.
[t is not always convenient to broil
a steak, and where there are children
fond of gravy it is well to fryit. The
frying-pan must be very hot before
putting the meat in. Do not salt it
until cooked, as salt hardens meats.
There should be sufficient fat on the
steak to fry it; but if not, put a little
pork fat or drippingsinto the pan, and,
when very hot, lay in the meat. Turn
it often, and when done put it on & hot
dish. To make the gravy, put a large
tablespoonful of dry flour into the fry-
ing-pan, and mix it well with the
grease, Let it brown, and then add a
cup of boiling water, Salt it to your
taste, and then pour over the l{uk.
Very many cooks spoil nll gravies by
mixing the tlour with water, before
putting it in. This should scarcely
ever be done. The surplus grease
should be carefully poured off, and then
the flour put In dry, and the gravy
treated as above described,
I will glve a superior way to fry pork,
which I am sure will be liked by all
who try it. If you want it for break-
fast, cut over night as many slices as
you think will be eaten, and put them
to soak in enough milk and water to
cover them; sour, or butter-milk, will
do quite as well as sweet. In the
morning rinse them well and fry them;
you will find that cooked in this
it is almost as good as fresh pork. It
makes a variety to roll it in corn meal
before frying, some thinking it a good
imitation of fresh fish.
Before closing this chapter on meats,
I wish to give a recipe which I have
thoroughly tested when llvlnﬁ in the
country, at a distance from butchers,
for keeping fresh meat & week or ten
days, and even longer. It is simply to
cover meat well with sour milk or but-
termilk, and put itin a cool cellar;
rinse it well before using,—American

Salt or no Salt.

A writer in the American Farmer
gives his experience in salting cattle
a8 follows: I have been engaged in
farming for more than twenty years,
and during the first half of the time
followed the instructions received in
youth, without so much as daring to
question their expediency; but about
ten or twelve years ago the idea oc-
cured to me that the advantages to be
derived from salting might be imagin-
ary, or might at least be counterbal-
anced l:i' the expense and loss of time
incurred, and I abruptly discontinued
the practice, and have not since re-
sumed it, and have no reason to sup-
pose that I shall,
About a yeur after leaving off I was
visited by an old gentleman who had
for many years been a farmer, who
wits very fond of cattle, and enjoyed
the reputation of being a good judge of
stock. After inspecting my herd, con-
sisting of about sixty, he expressed
great satisfaction, and said that T had
“the best lpoking cattle that he had
seen that spring” In answer to the
query: “Do you know the reason of
their good condition?” he replied,

the firm believers in salt, having both
received the theory from his ancestors
and been pretty industrious also in

House Cleaning.

A “Farmer’s Wife" writes as follows
to the Rural Home on the subject of
house cleaning: [ used to think that
the stoves in all the rooms but the
kitchen must be taken down, and set
away till cold weather, but bitter ex-
perience has taught me better of late
vears, There is hardly a week through
the summer months but what it is a
comfost to have a little fire, either on
nccount of cold evenings or rainy
weather, and & house Is more healthy
to have a fire occasionally, to take the
dampness from the atmosphere, as well
n8 to keep the walls perfectly dry.
Moldy walls are a nuisance, and a
musty smell in the best room, is not
only disagreeable, but excessively un-
healthy, and an occasional fire will
prevent the entire mischief.
