"His mind is depart-
ing." 

" I t is a lie!" roared the kadi. "I am 
more sane than any of you. If the 
mule is not in the sheraby, where is 
he?" 

"Doubtless," replied the servants, 
"your Excellency has led him out se-
cretly. In order to play a joke upon 
us." 

" I t Is false!" screamed the kadi. 
"He is in the sheraby, as truly as you 
are a set of ignoramuses." 

Abu Haniood's four wives, and all 
his relatives, came, and ' tried, in vain, 
to convince him there was no mule in 
the sheraby. He only foamed a t the 
mouth, because of their unbelief; and 
would let none of them touch the ves-
sel, for fear that they should break it, 
and injure the mule.

Cap ta ln End ' s Boyhood . 

Last December on the steamship 
Germanic I played chess with the great 
civil engineer. Captain Eads, stimulat-
ed by the thought that to beat him 
was to defeat the man who had twice 
conquered the Mississippi. But I 
didn't defeat him. 

James B. Eads was born in Indiana 
in 1820. He is slender in form, neat 
in dress, genial, courteous, and neavly 
sixty years of age. In 1833 his father 
started down the Ohio Uiver with his 
family, proposing to settle In Wiscon-
sin. The boat caught fire and his 
scanty furn i ture and clothing were 
burned. Young Eads barely escaped 
ashore with his pantaloons, shirt and 
cap. Taking passage on another boat 
this boy of thirteen landed at St. Louis 
with his parents, his little bare feet 
first touching the rocky shore of the 
city on the very spot where he af ter-
ward located and built the largest 
steel bridge in the world, over the Mis-
sissippi—one of the most difficult feats 
of engineering ever performed in 
America. 

At the age of nine young Eads made 
a short t r ip on the Ohio, when the en-
gineer of the steamboat explained to 
him so clearly the construction of the 
steam engine that before he was a year 
older he built a little working model 
of it, so perfect in its parts and move-
ments, that his schoolmates would fre-
quently go home with him af ter sehool 
to see it work. A locomotive engine, 
driven by a concealed rat , waa one of 
bis next juvenile feats In mechanical 
engineering. From eight to thirteen 
he attended school; af ter which from 
necessity he was placed as clerk in a 
dry goods store. 

Over the store in St. Louis where 
he was engaged his employer lived. 
He was an old bachelor, and hav-
ing observed the tastes of his clerk 
gave him his first book on engineering. 
The old gentleman's library furnished 
evening companions for him during 
the five years he was thus employed. 
Finally, his health failing, at the age of 
nineteen, he went on a Mississippi 
River s teamer ; f rom which time to 
tlie present day that great river has 
been to him an all-absorbing study. 

Soon af terward he formed a part-
nership with a friend and built a 
sinall boat to raise cargoes of vessels 
sunken in the Mississippi. While this 
boat was building, he made his first 
venture in submarine engineerirg, on 
the lower rapids of the river, by the 
recovery of several hundred tons of 
lead. He hired a scow or flat-boat and 
anchored it over the wreck. An ex-
perienced diver, clad In armor, who 
bad been hired at considerable expense 
in Buffalo, was lowered Into the water ; 
but the rapids were so swif t that the 
diver, though encased in the strong ar-
mor, feared to be sunk to the bottom. 
Young Eads, determined to succeed, 
and finding it impracticable to use the 
armor, went ashore, purchased a whis-
key barrel, knocked out the head, at-
tached the air-pump hose to it, fas-
tened several heavy weights to the 
o|>en end of the barrel—then swinging 
it on a derrick he had a practical div-
ing bell; the best use I ever heard 
made of a whiskey barrel. 

Neither the diver nor any of the 
crew world go down into this contri-
vance, so the dauntless young engi-
neer, having full confidence in what 
he had read in books, was lowered 
within th". barrel down to the bot tom; 
the lower end of the barrel being open. 
The water was sixteen feet deep, and 
very swift . Finding the wreck he re-
mained by it a full hour, hitching ropes 
lo pig lead till a ton or more was safe-
ly hoisted into his own b o a t Then 
making a signal by a small line at-
tached to the barrel, he was lifted on 
deck and in command again. The 
sunken cargo was soon successfully 
raised and was sold, and netted a hand-
some profit, which, increased by other 
successes, enabled energetic Eads to 
build larger boats with powerful pumps 
and machinery on them for l if t ing en-
tire vessels.— Wide A make. 

Boi l ing W a t e r in a Shee t of P a p e r . 

Nature is publishing a series of at-
tractive articles on "Physics without 
Apparatus." In the latest number are 
given experiments for boiling water 
and melting lead on apiece of paper : 
Take a piece of paper and fold it up, 
as school-boys do, into a square box 
without a lid. Hang this up to a walk-
ing-stick by four threads, and support 
the stick upon books or other con-
venient props. Then a lamp or taper 
must bo placed under the dainty CBUI-
dron. In a few minutes the water 
will boll. The only fear is lest the 
threads should catch fire and let the 
water spill Into the lamp and over the 
table. The flame must therefore not 
be too large. The paper does not burn, 
because it is wet; and even if it resisted 
the wet It still would nut b u m through, 
because the heat imparted to i t on one 
side by the flame would be very rapid-
ly conducted away by the water on the 
other. 

Another experiment of a similar 
nature, but perhaps even more strik-
ing, is as follows: Twist up the edges 
of a common playing card or other bit 
of cardboard, so as to fashion it Into a 
a light tray. On this tray place a lay-
er of small shots of bits of lead, and 
heat it over the flame of a lamp. The 
lead will melt, but the card will not 
burn. I t may be charred a little 
round the edges, but Immediately be 
low the lead it will not be burned, for 
here again the lead conducts off the 
heat on one side as fast as it is sup-
plied on the other. 

B I T E S AND S T I N O S . — A p p l y Instant-
ly, wilh a soft rag, most freely, spirits 
of hartshorn. The venom of st ings 
being an acid the alkali nullifies it. 
Fresh wood ashes, moistened witli 
water and made into a poultice, fre-
quently renewed, is an excellent sub-
stitute, or soda or saleratus, all being 
alkalies. To be on the safe side in 
case of snake or mad-dog bites, drink 
brandy, whisky, rum or other spirits 
as free as water, a teacupful or a pint 
or more, according to the aggravation 
of the circumstances.—/ounwl o/" 
Health. 

The Jesui ts have had a bard time 
of It. They were expelled in 1507 
from Venice, in 1708 from Holland, in 
1704 from France, in 1707 from Spain; 
in 1820 from Russia, in 182l> from Eng-
land, in 1872 from Germany, and in 
1873 from Italy, They have been ex-
pelled from several of the South 
American republics, also from Mexico, 
and now have been pronounced out-
laws in the French Republic.

Immediately Democrata of all thv les . i n r l i J . 
ing the Oreenbacke r . t i i e country over, open-
ed tiro on tbe act. I'be next year the Demo-
cra t ic parly met in National Conv, n t ion at St. 
Louis- There the Republican party was d e -
nounced fo r "enact ing hiudraucea to a r e tu rn 
to apecie payments ." 1 he o imax of the re— 
olul lon waa in these worda: "At tuch hind-
rance wo denounce the Reiumptlun Aol of 
18iS. and we hero demand ita repewl.'" Mr. 
f i iden. the nominee of toe Convention, in hit 
letter of acceptance ttund up to tho platf irm, 
and alao railed agaiut t the a d . and throngb-
out Ihe canvaaa leasont were given which no 
man could n u m b e r why r e - a m p ion mv.-r 
would, never could, take place under t uch a 
law.

Over 21,000 barrels of apples were 
slilpped from this city to Kuropeuu 
pons last week, ami from all the ports 
uf this country outside of New Yo ik 
20.(M)() barrels more were sent. This 
week the shipments from New Yoik 
will amount to about 30,000 barrels, 
ami the other poits will also show in-
creased shipments. A despatch from 
.Montreal yeslenlay said that larce 
shipments of New York Slate apples 
were being made in European vessels 
from that port- Last week over 0,000 
barrels went from .Montreal, ami this 
week several cargoes of apples have 
been sent from Charlotte,n|>ort on Ihe 
lake near Uochester, to Montreal for 
shlpmeni. 

A member of the ilt ni of John Nix & 
Co., f ru i t mercliHiits in West Washinp-
lon Market, saiil, yeslerilay. tha t the 
cause for the th flectton of trade to Mon-
treal was easily explained. Freight 
charges from Moutreul were i'i.OJ. s er-
ling per barrel, while Irom New York 
they were four shillingx sterling. 
How f:ir Montreal would gel New 
Yoik's t rade remained to be seen. 
Some of ihe steamship lines here were 
refusing to Uike any moie apples this 
week, owing to Hie rush of other 
freight, and no reduction of tai l l t was 
expected. 

Apples which sell in this market for 
S i t o t f i . i j a barrel fetch from $i_j0 ty 
SJ 00 in Hrilish markets. Liverpool 
and Glasgow itre now lite principal 
markets, though l i remenand Hamburg 
are taking some shipments. Although 
prices are low, ihe foreign market 
this year is unusually active, owln > to 
the failure of the crop all over England 
and the ConlineiiL The yield in this 
country is enormom, perhaps the larg-
est ever known. I t is "apple year" iu 
nearly every Stale in the Union, Tho 
young orchards in Maine and New 
Hampshire are loaded down, and the 
Hoslon shippers, who generally come 
lo New York for their supply, have all 
they can handle at home. The Wesi-
ern markets are also glutted wilh the 
home supply of apples. In 1S78, which 
was a good apple year, 33:5,000 bane'.B 
of the f ru i t went sent abroad. This 
year it 'H estimated iha l 500.000 bar-
rels will be shipped.—AT. i ' . Sun.

Major Uaffelle Piccoll, a volunteer 
"of the Thousand," and one of Ihe 
heroes of Garibaldi's famous Sicilian 
expedition, has recently laid hands 
upon his life in a wholly unprecedent-
ed manner al Calanzaro, where he had 
been for some years past residing wilh 
his wife and five children. The Pic-
coll family has long suffered extreme 
poverty, its entire income consisting 
of a pension of three hundred l i r e -
ahonl twelve pounds granted to tho 
Major by the Italian Uovernment in 
recognition of his splendid services in 
IfUO- i t appears tha t this unfor tunate 
warrior and patriot, weary of a hope-
less struggle against the direct want, 
determined lo pu t an end to his 
troubles by suicide. Having carefully 
sharpened a large nail, he shui himself 
up one day in his bedroom ami proceed-
ed to carrv out his despeiate resolve. 
He wrapped up a heavy stone In rags, 
so thai his children in the adjoining 
room should not hear the noise of 
hammering, and selling the point ol 
the nail against his right temple, drove 
it up lo Ihe head a iihoul u t le i ing a 
single cry or groan. When his wife 
casually entered t he bedroom some 
lime afterwards she found I'iccoli a 
corpse, stretched ont upon the lloor. 
with a picture of the V n g l n on his 
l-reast and the fatal stone grasped t ight-
ly in his right hand. Ureal sympalhy 
has been awakened in Italy bv the 
melancholy fa te of this gallant" Gari-
baldian, whose body waa followed to 
Its laal-restlng place by crowds of 
mourners gathered together from every 
class of society.

The cut of e ight 
miles or BO which is lo unite l l n m r t l n 
and HarnBUble bays by a broad waiei-
way projected through an isthmus ris-
ing only about thirty odd feel above 
sea level will not only shortrn the dis-
U n c e f r o m this por t t o liosion bv 
nearly a hundred miles, but will rob 
Us voyage ihither of its chief terrors 
around the stormy extremities of Cape 
Cod. The proximity of Ca|)e Cod to 
Ihe Gulf Stream puts t i offings n 
the track of the gales which ho fre-
quently traverse Us path, and every 
storm centre passing f rom Ihe interior 
ot the country loward New England 
sets In motion tho dangerous "uorlli-
easter," which, il is est imated,annual ly 
destroys about six ihousand t. n i of 
shipping and al least twenty lives 
around Cape Cod. The saving in , i i s . 
tance, however, is not to be measured 
in miles. In rough, and especiallv in 
foggy, weather Ihe detenllon of ships 
bound around Ihe Cape must be a 
source of considerable loss to ship-
owners, which the canal wonld ob 
vlale.—W. Y. Herulcf.

We 
all f.nd the heat of tiaring gas jets 
af ter a glorious dinner and the glow of 
good wine the greatest drawback to 
postprandial enjoyment, and here may 
bu found an arrangement which 1 have 
only seen a t Buckingham Palace— 
namely, the gas jets shimmering 
softly through daintly wrought col-
umns of crystal, set in different recesses 
in the walls so that ail the beat is ef-
fectually excluded from the dining 
room. Another unique fea ture of this 
splendid home is that on entering the 
parlor one finds one's self apparently in 
the loveliest garden of flowers, for 
separated from the sumtuous drawing 
room by a partition of highly polished 
glass, so skillfully placed tha t a t first 
sight it is quite unperceived, is a hot-
house of the most exquisite fl iwers, 
shrubs and plaut8,.and the coup d'oeil 
is quite enchanting from its utter nov-
elty and artistic design. The house

U n i t e d States L a n d s . 

Commissioner Williamson uf the 
general land oflice in his annual report 
recommends a considerable increase 
both in the force for office aud In the 
salaries of some of hia assistants. Men 
of legal educaiiun aud luitlure judge-
ment cannot be procured for salaries 
allowed at present. There were sur-
reyed during the fiscal year ending 
June 80,1880, IR.fifiO.vr.H acres of ptilv-
lic lands and 052,151 acres of private 
land claims. The great increase of 
726,347 acres is at tr ibuted to the o|ier-
ation of the act of March 3, 1870, 
which led to a great Increase in the 
number of applications by private in-
dividuals for public surveyr. The dis-
posals of public lands d in ing the year 
are as follows: Cash entries, HSU,704 
acres; homestead entries, 0,045,070 
acres; t imber culture entries, 2,103,184 
acres; agricultural college strip, 1,280 
acres; locations with military bounty 
land warrants, 88,622 acres; swamp 
lands patented to States, 3,707,888 
acres; land certified for railroad pur 
poses, 1,167,375 acres. Total area of 
public lands surveyed f rom the begin-
ning of surveying operations up to the 
close of last year is shown lo lie 752,-
557,105 acres, leaving au estimated 
area unsurveyed of 1,002,231,727 acres. 

SOME WIND.—The Hon. I . M. Crane, 
of Eaton Rapids, and his son Tdcitus, 
a lad of fifteen, were in a boat on 
Grand Uiver at Dimondale la.sl Sun-
day, about 4 o'clock, when they heard 
a roaring sound like a heavy train of 
cars.

Crane threw himself prone upon 
tbe ground, and seeing his eon cling-
ing to a small tree be told him to also 
lie down. The fearful storm passed 
over tbem. Their boat was shatteied, 
a gun tha t was lying in the boat was 
hurled several rods and stuck in tbe 
ground, the tree to which young Crane 
was clinging was utterly demolished 
and carried away, roots and all. The 
river was strewn with t he wrecks of 
trees, limbs and debris tossed about by 
the resistless wind. Young Mr. Crane 
was bruised on the head by tbe boat, 
but not seriously. Had they beeu on 
the west side of tbe river tLey must 
have been killed.

F a i n t i n g Fe in t s . 

A writer in Chambers'Journal says: 
—Hysteria is by no means confined to 
women, for one of the worst attacks 
which 1 have witnessed occurred in a 
man. The gentleman found one day 
that he had lost his all, and on return-
ing home he became the victim of 
liingbing and crying, until sheer ex-
liaiisUon brought an end to tho attack. 
This was quite involuntary, l lu t it 
might bo remarked that even In hys-
teria such a thing as fashion prevails, 
showing that a certain power of 
restraint may be used. When I was a 
boy hysteria was the fashion; and if 
dur ing conversation any remark was 
made tu touch a lady's sensibilities, she 
would clinch her hands, make a wry 
face, her eyelids wonld undergo a rapid 
vibration, she would give a sob or two 
and sink from her chair.

Tha 
whule affair uf heraldic symbols, crests, 
moKoes, coats of arms, supporters, and 
the like has in this way lung since de-
scended to the level of signboards, 
trade-marks, jockeys' colors, initial ci-
phers, or tradesmen's billheads or 
tokens. II is a mere exercise of whim 
and fancy, and has often no more real 
connection wilh pedigree, surname, 
lineage, or properly than the cut of a 
man's coat or the color of the omnibus 
in which he travels to bis business.— 
Macmillan'n ilagaziae. 

H e W a n t e d Applause . 

As the insane patients of the great 
Charity Hospital a t Berlin were taking 
their accustomed exercise in the gar-
dens of t ha i establishment, under the 
supervision of several attendants, one 
of them, a lunatic cab-driver of hercu-
lean strength, contrived to slip away 
from his companions and lo clamber 
up the t runk uf a huge elm tree. Hav-
ing reached une of the topmost limbs 
and armed himself w i tha s tou t branch, 
which he snapped asunder as easily as 
though it had been a mere twig, he an-
nounced in stentorian accents his inten-
tion of "staying there 'forever." In 
vain did tbe perplexed warders alter-
nately coax and threaten h im; he 
laughed a l their blandishments and 
defied their menaces. No one dared lo 
a t tempt his capture by force, so, a f t e r 
a couple of hours had elapsed, the 
medical authorities, having obtained 
permission f rom the district lieutenant 
of police, summoned to their assistance 
a detachment of the fire brigade and 
nn engine, which fot th with commenced 
to play upon the deranged gymnast.

Tno Salom Oak. 

In the old Friends bnrying-ground on 
the.principal street in the city of Sa-
lem, New-Jersey, slands a magnillcent 
while oak, which looks as if i t had a 
millenium of vigorous life in it yet, 
although it must have been a t ree of 
majestic proportions when John Fen-
wick landed there one tine October day 
two hundred und five yeats ago and 
fottnded the first town on tlie east 
bank of the Delaware. The Salem 
oak is not to remarkable for the size of 
its t runk, which is scarcely more than 
twenty feel in circumference a t six 
feet from the ground, us il is for its 
amplitude of shade. In one direction 
its branches have a spread of 112 feet, 
and in the direction a l right angles to 
its greatest diameter its branches ex-
lend more than 100 feet. A t about 15 
feel from the ground thu t runk swells 
into a g n a t mass, und then diverges 
into a l least twenty main branches, 
each of wbicb would make a large 
tree. Taken altogether in altitude, 
volume and expression, it is one of the 
grandest specimens of its kind to be 
seen in this country. 11 seems quite 
naluml that the placid and substantial 
old Quaker town, whose very name 
signifies Pence, should have' slowly 
gatheied about this great tree with lis 
"tranquil aspect uf venerable conlinu 
ance throngb centuries," and i t was 
almost a necessity that tbe reverent 
pride and good taste of the Salem peo-
ple sliould have led them to select a 
likeness uf the oak for tbe device upon 
tbe City Seal. 

FOUTCNE TELLING.—A f o r t u n e -
teller was arrested in Paris and car-
ried before the tribunal of correctional 
police. "Yon know how to read for-
tunes V" said a man of great wit, but 
rather fond of a joke for a magistrate. 
"I do, sir," said tlie sorcerer. " In this 
case," said tho President, "you know 
the judgment we intend to pro-
nounced" "Certainly."

F i n O h a n n a . 

One of the moat popular species of 
enchantment to which pins have been 
applied, is their supposed Influence in 
counteracting the 111 effects of witch-
craft . An intereetingcaseof thia kind 
occurred within the last few years In 
Sussex, which Mrs. Latham has re-
corded In the "Folk Lore Record." A 
lady observed, upon a cottage hearth, 
a quart bottle filled with pins; and, on 
inquiring why they were put there, 
waa requested not to touch tbe bottle, 
as it was red hot, and because. If she 
did so, she would spoil the charm. 
"What charm?" she asked, In some 
surprise. "Why, ma'am," replied the 
woman, "It has pleased God to aflllct 
my daughter with falling fits, and the 
doctors do her no good; so I was rec-
ommended to go to a wise woman 
residing near Guilford, and she said, 
i f she was well paid for It, she could 
tell - ;ha t ailed the girl, and what 
would cure her. So I said I was agree-
able, and she told me that people 
afllicted with falling fits were bewitch-
ed, and tha t 1 must get as many pins 
as would fill a quar t bottle, and pu t 
them into It, and let It stand close to 
tbe fire, upon the hearth, until the pins 
were red h o t A s soon as this took 
place, they would prick the heart of 
the witch who had brought this afflic-
tion on my poor girl, and then she 
would be glad enough to remove i t " 
A medical practitioner of the same 
neighborhood, in illustration uf this 
superstition, narrates tha t when a 
house iu Pulborough was undergoing 
thorough repair, a bottle containing 
upward of 200 pins waa found beneath 
the hearthstone of one of the rooms, 
every pin being b e n t and some of 
them nearly in a curve. This mode of 
enchantment appears to have been of 
common occurrence, and the work-
men, who were doing up the house in 
question, affirmed tha t they often 
made similar discoveries in repairing 
houses. Another curious case of coun-
teracting wi tchcraf t by "pin-sticking" 
occurred a t a recent period in the 
parish of Honlton Clys t A landlord 
having lost one of his tenants, certain 
repairs and improvements were found 
necessary tu prepare fo r tbe n e x t In 
carrying out the work a chimney had 
to be explored, when. In the course of 
the operation, there was found care-
fully secreted a pig's heart , stuck all 
over with thorn prickles. This is 
supposed to have been done by the 
direction of some "wise" or "cunning 
person," us a means of taking revenge 
on the witch to whose incantations 
tbe party considered some mischief 
due, in belief tha t the heart of the ill-
wisher would be pierced in like man-
ner, until it finally became aa pu l se 
less us tha t of the pig. 

In divination, pins are generally 
dropped into wells and omens gathered 
from the direction in wbicb they fall. 
In the north of England there are the 
wishing wells," Into which, if the 

passers by only drop a crooked pin and 
breath their wish, they may rest as-
sured of its fu l f i lment Near Wooler, 
in Northumberland, on tbe flanks of 
the Cheviots, there is a spring of water 
locally known as "Pin Well"; and the 

Worm Well," a t Lambton, has for 
many years been a popular resort for 
pin divination. St. Heleu's Well, near 
Sefton, is no less famous. Young peo-
ple, from t ime immorial, have been in 
the habit of casting pins or pebbles Into 
it. and making prognostications from 
the circles formed on tbe surface of 
the agitated water . In many a well 
may be found tbe pins which have 
been dropi>ed by maidens desirous of 
knowing " when they were to be mar-
ried." One writer tells us how he once 
witnessed on a May monting a group 
of beautiful girls perform tbe ceremony 
of pin-dropping a t Madron Well, near 
Penzance. Two pieces of straw, about 
an inch long each, were crossed, and 
the pin run through tbem. This cross 
was then diopped Into Ute water , and 
the rising bubbles carefully counted, 
as they marked the number of years 
which would pass ere the arrival of 
tbe happy day. People also formerly 
were accustomed to visi t this well and 
wash in its water when suffering from 
sundry maladies. Al l over the High-
lands of Scotland there are holy heal-
ing wells, a t which tbe peasantry leave 
offerings of pins and nails. 

C h o o s i n g Spec tac les . 

In choosing glasses or spectacles re-
member that the eyes should look 
through the centres uf tbe lenses; the 
spectacle f rame ought therefore to be 
of the proper width, and no more. 
Spectaclcs to fasten behind the ear are 
more generally useful than the pince-
uc whicli is balanced on tbe nose. The 
latter, however, is less liable to be los t 
as it is usually worn attached to a very 
light chain or cord to tbe dress, and 
can be used in a moment ; but for read-
ing or writ ing, or any kind of work 
that takes up time, spectacles are in-
finitely to be preferred. In purchasing 
spectacles a guarantee should be had 
from the optician tha t they are nrop-
erly "centred"; that Is, that the tulck-
est or thinnest (as the case may be) 
portion of each lens is really in tbe 
centre. If they then fit yovr sight, you 
can try tbem on in f ront of a mirror ; 
if your pupils are r ight in the centre, 
the glasses a ie properly framed, if for 
distant s i g h t If only meant for read-
ing, the pupils should be a little nearer 
the nose than the centre of the lens. 
Tbe frames themselves should always, 
when the wearer can afford It, be made 
of gold. Pebbles wear better than 
glass; they may, too, be simply wiped 
with the handkerchief, but a bit of 
wash-leather must be kept for glass 
lenses. Spectacles, if you have man-
aged to procure a really good and use-
ful pair, should be taken the utmost 
care o f ; they should, when not in use, 
be put in their case, and the case in the 
pocket Spec t a d ea with colored lenses 
should never be used, unleaa under the 
advice of a medical mna.—Harptr'i 
Weekly. 

A TREE AT SEA.- T h e passengers 
by tbe steamer 1/easing, on her last 
trip to this country, about three days 
before their arr ival in New York, 
passed a tree s tanding as erect in the 
ocean aa It ever did on land. I t was 
judged to be about fifteen feet out of 
tbe water, with s tumps of branches 
extending a foot or two f rom the 
trunk. I t s erect position might have 
been due to the clinging of mussels or 
heavy shellfish to its roots—at ail 
events it was a singular spectacle in 
mid-ocean. The tree had been strip-
ped of Its bark entirely, but the ends 
of various branches remained still with 
the t runk . I t is possible tha t the 
strange and lonesome traveler had 
been set afloat by some of the West 
India hurricanes of ae al weeks 
previous.

To heat this mass of 
water by artificial means would re-
quire a consumption of over 60,000 tons 
of coal a year. The water f rom some 
of the deepest shaf ts , 8.000 feet, has a 
Umperatura of 117 9 T.

GRAPE JELLy.—Pick the grapes 
before they are too ripe as they 
become watery then, bu t they must 
be ripe enough lo have a good 
flavor, or the jelly will be very 
acid; pick each grape f rom the stem 
and do not use green or willed ones; 
put them over the fire In a porcelain 
lined kettle, not a brass one, and lot 
them bull up. mashing them well; then 
strain tbe juice and measure i t putting 
ll back on Ihe fire, and let It boil 30 or 
40 minutes ; to each point of juice 
allow a pound of cru«hed sugar 
which put In the upper oven of the 
range lu warm; when the juice has 
bulled the t ime mentioned add the 
heated sugar, and stir until i t is dis-
solved ; then boil 10 minutes and test 
i l ; if il drops f rom tbe spoon thick ll 
is done. I t is very uncertain as to 
lime, therefore dlfllcnlt lo give an ex-
act rule, bu t sl-ould not be Dolled more 
than 25 minutes or it loses its color 
and flavor.
