T i m e l y a n d W e l l D e l i v e r e d . 

For vetoing the funding bill President 
Hayes gave excellent reasons and while 
he has on previous occasions done him-
self groat credit and the country great 
good by vetoing questionable measures, 
it may well \>o said that "his last veto 
is the best." We quote from his mes-
sage as follows: 

While in my opinion it would be wise 
to authorize the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, in his discretion to offer to the pub-
lic bonds bearing !5j per cent, interest in 

aid of refunding. I should not deem it 
my duty to interpose my constitutional 
objection to the passage of the bill, if it 
did not contain in its fifth section pro-
visions which, in my judgment, serious-
ly impair its value and tend to the des-
truction of the present National bank-
ing system. The system has now been 
in operation almost twenty years. No 
safer nor more beneficial banking sys-
tem was ever established. Its advan-
tages as a business system are free to 
all who have the necessary capital. I t 
furnishes currency to the public which, 
for convenience and security to the bill 
holder, has probably never been equaled 
by any other banking system. Its 
notes are secured by deposits, with the 
Government, of interest-bearing United 
States bonds. 

The section of the bill before me which 
relates to the National banking system, 
and to which objection is made, is not 
an essential part of the refunding meas-
nro. It is as follows: 

"SEC. 5.—From and after the first day 
of July, 1881, the three per cent, bonds, 
authorized by the first section of this 

act, shall be the only bonds receivable 
as security for National bunk circulation 
or as security for the safe keeping and 
prompt payment of the public money 
deposited with such banks; but when 
any such bonds deposited for the pur-
poses'aforesaid shall be designated for 
purchase or redemption, by the Secre-
tary of the Treasury, the banking as-
sociation depositing the same shall have 
the right to substitute other issues of 
bonds of the United States, in lieu there-
of; provided that no bond on which in-
terest has ceased shall be accepted or 
continued on deposit as security for cir-
culation, or for the safe keeping of pub-
lic money; and in case bonds so depos-
ited shall not be withdrawn, as provided 
by law, within thirty days after inter-
est has ceased thereto, the banking asso-
ciation depositing the same, shall be sub-
ject to liabilities and proceedings on the 
part, of the Controller, provided for in 
Sec. 5.234 of the Revised Statutes of the 
United States; and provided fnrthcr, 
that Sec. A, of the act of June 20, 1874, 
entitled "An act fixing the amount of 
United States notes, providing for the 
redistribution of National Bank curren-
cy, and for other purposes, be and the 

same is hereby repealed; and that sec-
tions 5,109 and 5,1C0, Revised Stat-
utes, be and the same are, hereby, re-
enacted." 

Under this section it is obvious that 
no National banks will hereafter be or-
ganized, except possibly in a few cities 
or localities where- prevailing rates of 
interest in ordinary business are ex-
tremely low. No new banks can be or-
ganized, and no increase of the capital 
of existing banks can be obtained ex-
except by purchase and deposit of 3 per 
cent, bonds. No other bonds of the 
United States can he used for the pur-
pose. Tho one thousand millions of 
other bonds recently issued by the Unit-
ed States, and bearing a hieher rate of 
interest than 8 per cent., and therefore 
better security for the bill holder, can-
not, after the first of July next, be re-
ceived as security for bank circulation. 

This is a radical change in the hank-
ing law. It takes from the banks ti e 
rights they have had heretofore, under 
the law, to purchase and deposit as se-
curity for the circulation, any of the 
bonds issued by the United States, and 
deprives the bill-holder of the best se-
curity which the banks are able to give, 
by requiring them to deposit bonds hav-
ing the least value of any bonds issued 
by the Government. Tho average rate 
of taxation of capital employed in bank-
ing, is more than double the rate of tax-
ation on the capital employed in other 
legitimate business. Under these cir-
cumstances to amend the hanking law 
so as to deprive the banks of the advan-
tage of securing their notes by the most 
valuable Ixmds issued by the Govern-
ment, will, it is believed, in a large part 
of the country, be a practical prohibi-
tion of the organization of new banks, 
and prevent existing banks from enlarg-
ing their capital. The National bank-
ing system, if continued at all. will be a 
monopoly in the hands of those already 
engaged in it, who may purchase Gov-
ernment bonds bearing a more favor-
able rate of interest than 3 per cent. 
I Hinds prior to next July. 

To prevent the further organization of 
banks is to put in jeopardy the whole 
system, by taking from it that feative 
that makes, as it now is. a banking sys-
tem free, upon the same terms, to all 
who wish to engage in it. Even exist-
ing banks will be in danger of being 
driven from business by the additional 
disadvantages to which they will be sub-
jected by this bill. 

In short, I cannot but regard the fifth 
section of the bill as a step in the direc-
tion of the destruction of the National 
banking system. Our country, after a 
long depression of business has just en-

tered upon a career of unexampled pros-
perity. The withdrawal of currency 
from circulation by the National banks, 
and the enforced winding up of banks in 
consequence, would inevitably bring se-
rious embarrassments and disasters to 
the business of the country. Banks of 
issue are essential instruments of mod-
ern commerce. If the present efficient 
and admirable system of banking be 
broken, it will inevitably be followed by 
a return to other and inferior methods 
of banking. Any measure looking to 
such a result will be a disturbing ele-
ment in our financial system. It will 
destroy confidence and surely check the 
growing prosperity of our country. 

Believing that this measure for re-
funding the National Debt is not neces-
sarily connected with the National bank-
ing law, and that any refunding act 
will defeat its own object if it imperils 
the National banking system or serious-
ly imperils its usefulness, and consider-

ing that section five of the bill before 
mo would, if it should become a law, 
work a great harm, 1 herewith return 
the bill to the House of Representatives, 
for that further consideration which is 
provided for in the Constitution. 

R U T H E R F O U D B . H A Y E S .

H o w t h o t a r l l T O p e r a t e s . 

As the subject of tariff is being much 
discussed at present, we give below some 
portions of an address prepared by the 
Hon. M. H. H. Stowell, of Appleton, 
Wis., and published in the Chicago In-
ter-Ocean : 

•'But the great argument of the Free 
Trader is that, although protection gives 
the workingman higher wages, yet he 
has also to pay higher for everything he 
uses, and consequently gains nothing in 
the end. There is not one workingman 
out of a hundred who would not instant-
ly say 'Give me the higher wages and I 
will run the chance.' And his instincts 
would be right. Let us see: 

"Suppose three-fourths of the expen-
ses of a family are for food and articles 
that pay no tariff, and one-fourth are 
for clothing and articles that pay a tar-
iff. He earns .-J 1.50 per day, or $450 per 
year. He spends three fourths of $450 
for food, etc.—$337.50; and he spends 
one-fourth of $450 for clothing etc.— 
112.50. Now, the Free Trader claims 
that he has paid 40 per cent, duty on 
this $112.50, and that he could have 
bought these same articles for $07.50 
under Free Trade. 

"Well, let us suppose Free Trade is 
adopted, and he earns the same wages 
as are paid in Europe, and pays $07.50 
instead of $112.50 for the dutiable arti-
cles. Ho earns then 75 cents per day, 
or $225 per year, instead of $450. That 
leaves him $157.50 to spend for food etc. 
instead of $337.50. which he had under 
Protection—a difference of $180 per 
year, which he loses under Free Trade, 
which would deprive him of tea, coffee, 
butter, meat, and many other articles 
which he considers necessary. In fact, 
it leaves him but 52 1-2 cents per day 
for food, etc. instead of $1.12 1-2 per 
day. 

"But some Free Trader may say that 
more than one-fourth of his wages are 
spent for clothing and articles that pay 
a tariff. Lot us see how it figures out, 
then, at one-half for food. etc. and one-
half for clothing and articles that pay a 
tariff. 

"Unuor Protection he earns $1.50 per 
day or $450 per year. He spends $225 
for food, etc. He spends $225 per year 
for clothing and articles that pav a tar-
nr. 

"The Free trader claims that the arti-
cles costing $225 under Protection could 
be bought for 40 per cent, less, or $135 
under Free Trade. 

"Let us suppose that Free Trade is 
adopted. Under it ho earns, as in Eu-
rope, 75 cents per day, or $225 per year, 
and if he buys his clothing as above, for 
$135, that only leaves him $00 per year 
for food. etc. instead of $225 under 
Protection, or 30 cents per day instead 
of 75 cents. 

"These figures show that the work-
ing men would, under •tariff for reve-
nue only,' have to live on very short ra-
tions, or else dispense with some of their 

clothing and other necessaries of life." 
Mr. Stowell follows up these state-

ments by proving, from the official re-
ports of our consuls to the State Depart-
ment at Washington regarding wages 
in Europe, that the pay of labor there, 
on a general average is about half the 
pay of labor in the United States. Wo 
commend the argument to every man 
who hires out his services; for it applies 
with equal force to the highest as well 
as the lowest wages earned in this 
country.

T h e P r i d e o f M i c h i g a n . 

The following from tho Lansing Re-
publican will bo road with interest, es-
pecially that portion relating to the fac-
ulty of tho University. The Republican 
says: 

At this particular time, when the leg-
islature is called on to provide, in its 
judgment, for the needs of tho several 
institutions supported wholly or in part 
from the bounty of the state, a discus-
sion of their merits and demerits is gen-
erally indulged in. This is esDecially 
true of the university, and the more so 
it has. within the past few years, been 
racked by an unfortunate fight of fuc" 
tions which finally culminated in the 
courts. The particulars have been do-
tailed by the press of the state until tkey 
have become so familliar that almost ev-
ery person feels competent to discuss 
the university—from his standpoint; but 
few of them really possess any definite 
knowledge of its importance as an edu-
cational institution, its influonce at 
home and abroad, and of the honors 
which it has won for Michigan in the 
mo.-t Mninent circles of science and lit-
erature on two continents. 

Statistics on this subject show that 
there are in the difTerent faculties of the 

university, 82 members, as follows: 32 
professors, of whom 23 are authors; 1 act-
ing professor, also an author; 13 assist-
ant professors, of whom 5 are authors; 3 
lecturers, one of whom is an author; 0 
instructors, of whom I is an author ; 22 
assistants, who number 1 author; 1 libra-

rian. 1 demonstrator. 1 hospital surgeon. 
I dispensing clerk, and the president, al-
so an author. These gentlemen have 
published over 100 works. The most 
prominent authors' are. Thomas M. Cool-
ey. author of text books and other 
works on law:Edward Olney, a series of 

mathematical text books; Alexander 
Winchell, works on geology, etc.; Al-
fred Honncquin, a series of French text 
books; Edward C. Fiankhn, works on 
homeopathy; Albert B. Proscott, work 
on chemistry; Victor C. Vaughn, works 
on chemical pathology, etc.: Charles K. 
Adams, works of history, etc. Over 50 
works have been written by the authors 
above named. Prof. Olney has written 
12, Prof. Winchell 11, and Prof. Henne-
quin 8. The works of Prof Cooley, 
though not so numerous, are very elab-

orate, and are highly prized by mem-
bers of the bar. Of the 100 odd works 
written by the professors of our univer-
sity at least 75 are used as text-books, 
and many have been translated into 
French and German. 

It is safe to say, in view of the above, 
that the high and extended reputation 
of the university of Michigan is largely 
duo to the industry and attainments of 
the members of its faculties, and the 
public should guard and protect it from 
wrong, and carefully avoid any influ-
ence tending to impair its usefulness. 
Honest, intelligent criticism is benefi-
cial, but ignorant vituperation is sense-
less and hurtful.

3. Bills, receipts, and orders for sub-
scription enclosed in second class publi-
cations, provided such bills, receipts, 
and orders shall be in such form as to 
convey no other information than the 
name, location and subscription price of 
publication or publications to which 
thev rater.—Ibid.

4. The name and address of the per-
son to whom the second class matter 
may be sent, and index figure of a sub-
scription book, and words and figures, 
or both, indicating the date on which 
the subscription to such matter will end. 
—Ibid. Sec. 22, p. 300. 

5. Upon matter of the third class, or 
upon the wrapper enclosing the same, 
the sender may write his own name or 
address, with the word " f rom" above 
and preceding the same, and in either 
case may make simple marks, intended 
to indicate a word or passage of the text 
to which it is desired to call attention.—

G. There may Ik* placed upon the 
cover or blank leaves of any book, or of 
any printed matter of the third class, a 
simple manuscript dedication or inscrip-
tion, such dedication or inscription 
must be confined to a simple address or 
consignment of such book, or other 
printed matter, as a mark of respect, 
and must not contain anything that 
partakes of the nature of a personal cor-
respondence.—Ibid. 

7. Ujion matter of the fourth class, 
the sender may write his own name and 
address, preceded by the word "from", 
and also the name and number of arti-
cles enclosed.

Should this outweigh all considerations 
of economy and r e f o r m Mr. H o y t will 

probably receive a good share of the 
Democrat ic vote.

th i s county are ready to pay so much 

fo r so little. They m a y view it in the 

Le t t h e V o t e r s o f K e n t C o u n t y R e n d . 

Voters of K e n t C o u n t y , of the 17th 

Judicia l Circuit—you will soon be call-
ed upon to i"isl your ballots for a candi-

date for the office of Circuit Judge. En-
tirely with you rests the responsibility 
of determining who shall be the man. 
The present incumbent , for reasons good 
and siiflicient. was not renominated by 
the Kepublican judicial convention. 
Failing here he bolts the action of the 
convention and conies up as an inde-

pendent, or so-called "cit izen's" candi-
date. The Republican convention 
deemed it wise to select another candi-
date. Why? Because a large ma jo r i ty 
of the members of tha t convention were 

fully convinced tha t his place could bo 
more acceptably filled, and it is only 
necessary to quote f rom the records to 
jus t i fy the action of the convention in 
reject ing him. 

The records state that there have been 
paid out for jurors ' fees alone, in J u d g e 
Hoyt 's court , for the last four years, the 
sum of $27,fl04. Take your pencil and 
figure it out . Thin sum would krep a ju-
ra of twelve iiirii in (ittciKliiiici' dhout 1100 

daH" each near for the last four yean! 
Is tha t anything? Wi th a reasonable 
dispatch of business would the jurors ' 
fees for those years have been more 

than half tha t amount? We th ink 
not. 

Again, w e judge a man by his f rui ts . 

We have a r ight to j udge a judge in the 
same manner . The records distinctlv 

state tha t J u d g e Hoyt has been exceed-
ingly un fo r tuna t e in his decisions. As 
a general rule only cases of some impor-

tance are appealed, even when counsel 
think the rul ings of the Circuit Court 

erroneous. Many minor cases are not 
appealed because of the necessary ex-
pense a t tending such action. But w h a t 

does tho record say? An examinat ion 
of the Michigan Reports shows t ha t 

more than half of the eases appealed 
from Judge Hoyt's rulings have been re-

versed by the Supreme Court! Out of 

the 180 of his decisions submit ted 82 
have been aflirmed, and 98 reversed! 
And the records show, too. that J u d g e 

Hoyt has not improved wi th age and 
experience, for at the last two terms of 

the Supreme cour t ten of" his decisions 
have been reversed and only seven af-

firmed. Is this a proud showing for the 
ITth judicial circuit? Manifestly some 

of these errors mus t have been the re-
sult of gross carelessness and inat ten-
tion. W e must arr ive at this conclu-
sion or ano ther quite as damaging. I t 

must be ei ther inat tent ion or incompe-
tencv. 

It is hard ly credible, to say the least, 
that with care and examinat ion any 
conipptent J u d g e would make a decis-

ion which would call forth f rom the Su-

preme Court such plain ta lk as did J u d g e 
Hoyt ' s decision in the case of Finch vs. 

Brian, decided Oct. 27,1880. The opin-

ion by Chief Jus t ice Marston (all t he 
Jus t ices concurring) was delivered in 
these words: 

' 'We can conceive of no plausible rea-
son, e i ther wi th in or beyond the realms 

of law, unon which the j u d g m e n t of 
this case can be sustained. It would be 

equally difficult to add to the absurdity 
of the plaintiff's claim anything in the 
tvay of serious argument. Tho judg-

ment m u s t be reversed with costs of 
both courts ." 

There are other reasons quite as forci-
ble as the above w h y Judge Hoyt is not 

believed to be the r igh t man. Some of 
them a re given elsewhere and some of 
them will be given hereafter .

A f t e r some weeks of diligent labor, 
worthy of a better cause, the few Repub-
lican irreconcilables (whobolted the reg-

ular Republican nominat ion for no other 

reason than tha t of being fair ly and 
squarely outvoted in the Republican 

convention) planned to have their super-

human efforts cu lminate in a grand, 

overwhelming citizens' mass convent ion 

in Grand Rapids last Thursday. For 

days they had been circulat ing the 
"ca l l " for signatures, t ravers ing the 
county and peddling s ta tements and 

bugaboos which for their sakes it would 
be best to t rea t as str ict ly confidential. 

The "cal l" was published in the city 
papers. It was signed by Democrats and 
Greenbackers chiefly—very few Republi-

cans. The "cal l" announced t ha t a non-
part isan mass convention would be held 

for the purpose of nominat ing Birney 
Hoyt for circuit judge . 

F r o m the noise heard and work t ha t 
had been done one miiflit have supposed 

that it would require a Chicago Exposi-

tion bui lding to hold that "mass conven-
tion." But not so. The Eagle said there 
were about 50 jtersons present; the 

Leader, which supports the bolters, said 
there were about 75 persons in a t tend-
ance. Of these a large ma jo r i ty were 
Democrats and Greenbackers—"with a 

light spr inkl ing of Republicans," said 
the Leader. And tbis was the grand 
citizens' mass convention, assembled 

wi thout delegated author i ty , to nomi-
nate Mr. Hoyt. 

Most of the townships had no repre-

i iumbering f rom 50 to 75 persons, princi-
jwlly f rom the ci ty. 

J u d g e Hoyt was nominated and ho 

hastened from the court room to the 
convent ion to file his acceptance. 

He has made his choice and now the 

voters of this county and circuit will 
make theirs . 

For good and siiflicient reasons the 

Republican convention refused to re-
nominate him as their candidate, and 
when all t he voters of this county under-
stand. as many already do. that it was 
in the interest of economy that a change 
was demanded, they will be convinced 

that the action of tho convention was 

wise. 

Wo have no mud to throw at Mr. 
Hoy t , but he has now put himself in a 

position which cannot shield him f rom 
legit imate criticism. He has been hon-
ored by Republican votes and suppor t 

for many years. The Republicans have 
stood by him well. Had they re-nomi-

nated him in their last judicial conven-
tion there would have gone up a howi 

f rom the opposition, in some localities

S C H O O L L A W . 

O f l l e l a l R u l i n g a n d D e c i s i o n s . 

"Does the endorsement of a township 
superintendent of a teacher 's certificate, 

given by the superintendent of ano ther 
township, render such certificate \*.ilid 
for the township where the superintend-

ent so indorsing it resides?" 
I t is the opinion of the at torney gene-

ral of this state tha t the certificate grant-

ed by the township superintendent has 

no force or effect except in the township 
where granted, as section 106 of the ac t 
to provide for township superintendents 

of schools expressly states. Section 104 
prescribes tha t the township superin-

tendent shall examine all persons offer-
ing themselves as teachers for the public 

schools. Section 105 provides tha t he 
shall g ran t certificates in such form as 
shall be prescribed, etc., licensing as 

teachers all persons whom, on thorough 
and full examinat ion, he shall deem 
qualified, etc. I t is f u r t h e r prescribed: 

"No person shall be accounted a qualifi-
ed teacher, etc., nor shall any school 
officer employ or contract wi th any per-

son, etc., who has not such a certificate 
in force." This must be constructed to 

mean a certificate issued by the superin-
tendent of the township whore the per-
son proposes or seeks to teach. There 

are certain prescribed certificates good 
throughout the state; but the endorse-

ment of a certificate, issued bv one town-
ship super intendent , by another super-

intendent . is not g ran t ing a certificate, 
and cannot have the force and effect of 
a certificate for any legal purpose in the 

township where endorsed. Each town-
ship superintendent should issue his cer-
tificates as prescribed by law.—Lansing

The Scientific American has tho fol-
lowing important information for those 
who desire to got rid of stumps: "In tho 
autumn bore a hole one or two inches in 
diameter, according to the girth of the 
latter, and about IN inches deep. Put 
into it two or three ounces of saltpetre; 
fill the hole with water and plug it up 
close. In the ensuing spring take out 

the plug and i>our in alMUit a half gdl of 
kerosene oil and ignite it. The stump 
will smoulder away without blazing, to 
the very extremity of the roots, leaving 
nothing but the ashes. 

The largest cattle sale that has ever 
taken place iu the world, according to 
the Trinidad Republican, was consum-
mated the other day by the Hall Pros., 
the New Mexico cattle kings, who dis-
posed of their rancho and stock in Col-
fax county for the immense sum of $400,* 
000. About a year ago, one of the broth-
ers, of whom there were three in part-
nership, sold out to the other two his in-
terest, receiving $100,000 and 0.000 head 
of cattle. He then remo ved to Texas, 
where lie still is. The two other broth-
era continued the business till the pres-
ent time, and may now retire to private 
life with the snug little bank account of 
1200,000 each. 

M a p s of Far iui t . 

It would be a wise plan for every land 
owner to construct a map of his farm, 
showing the disposition of his fields and 
woodland, the location of bin dwellings, 

barns, tenant houses and outbuildings, 
tho orchards, water coureos, springs and 
wells the topography and geological 
character as well as the relative size of 
his fields, meadows, etc., the kind and 
character of his fences, and all other 
facts desirable to bo known at a glance. 
With such a map he could best deter-
mine his course of cropping, pasturage, 
cultivation, etc., for each succeeding 
season, and its frequent perusal would 
prcmpt him to experiments and under-
takings of pith and moment whose exe-
cution whould almost certainly result in 
profit, besides improving and beautify-
ing his farm. A map of this kind would 
also prove, a valuable adjunct to correct 
and satisfactory farm accounts, now so 
rare even on "well regulated" places. 

Look O u t ! 

The next six weeks is the time of year 
when by a little relaxing of his care and 
a little stinginess with his food a farmer 
or breeder may easily lose the profits of 
his year's toil. Up to this time stock 
scantily fed have drawn or been able to 
draw on reserve supplies of internal fat, 
which means heat, and muscle which 
means strength, that they stored up in 
summer, but now such reserve are in a 
large degree exhausted, the blood lie-
comes thin and a decrease of vitality is 
going on that many hardly suspects. A 
little extra care, shelter and feed is never 
more profitable given than in March and 
April. Nothing is more discount ing to 
a breeder than to arrange for having an 
extra good calf, litu-r of pigs, or improv-
ed lambs, and after waiting jiatiently for 
their coming to have them lost through 
sheer neglect that a half hour's effort 
might have pravented, as is BO often the 
case. I t is the extra calves, pigs and 
lambs that help to lift him up, pry the 
mortgage off his fann and mako him a 
landlord instead of a tenant, an intelli-
gent freeman instead of an ignorant 
serf. 

necessary, in some localities, to enable 
tho farmers to keep up tho fertility of 
tho soil and make farming remunerative. 
Tho price of wool in this country hasev-
cr boon governed by the tariff, and must 
be, for reason that we cannot produce it 
as cheaply as it can be in tho warmer 
countries of South Amcrica, Africa and 
Australia, where large ranges furnish-
ing perennial pastures abound, and there 
is a supply of cheap labor. The tariff of 
1872 was enacted to increase the revenue, 
so as to make up for the loss caused by 
tho repeal of the income tax. The effect 
was to encourage the importation of for-
eign wool, rags and woolen goods to 
such an extent as to reduce the price of 
our domestic wools below the cost of 
production, and nearly crushed out 
this industry in this State. Flocks were 
sold to the butchers, and in some in-
stances slaughtered and their carcasses 
fed to tho hogs. Manufacturers of hon-
est woolen goods were also obliged to 
stop their machinery, and closed their 
factories. Laborers were thrown out of 
employment and became tramps, and 
farmers could not pay their debts. Dur-
ing the two years that the tariff was off, 
this country sent abroad $ir)0,000,000 in 
gold to buy wool, rags and woolen goods. 
If this vast sum could have been saved 
to the farmers, laborers and the business 
interests of this countrv, it would have 
done much towards bridging over that 
terrible financial crisis which swept all 
interestsjinto one general vortex of ruin. 
Under these circumstancos, the Patrons 
of Michigan, Ohio nnd other wool grow-
ing States, united in petitioning Con-
gress for a restoration of the wool tariff, 
and it was done. As a result, tho price 
of our wool has been advanced-from 10 
to 15 cents per pound. And yet, the 
price which our Michigan wool now 
brings, is about 15 cents per pound less 
than the average price which the differ-
ent grades of our domestic wool brought 
in this country for a period of thirty-five 

years previous to 1861, and the price 
would scarcely cover the cost of produc-
tion were it not that the stimulant 
which has been given to this industrj-
has created such a demand for sheep to 
re-stock the farms of this and other 
Western States, as to make sheep hus-
bandry again remunerative in Michigan. 
Our farmers are more prosperous than 
heretofore, and as most of tho wealth of 
our State comes from the soil, when far-
mers prosper, every other interest pros-
pers, and tho verdict which tho people 
of this State has passed upon our acts in 
causing a restoration of the wool tariff in 
1874. differs as widely from that of our 
Canadian friend as light differs from 
darkness, or crime from benefaction. 
The price of an article to the laborer is 
not of so much consequence to him as it 
is to have tho means to purchase it with, 
and it is far better for him to pay a dol-
lar more for a suit of clothes, or a barrel 
of flour, if by that means he is able to 
obtain two days' work where he did one 
before, and at le t ter wages."

The argument made by the Hon. N. 
A. Earle of Grand Rapids, in the house 
of representatives at Lansing, against 
any return to Prohibition as a state pol-
icy for dealing with the liquor traffic, 
was forcible in all jioints and contained 
statements which deserve general at-
tention. Mr. Earle made some investi-
gations into the practical workings of 
the present law at his own home with 
results which he thus summed up in his 
speech:

The government tax on each class was

police for every year since 1871, and al-
so tho total number of arrests during 
each of said years on charges of being 
drunk and disorderly. I t is said, and 
perhaps truly, that nearly all the crime 
in the community is caused by liquor 
drinking. If, therefore, the figures 1 
am about to give show any matorml 
change in the numl>erof arrests to havo 
occurred in 1875 when Ihechange in the 
law was made, unless some other good 
reason can bo given, I shall say it was 
caused by the change in the law. and 
that tho change shows a decrease of in-
temperance and crime. 

I have taken the total number of ar-

rests for all causes for the years 1872, 
1873, 1874 and 1875, and averaged them 
and find that the average number of ar-
rests for theso four years was 1,268, and 
I havo likewise averaged the number 
for the five years beginning with 1876 
and ending with 1880 and find the aver-
age number to be 1,068 or precisely 200 
less per year under the present system 
than under Prohibition, and this not-
withstanding an increase of 25 per cent, 
in |K)pulation. In order to make tho 
change more marked, I have taken tho 
average for tho three years immediately 
preceding 1875 and compared it with tho 
average of tho three years immediately 
following 1875, and find the average de-
crease of the total arrests for tho years 
1876, 1877 and 1888 over those of *1872, 
1873 and 1874 to be 344. Next I have 
taken tho whole number of arrests for 
drunkenness and disorderly conduct for 
the same periods and find the average 
number for the years 1872, 1873, 1874 

and 1875 to bo 806, and in like manner 
tho average number for tho years begin-
ning with 1876 and ending with 1880, to 
be 569, showing an average decrease of 
237. To show tho effect of the change 
in the law made in 1875 still more clear-
ly I compare the average of tho three 
years immediately preceding and im-
mediately following 1875; for the for-
mer period the average number of ar-
rests for this cause was 857, and tor tho 
latter period 540, or an average decrease 
of 317, and this notwithstanding our 
large increase in i>opulation.
