Paris Green w u h syringe. Proved e f -
fectual. If any one uses this, make it 

weak and use early and I th ink there is 
no danger ; a t any rate we found no bad 
effects. 

Has any one tried spraying the f ru i t 

trees with Paris Green water or any o th-
er preparat ion to destroy inaecta tha i in-
fest them? 

W h y do wo have such a prejudice 
against "book farmers?"' Cannot a pe r -

son who Is able to write his thoughts , 
fa rm practically? Who can say J . J o h n -

son or Joseph Harris are not pract ical 
farmers , and most successful ones, too?

r?en* below. Tho base of the temnle is eu-
a're'el with elirht turrets, from which wave 
the '.a^s of various nations. At the inaug-
uration of this beautiful edifice tho rnvn-
b -s of Le Trappeur Snowshoe rl b. in cos-
k tme, stand upon tho ontsido of it, at stated 
po'nt% on "Ve-y available block of ice. each 
m m with a li?ht51 torch in 'his han I. As 
th» Inte ior of th" Condora will be illumin-
atol with el ctrlcitv.
