INTERESTING EXPERIMENT.

The following article from the
Manday issue of the Grand Rapids
Democrat will be read with interest
by Lowell people:

The Lowell Water and Light
Company has nearly completed the
‘construction of its lines from its
electric plant on Flat river to this
city, and in & short time will be ready
to switch on the power equal to that
of 800 horses, providing the scheme
proves feasible. The plant is one mile
north of Lowell aud about twenty-one|
miles from this city. Sitice the first]
use of electricity, as a motive power,
it has never been demonstrated that
the current can be on'b“veyed and
retain its force so leng a distance.
This pratical test, however, will soon
be mnde here, and the eyes of the
eiectrical world are expected to turn
this way and watch closely the result
of the experiment’

Along the winding course of Flat
river are many heavy fulls, which, if
this attempt proves sucessful, will be
utilized to generate power for
distribution among other near.by
cities, The fall capacity of the fall
now in use by the company is 1,500
horse. power. To obtain the full
capacity of this paticalar fall would
require the expenditure of nearly
_8200.:)“9. The average price obtained
per horﬁT. power is $120 per annum,
30 that if the entire 1,500 horse power
was used, the income on the investment
would be 8170,000 snnually, while
the cost of gonant‘ng the power
would be nominal. The sime
company owns another waterfull on
Flat river, and both are within two
miles of Lowell. The capacity of the
second fall is 800 horee power, and
whether .t‘\is will be developed, or the
full eapacity of the first one, depeuds
on the success attending, the present
venture. Flat river is fed by nearly
lpt) lakes and the volume of water is
aot affected to eny extent by dry «r
wet scasons, which makes it better
adapted, it is clnimed, to the use pro-
posed, than any other river in the
state.

“Our chject,” said a member of the
company yesterday, ‘“‘is to supply
small concerns—those using from
three to fifteen horse power. Sueh
plants cannot afford an engine and
by getting their power in this way,
they pay for just exactly what they
use, \We have no doubt of the feasi-
bility of the scheme; we know we
can generate the power, und we know
it will follow the wires. There will
be some loss of course, but it will not
be very great. It is not our intention
to make any cut in rates; we are going
into this for business and propose to
make a little money. We expect to
be ready to make connections with
Grand Rapids factories before the end
of this year. No, we have not entered
into nny contracts with local parties
yvet; we will make none until we are

Collectors Organizing to Boycott Spee-
ulative Issues of Stamps.
For a long time the stamp collectors
and dealers have been annoyed by what
they consider the objectionable practice
of certaln governments in making fre-
quent changes in their stamp issues
says Chicago Post. It Is alleged that'
these changes are not due to any legi-
timate postal needs, but are really di-
rected at the pocketbooks of the collec-
tors throughout the world, who, to com-
plete their collections, must buy these
unnecessary and speculative issues.
Central American and South American
countries have been particular offend-
ers in this regard, t(hough other coun-
tries and colonies have not been far
behind. In the case of some Central
and South American countries peculiar
contracts exlst with the firms that en-
grave and print the stamps. The print-
ers in this regard, though other coun-
and In return are ailowed to retain, af-
ter an issue becomes obsolete, all the
stamps remaining on hand. As they
can print as many stamps as they please
during the year the issue I8 In use
there Is always a goodly lot left over:
These remainders the engravers sell.
Recently, so bad has been the evil from
the stamp collector's point of view, that
a soclety has been formed in England
especlally to fight the unnecessary is-
sues by a great world-wide boycott
This association, which is8 known tor-'
mally as the Society for the Suppression
of Speculative Stamps, has its head-
quarters in London. It has already
commenced active work, and has is-
sued several circulators denouncing
certain varieties and issues of stamps
as unnecessary and speculative, and
asking collectors and stamp dealers to
cease collecting and dealing in them.

IS A MODERN SAUL

HE HAS PUT THE NATIONAL
' BANKERS IN ECSTACIES.

His Name Is Aldredge and His Fame

; Rests on a Bpeech He Made at At-

‘ lanty—Ex-Congresaman Bartine Rid-
fcales Him,

' Ex-Congressman Bartine in Natfonal
Bimetallist: The bankers are in ecsta-
cles over a new-found champion in the
person of one Aldredge, who made a
‘ funny speech at Atlanta.
Whether this Aldredge is a very
young man and gave the bankers the
’ benefit of his maiden effort, or is one
of ripe years who has been hiding his
incandescent light under a canopy of
extreme modesty, we know not. But
‘ we do know that he has emerged from
obscurity and electrified a few simple-
minded bankers with His wit.
It is unfortunate, though, that he has
' w0 much of natural humor in his mind,
that unconsciously he allowed it to per-
vade his entire speech. Some of his
most serious propositions were, in fact,
‘ the funniest parts of his discourse.
Among other things, he bronght out
the very remarkable fact, that the farm-
er is better off with wheat at 60 cents
' per bushel than he would be with wheat
it $1. Then he made it clear to those
grave and wise.bankers that diminished
‘ production is the true road to nationsl
prosperity, illustrating it by very co-
gent references to the recent rise in the
price of cotton as a result of a reduced
crop.
' These discoveries are of such import-
ance to mankind that Judge Aldredge
should have Indulged in more ampli-
‘ fication, and carried them to their logi-
cal conclusion. If the farmer is better
off with 60-cent wheat than with dollar
wheat, then 25-cent wheat will make
’ him still more prosperous, and when it
gets down to nothing per bushel, the
cup of his happiness will be full. The
failure of the great humorist to eluci-
‘ date this t leaves his magical ef-
fort a little incomplete.
Then with regard to the blessings
which have come from the partial
’ failure of the cotton crop. From 3,900,-
000 bales last year it has fallen to 6,500,
000 or 7,000,000 this year. Now if a loss.

‘selle his vhnor nothing
completeness of the judge's remarks
upon these points was unfortunate, It
' leaves the impression that lis humor

is rather mechanieal, and that his loglc,
waile very good as far as it goes, breaks
'off rather too soon, as it wers.
Fe might have very materially add-
‘ ed to the force of his argument (?) if
ke had made a little reference to his
own salary. If he is still a judge we
’ presume he draws a salary. He might
have told those assembled philanthro-
pists how exceedingly prosperous he
was on the small stipend he was re-
celving, how much more prosperous he
would be if he were reduced one-half, |
and that if he could only be permitted
to serve the dear people for nothing,
' he would then occupy a position of un-
speakable blis, Doubtless he would
have used this fllustration if he had
thought of it. But we must not be too
exacting, Even a new-born champlion
of sound (?) money cannot be expected
to think of everything—and be “funny”
’ at the same time.

He also discovered that the gold

standard nations are ‘“bimetallic,”-be-

+ cause they use silver as “token money"
along with their gold, while the ‘siiver
standard countries are “monometaflic”
because the use silve alone. Hence he
concludes that the gold standard advo-
cates are the “bimetallists,” while the
{friends of free coinage are really “silver
monometallists.’

He had probably been reading Mr.
Carlisle's “five unanswerable proposi-
tions,” and being struck with a great
“idee,” he couldn’t rest until he laid it
before an amazed and admiring world.

’ But when a “[funny” man attempts
to become argumentative, he nearly al-
ways falls; sometimes because he does
not want to spoil his wit by keeping
too close to the line of trne logic, and
sometimes because of ignorance of ma-
terial facts. Judge Aldredge scems to
be ignorant of the differoence between
“token money” and standard money.
He scems to be equally ignorant of the
fact that “sllver standard” countries
make no attempt to use gold and have
no need of it. He seems to be tota'ly
unconsclous that “bimetallism” differs
radically from either the gold standard

' or the silver standard., He is not so
ignorant, though, as not to be aware
that the only way he could defend the
gold standard was by assuming the en-
tire case: and so he cooly took it for
granted that the moment we opened
our miuts to both metals alike, we
would 1and upon the silver basis,

Perhaps the greatest joke perpetrated
was the statement that he and the gold
standard men generally, are the friends
of eilver, and that the free colnage peo-
ple are its enemies. We have a sort
of misty recellection of having heard
somewhere such expressions as these:

The fn- |

legged do!lnr," “dishonest dollar,”
“swindling dollar,” “fraudulent doliar,”
“buzzard dollar,” and many others, and
had really never understeod these ex-
pressions as indlcating extreme friend-
ship for the silver dollar. But Judge
Aldredge has tWown a fleed of light
upen this point, and it is a pleasure to
learn that the friends of ‘honest
meney,” in using these epithets, were
merely exemplifying the truth that
“whom the Lord loveth he chastencth,”
and that after all they were "pet names
in disguise,”” Still we remaln skeptical.
To accept Judge Aldredge's statement
requires too high a flight into the
realms of fancy, We might possibly
imagine McKinley as the enly true
friend of free trade, or Hénry Geerge
as an earnest consistent champion of
proteclion; we can conceive of Baron
Rothschilds as a thoroughly unselfish
humanitarian, a highway robber as a
conservative of the law, or Annanias
as a “God of Truth,” but we are not
quite able to so completely reverse the
ordinary modes of thought as to appre-
clate Judge Aldredge's rhetorical figure
in which the advocates of the gold
standard are pictured as the “true
friends of silver,”

It is really no wonder that the bank-
ers went wild with enthusiasm over
their new prophet. It most certainly
wrought some miracles,  And yet it
must be confessed that he has not quite
gettled the silver question. Perhaps
he will later on.

FALL IN PRICES.

Gold Mon Will Uause This Overproduc-
tion of Wealth.

The trade journals, Dun’s Report and
Bradstreet's, have been presenting fig-
ures showing the severe decline in the
prices of many staples within the last
few months. The latter journal gave
a review of the subject in 1ts issue of
October 26.

Many articles have fallen in price
continually since last April. Among
these, corn has fallen in six months,
from b6 to 37 cents a bushel; oats from
384 to 24; barley from 52 to 421%. Theve
has been a continuous decline also in
beeves, sheep, hogs, mutton, beef, pork,
lard, beans, apples, currants, turpen-
tine, lloqhol, brick and lime.

An examination of the foragoing will
enable the Atkinsons, the Aldredges
and champions of goldism generally to
wax eloguent over the prosperity of the
farmers and other producers. Prices
are golng down, down, down, and no
human being can tell where they will
stop, il ever.

It would really be quite interesting
to have Judge Aldredge make a careful
computation showing how much more
debt and taxes a farmer can pay with
corn at 57 cents per bushel than he
could with the price at 66. There is
scarcely room for doubt that he would
be equal to the feat.

Business Prospoots,

Trade is slowly recovering from the
gold contraction, the Baring failure
and thelr widespread consequences,
writes Del Mor from London. The rev-
enue and other receipts for the half
vear ended October 5, 1895, were £53,-
951,404, against £52,940,704 for the like
period of 1894, and the balance in the
exchequer was £2,316,368, against £1,-
351,221 in 1894. The toreign trade re-
turns show an increase all along the
line, the mining and manufacturing re-
turns are satisfactory, However, to
bring the cost of production within the
rarrow limits afforded to the existing
currency, labor has to be crushed down
to the point of starvation. During the
last five years (all years of depression
and gloom) there have been no less
than 13,427 strikes (so says Mr. James
Kelley, of Bermonssey), an average, if
we omit Sundays, of about nine strikes
a day, or one for nearly every working
hour. Mr. Kelly's figures seem to have
got fearfully swollen in some way or
another, but he is not alone in the mat-
ter of turgid statistics. Your chief of
the statistical bureau at Washington,
with his four hundred millions of gold
in circulation in the United States, is
even more wild.

Suaspension of Colnage.

By the direction of the president, the
coinage of all silver bullion purchased
under the Sherman act was suspended
November 1. The amount of bullion
now held by the treasury is 137,644,000
ounces. The New Orleans mint will be
closed, and no further coinage of silver
dollars will be made until congress has
taken action on the currency question.
The appropriation for recoinage of sub-
sidfary mutilated coin Is exhausted, and
ro further coinage on that account will
be made until a further appropriation
has been made by congress. 'Chis vir-
teally places all outstanding treasury

Western Banker.—The decline in the
price of silver, wheat and other pro-
ducts since 1873 has been followed by
a decline in the value of the securities
(farms generally) on which we have

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loaned miillions. The property worth
$1,000,000 in 1873 has gradually declined
with silver until it is now worth only
$600,000. The only way to restore the
value of property and prices of products

is to again open the mints to free coin-
age of gold end silver as it existed prior
to 1873. Western bankers can no long-
er afford to bolster up this pro-British
policy in this country.

The enly
difference between Cleveland and Sher-
man upon the silver question is, that
the former Is the more éxtreme and
unyielding of the two. This probably
comes from the difference in their men-
tal characteristics. Cleveland is dull,
dogmatic, obstinate and outspoken.
Sherman is keen, smooth, cautlous and
diplomatic. Cleveland takes a position
and clings to it tenaciously. Sherman
can and does shift k's attitude as pub-
lic opinion changes.

But their views are essentially the
game., Both are in accord with the
great “money power" of New York and
London. Both make the interests of
Wall street paramount to the interests
of the country as a whole. Both be-
lieve that the financial policy of the
government should be so shaped as to
directly benefit the money centers, upon
the theory, perhaps, that if Wail street
can enjoy a superabundance of .pros-
perity, the rest of the country may
catch a little of the overfiow.

It never occurs to elther of them that
the country could get along without
‘Wall street, but that Wall street could
not possibly get along withott'the toun-
try. Both seem to thlnk Liat  the
whole=industrial system of the United
States is merely an adjunct to the busi-
ness of banking.

Mr, Sherman is not in favor of retir-
ing the gresnbacks just now, but that is
not because of an indisposition to favor
the banks. He is shrewd enough to see
that such a measure would not be pop-
ular at this time. He is therefore will-
ing enough to issue bonds to raise
money for the current expenses of the
government, but not for the withdrawa
of the greenbacks. By this course he
can reach practically the same result,
so fur 2s the maintenance of the gold re-
serve is concerned, and also cast a litlle
odium upon the tarill policy of the Dem-
ocratic party.

Upon the money question proper, Mr.
Cleveland and Mr. Sherman are as near
aMke as “tweedledee and tweedledum.”

ON GOLD AND SILVER.

STATISTICS SHOWING THEIR
RELATIVE VALUES.

The Reporis of the Director of the
Mint Show That 16 Ounces of Bllver
to One of Gold Is the Proper Ratlo
of Colnage.

At the time of the discovery of Amer-
ica the amount of gold and silver in
Europe in use as money was insignifi-
cant, being estimated by Humboldt at
not more than $150,000,000, the larger
accumulations made during the rise of
the Roman empire having been almost
entirely dissipat!d. Three hundred
millions of dollars is considered to be a
very liberal estimate of the whole steck
of gold and silver in existence in the
then known world at the time of the
discevery of America. The production
of gold and silver in the world since
1493 is given on pages 174 and 175 of the
report of the director of the United
States mint for 1894 at 406,306,476
ounces of gold of coinage value eof
$8,329,101,000, and 7,664,023,716 ounces of
silver of coinage value of $9,909,041,000,

How much of this gold is still in exis-
tence Is problematical, for it is impossi-
ble even to approximately estimate the
actual loss in use and the waste of the
precious metals in manufacturing and
the arts. The approximate amounts of
gold and silver in use as money in the
world are, however, given by Mr. Pres-
ton, director of the mint, at $3,965,900,-
000 gold and $4,055,700,000 siiver at our
coinage ratio of 16 (15.95) to 1, from
which it is apparent that there is almost
exactly sixteen ounces of silver in use
as money to one of gold. The balance
of the gold and silver mined since 1493
has, of course, either been absorbed in
the arts or lost. But as affecting the
supply of gold and silver available for
coinage we have little occasion to spec-
ulate as to the amount of gold and sil-
ver used in the arts and still in exist-
ence, for gold and silver so used is as
effectually withdrawn from the stock of
gold and silver avallable for use as
money as if it were lost, for the labor
expended on gold and silver used in the
arts gives it such an enhanced value
that the melting down of such gold and
silver used ds ornaments and p.ate for
sale as buly on is oyt of the question.

The Bankers Know This and Aro Say-
ing that Timea Are Good — With
Them, Yes—With the People, It Is
Bosh,

From the National Bimetallist, Chi-
cago: The National Bimetallist is
neither a gloomy pessimist nor a vision-
ary optimiftic dreamer. It aims to look
at things as they really are. There
can be no measure of prosperity for the
American people that will not be joy-
ously welcomed by this journal. At
the same time it ought to be manifost
to all who intelligently scan the situ-
ation, that except by comparison with
the awful depression of 1893 and 1894,
there 1s no “‘prosperity” In sight. It
should also be apparent that the condi-
tions indispensible for permanent pros-
perity do not at present exist. Every
article which In flaming headlines her-
alds the return of prosperity i8 so
plainly intended to kill off the “silver
issue,” that it should deceive nobody.

The Chicago Record of the 26th inst.
contains a long special from W. E. Cur-
tis under the caption, “Revival of Busi-
ness.” The closest analysis of the arti-
cle falls to bring to light a single fact
which sustained the title. It is merely
a resume of how the New York bankers
feel and what they at present desire.
Mr. Curtis begins by saying: The New
York bankers are paying very little at-
tention to politics and even less to the
subject of financial legislation by the
next congress, This is unmistakable
evidence of prosperity. While there
are certain laws that they would like to
have repealed and amended, and cer-
tain propositions they would like tohave
embodied in the statutes, they are gen-
erally averse to all financial legislation
for fear agitation and discussion will
disturb existing conditions and retard
the Improvemeut that is felt in all lines
of commerce and trade. I find almost
universal confidence that “good times”
have come again; that the country is re-
covering from the long and severe de-

pression and is entering upon one of
prosperity that will continue for at
least a decade, and at the same time
there is an apprehension lest congress
may disturb industry and trade by un-
wise legislation or a prolonged agitation
that would be quite as disastrous.

They seek to disseminate the belief that
any further disscussion of “silver” will
check the “advancing tide of prosper-
ity.” Prosperity as easily checked as
that must be 2 mere shadow.

No banker has ever explained, none
ever will and none ever can explain
bow the complete restoration of silver
1o its former right of coinage oonld de-
stroy the prosperity or retard the pro-
gress of our country.

That Mr. Curtis understands the
banker’s ingtincts is conclusively shown
by the statement: “When things are
going right (that is for them), the men
who handle money want to be let alone,
but when they are worried they appeal
to congress for legislation.”

Every panic in Wall street has been
marked by the most frantic appeals of
that great money center to the national
government for help.

But when they are
relieved, partly by government aid, and
partly by calling in their loans—thus
squeezing everybody else—they point to
their plethoric vaults as proof that there
i3 plenty of money, and denounce free
silver coinnge as a scheme for the “de-
basement of the currency aud the repu-
diation of debt.”

MEXICO SATISFIED.

Even Sllver Monometalllsm Ilas Dene-
fited Our Nelghbors.

Mexico seems to be well satisfled with
her monetary system. There is no rea-
son why she should not be. Although
not yet in the front rank of nations,
she is improving her condition with
marvelous rapidity. So long as she is
moving forward with greater relative
gpeed than gold standard nations, it is
but natural that she should regard her
monetary system as a good one.

When half-civilized nations upon the
silver basis are enjoying greater rela-
tive prosperity than the highly civilized
gold standard countries, it furnishes
conclusive evidence that gold Is not the
only “honest and sound money.” If
the believers in the gold standard
would open their eyes, the palpable his-
toric truth that nations have lived and
prospered for many years at a time
without either metal in circulation, it
might dawn upon them that all the
hopes of humanity do not depend upon
the gold dollar.
Speaking of the clap-trap about free
colnage sinking the United States to a
lower level, the Mexican Financier
_says:

There is a good deal of foreign rub-
bish being printed in foreign papers
about the adoption of the silver stand-
ard as certain to “sink the United
States to the level of China and Mexi-
co.” Now we maintain that Mexico can
show a better record during the recent
“hard times™ than the favored land of
Uncle Sam. Our railways did not go
into the hands of receivers at the rate
of two a week; our banks did not fail;
our factories were actively employved;
our cities were not filled with hungry
people out of employment, and bank
| cashiers were not running away or com-

mitting suicide. Supposc we should re-

having our standard of civilization low-
ered by the use of silver, ought to
bring forward some scheme to break off
commercial relations with those coun-
tries.

The social intercourse which comes
from commerce will be far more likely
to degrade us, than the mere jingling
in our pockets of a few more silver dol-
lars.

The con-
fidential circular Issued to all of those
connected with the deat In a subsidiary
capacity, informs them that their net
gi'n on thé moaney advanced is 6%
per cent. This, considering the fact
that the transaction covers a period of
seven months, s not a great advance
on the amount which could have been
earned In an ordinary banking busi-
pess. The inference intended to be
drawn from the showing is, of course,
that the syndicate did not take advan-
tage of the needs of the treasury to
drive an extraordinarily hard bargain,
but contented itself with an amount
that may be deemed modest when com-
pared with the value of the services
rendered. |

per cent represents the dividend allot-
ted to those who aided the principals in
their undertaking, and who merely
went into it as an investment, Nothing
is said about the speculative profits of
Messrs, Belmont and Morgan, which
were probably much greater. The oth-
ers occupled merely the position of em-
ployes, receiving fixed wages, and did
uot obtain pay for conceiving the plan
and bringing it to a successful conclu-

HOW IT 18 WORKING.

GOLD STANEARD IS TAKING OUR
TRADE AWAY.

The Appreclation of the Yellow Metal
Bultding Up the Teade of Silver-Using
Nutlonsg—Great G.mo of English Money
Lords.

China uged last year 17,000,000 yvards
of American cloth less than her usual
consumption.—Hebrew Leader,

One effect of silver's demonetization
has been to erect a ‘barrier more ef-
fective against commercial imports into
silver-uging countries than a Chinese
wall could be. As a result of demoneti-
zatlon, the manufacture of cotton and
other goods has Increased most amaz-
ingly in India, in China and in Japan.
‘Manufacturers of India can easily un-
dersell the United States and the coun-
tries of Europe in Asia. Silver is worth
as much as ever in Asla, in domestic
use, g0 the manufacturers there can buy
as much labor as before with the same
amount of silver. But as silver is com-
mercially worth nearly one-half less
than it was before demonetization in
the United States and Europe, it re-
quires pearly twice as much silver to
pay for a given quantity of goods im-
ported into silver countries from the
United States and Europe as it did be-
fore demonetization. This is equivalent
to an import protective duty of nearly
or quite one hundred per cent, and con-
sequently the native manufacturers in
the silver standard countries are hav-
ing things their own way. This ex-
plains the prosperity of Mexico, as well
as the prosperity of the manufacturing
countries of Asia. Our manufacturers
cannot compete with the manufacturers
of Mexico in selling to Mexlcans. Sil-
ver is worth as much there as before
demonetization, and labor costs the
manufacturer no more. The American
manufacturer must agk twice or nearly
twice his former price in order to make
a reasonable profit if he would sell in
Mexico, and consequently the manu-
facturers of Mexico have a cinch on the
situation. All the benefits of a protect-
ive tariff in this country are given away
or made null by the present money poli-
¢y, which keeps the American manu-
facturers from the markets of silver-
using countries as effectually as thongh
these silver-using countries imposed a
protective duty on all manufactured im-
ports of one hundred per cent.—Syra-
cuse Herald (N. Y.)

At every turn we are confronted by
evidence of the fact that the apprecia-
tion of gold is building up the business
of silver-using countries at the expen-a'\
of those upon the gold standard.
Nothing could be clearer than thel
above article from the Syracuse Herald,

sends his silver abroad to buy goods,
he has to send two dollars instead of
one. Hence he keeps them both at
home, and as far as possible manvfac-
tures his own goods. And still the goid
champion indulges in glowing panegy-
rics upon what he calls the “best money
in the world.” It never occurs to him
that money may become too “dear” to
be “good.”

Congressman Bartine Tells a Chieago
Paper What Free Colnage Would Do

Hon. H. F. Bartine, in Chicago Even-
ing Press: I favor free silver, because
I am a bimetallist, and there can be no
genuine bimetallism without according
to both metals unlimited coinage and
full legal tender. I am in favor of the
ratio of 16 to 1 because that corre-
sponds very closely with the relative
quantities of gold and silver in the
world, whether in the form of coin or
immediately available for coinage; for
the further reasons that this was the
legal ratio at the time silver was de-
monetized, and because there is no
doubt in my mind that under present
conditions of production and consump-
tion by the other countries the United
States can coin, absorb, and use the
entire surplus stock of silver in the
world, thus fixing the market value at
our coinage rate. To change to a high-
er ratio would not only diminish the
amount of metallic money, but it would
throw our silver coinage too far out of
concordance with the coinages of other
nations using both metals, nearly all,|
of the full legal tender silver in the
world being now coined at ratios rang-
ing from 15 to 16 to 1. As defined
above, bimetallism is greatly superior
to monometallism, because the two
metals constituting a much larger
body than one alone the aggregate mass
is less liable to sudden changes of value
as the mines increase or diminish their
output.

I am in favor of free coinage because
the certain effect of demonetizing
silver was to increase the demand
for gold, thus enhancing its value
and depreciating the value of all
dens of the debtor and giving an
other property, adding to the bur-
unconscionable advantage to those
who are in a position to control the
world's supply of gold.

Because silver demonetization was
immediately followed by a tremendous
and unnatural shrinkage of property
and commodity values, the great staples
at wholesale prices having fallen more
than 40 per cent.

Because this shrinkage in values has
been a2ccompanied by & most extraor-
dinary depression of trade and indus-
try, continuing with only temporary
checks and partial revivals from 1873
to the present time.

Because under the gold standard thus
established there has been more ex-
Teme poverty, more widespread suf-
{ering, and more “tramps” than ever

Because at the same time tiere has
been a greater massing of wealth at a
few of thesorineipal money centers than
eyer before.

Because at the money ceuters them-
gelves this weilth is In the hands of an
exceedingly small number of individ-
uals, as shown by the fact that in New
York, by far the richest city in Amer-
fea, and the Gibrallar of the gold stan-
dard, only about 6 per cent of the peo-
ple own their homes, many even of «uis
small percentage being under mortgage,

Becauge the appreciation of gold un-
der present conditions has given silver-
using countries opportunities and ad-
vantages which they never had before,
enabling them to compete with us in
the European market, and forcing us
to sell our great staplés upon a silver
basis, while every debt must be paid
in appreciated gold or its equivalent.
From this 1t necessarily follows that a
rise In the value of silver would be to
our advantage as a great producing and
exporting nation — also loaded down
with debt.

Because the restoration of silver to
its proper place in our monetary 8ys-
tem will at once place us In close com-
mercial relations with silver-using
countries comprising about two-thirds
of the world's population, thus furnish-
ing a market for our manufacture and
vastly Increasing our foreign trade.

Because the use of “cheap silver,” as

up the manufactures of Mexico, China,
Japan, and other countries at a rate
that threatens destruction, not only to
our own, but to those of EBurope as well,
DBecause, finally, I believe that the
free coinage of silver will, in part, at
least, restore lost values, set the
wheels of industry in motion, give em-
ployment to vast numbers of honest
workmen, make credit more secure by
increasing the supply of actual money
upon which all credit rests, perma-
nently revive business and bring more
of real permanent prosperity to the
toilers and producers of jhe country
than any one act that could be crystal-
lized into law.

TO STOP GOLD EXPORTS.

The Chleago Evening Press Says Free
Colnags Would Do It

Chicago Evening Press: American
obligations held abroad are estimated
at 5,000 millions of dollars, most of
which is held in England. At 4 per
cent the interest on this sum is $200,-
000,000. The value of American ex-
ports to England is about $500,000,000
a year. Subtract from this the interest
account and there is left $300,000,000 to
offset the value of our imports from that
country, amounting, approximately, to

Notwithstanding these glaring dis-
crepancies in our national trade and
monetary transactions, gold advocates
continue to preach the efficacy of the
yellow metal in bringing salvation to
the country. It is apparent from the
facts given that it is only a question
of time when there will not be a gold
dollar left in the land unless the bond
presses are run on fu!l time and the
patriotism of syndicates remains stead-
fast. .

The gold outflow can be stopped by
enacting prohibitive tariffs agalnst all
countries, withdrawing ourselves into
the shell of exclusiveness, and cutting
off ali commercial relations with the
world. But a more honorable, more
gensible way would be to restore silver
to its rights and admit it to the free
coinage privileges enjoyed by gold.
The commercizl values of the two met-

to the ratio of 16 to 1. With the debt-
paying and purchasing powers of sil-
ver and gold equal, which they would
be were silver remonetized, no coun-
try on this green earth could or would
refuse silver in payment for products
or of interest on our obligations.

Profitable Banking.

Mr. G. G. Williams, president of the
Chemical Nationa] bank, of New York,
gave his views before the congressional
committee Dec. 15, 1894, on finance, and
he took his own bank to illustrate the
beauties of our glorious banking sys-
tem. Its capital is $300,000; its surplus,
$6,000,000; its undivided profits more
than $1,000,000; its deposits, $30,000,-
000; its dividends, 150 per cent per an-
num, and its stock was selling at $4,-
300 per share of $100. Until the peaple
insist upon taking possession of this
government, they should not complain
of such concentration of wealth, and
their own small income.—Sledgeham-
mer.
