There a re 
rumors and rumors as wel l as mul t i tu-
d inous surmises, conjccturcs and theo-
r ies as to the cause of the destruct ion of 
t h e warship, t he probable report of 
t h e board of inquiry and the proposed 
act ion of , the adminis t ra t ion a t Wash-
ington . No twi th s t and ing all th i s un-
cer ta in ty the re are cer tain surface in-
dicat ions which arc observed with in-
terest by all who arc watch ing the pro-
gress of affairs . Among thc&e may be 
ment ioned an interview given out by 
Secretary of t h e Navy L o n g a t the close 
of a meet ing of President McKlnley's 
cabine t , in which he expressed t h e 
opinion t h a t " i n his j udgmen t any offi-
cial part icipat ion by the Spanish gov-
e rnmen t in the b lowing up of the ves-
sel hud been el iminated." The q u e r y 
t h a t arises in the public mind is on 
w h a t facts the. secretary- bases t h a t 
opinion, for u p to this t ime the depar t -
m e n t has announced t h a t every dis-
pa tch bear ing on the disaster has been 
given to t h e public. I t is wel l 
t h a t t he Secretary in b is s tatement 
does not use the word "responsibi l i ty ," 
f o r whatever the report of the cour t 
may be there is l i t t le doub t bu t t h a t 
t h i s government will hold the Spanish 
government responsible in damages fo r 
t h e loss of t h e ba t t lesh ip and lives of 
t h e men. 

At the capitol there has been a grea t 
deal of adverse criticism of the admin-
is t ra t ion for its apparen t policy of 
peace at any price. Where there was 
a few days ago an evidence of a s t rong 
policy on th i s question and an indica-
tion tha t Spain would be deal t with in 
a firm but jus t manner , the re is now a 
complete change of senlment, and the 
adminis t ra t ion is beginning to talk of 
t h e possibility of se t t l ing the whole 
a f fa i r through the ord inary channels 
of diplomacy. Diplomacy, it is con-
tended by many public men. cannot 
deal properly with th i s subject, for 
diplomacy means delay and aggravat-
ing postponements of the final day of 
reckoning. 

However, congress may intervene. 
I t has the consti tut ional power to de-
c lare war. Once ( 'apt. Slgsbee is exon-
erated it will be difficult to res t ra in 
the representatives of t h e people. Al-
ready there a re mu t t e r ings aga ins t t h e 
acceptance of an indemni ty for t h e 
murder of ou r brave sa i lors and more 
t h a n one member of t h e House has sa id 
t ha t unless the adminis t ra t ion t akes 
sat isfactory action w i t h o u t unneces-
sary delay t h e representat ives will t a k e 
a hand in the case.

Washington: A conference of g rea t 
importance was held a t the White 
House Which was a t tended by Secre-
tary of t h e Navy Long; Acting Secre-
ta ry of Sta te Day; Jus t ice Har lan, of 
t h e U. S. supreme cour t : Senator Alli-
son, cha i rman of the Senate commit-
tee on appropriat ions and leader of the 
Senate finance committee; Chairman 
Cannon, of the House committee on ap-
propriat ions; Chairman Dingley, of the 
House committee on ways and means; 
Mr. Hopkins of the same committee; 
Senator Hale, chairman of the Sena te 
commit tee on naval affairs; Senator 
Fa i rbanks , of Ind iana , a very close and 
confidential fr iend and adviser of the 

and Senator Mason, of President . 
Il l inois. 

The conference resulted !n assur ing 
t h e President t h a t whatever expense 
might be incurred congress would 
r a t i f y h is action a n d he now knows 
officially t ha t congress will s tand by 
him in whatever w a r measures he may 
under take. He may buy ships; 
he may build for t s ; he may buy 
or construct guns, and buy or make 
ammunit ion. He may enlist soldiers 
and sailors, and he has carte blanche 
for it al l . Whatever the sum needed 
congress will appropr ia te i t a f t e r t h e 
t ime has passed when such legislation 
will give information t o the enemy. 

As a resul t of t he conference, and 
wi th in a few hour s a f t e r i t s close 
Chairman Cannon, of the appropria-
t ions committee in t roduced the follow-
ing bill in the House: " T h a t the re is 
hereby appropriated ou t of any money 
in the t reasury, not otherwise appro-
priated. f o r the nat ional defense, and 
for each and every purpose connected 
therewi th , to be expended a t t he dis-
cretion of the president, and to remain 
available unt i l J u n e 30, 1899. 850,000,-
000." The bill was referred to t h e 
committee on appropriat ions. 

Senator Mason, of Ill inois, w a s pres-
ent a t t he conference by special invi ta-
t i f n . He had previously publicly an-
nounced tha t he would call up in t h e 
Senate h is in tervent ion resolut ion, in-
troduced long before the loss of t h e 
Maine, unless he received au tho r i t a t i ve 
assurances t ha t he would t he reby an-
t ic ipate t h e action of t h e adminis t ra -
tion. He had declared t ha t if h e re-
ceived no such assurances he wou ld 
move to release the commit tee o n for-
eign re la t ions from f u r t h e r considera-
tion of the measure which would t h r o w 
the m a t t e r into t h e Senate, w h e r e i t 
would g e t immedia te considerat ion. 
Since the Senator h a s been ca l led t o 
t h e Whi te House i t Is In fe r red t h a t h e 
will be requested t o w i thho ld h i s reso-
lu t ion on t h e g r o u n d t h a t I t Is super-
fluous and in fact h e said t h a t h e w a s 
sat isf ied t h a t h is reso lu t ion w o u l d b e 
superfluous.

Reports of t h e r ecen t b a t t l e a t Hol-
gu in , province of San t i ago do Cuba, 
have been received f rom Cuban sources. 
Instead of the b a t t l e b e i n g a Spanish 
victory, a s r ep resen ted f r o m Havana , 
i t was a d i sas t rous de fea t , fol lowed by 
a r e t r ea t on t h e pa r t of t h e Spanish 
forces. Guns and a m m u n i t i o n shipped 
f rom Long I s l a n d less t h a n a month 
ago were used in t h e fight. 

The Spanish forces w e r e commanded 
by Gen. L lna rez , who, f o r some time 
has been, a t H o l g u i n m a k i n g prepara-
t ions to m a r c h t o t h e c i ty of Sant iago 
d e C u b a . His a r m y Included cavalry 
and a r t i l l e ry , t h e most va luab le in the 
Spanish a r m y , m a n y of t h e m having 
been on t h e i s land f o r t h r e e years. 
Ten miles f r o m H o l g u i n t h e road be-
comes hi l ly a n d t h e rocks afford pro-
tection equa l t o a n y modern" fortifica-
t ion. The Cubans unde r Col. Roderi-
guez took t h e i r s t a n d in t h i s na tura l 
for t i f ica t ion, n e a r t h e t o w n of San 
Francisco. O w i n g to t h e character of 
t h e count ry , less t h a n 2,000 of the 
Spanish t roops could b e b rough t into 
action when t h e Cubans opened fire. 

The road, a w i n d i n g one, was a reg-
u l a r dea th t r ap . Llnarez used his ar-
t i l lery as m u c h a s possible, but the 
Cuban force of less t h a t 1,000 men 
could n o t b e dis lodged. F o r t w o days 
t h e Spaniards w e r e held in check until 
Gen. Garcia a n d his command could 
reach t h e field w i t h the newly arrived 
Long I s l and expedi t ion . Gen Garcia's 
command did n o t reach i t s fu l l s t rength 
un t i l t h e fifth day a f t e r t h e fighting 
began. On t h i s day t h e Spanish col-
u m n s r e t r e a t e d in confusion, carrying 
t h e wounded t o Holguin and leaving 
200 dead on t h e field. 

The Cubans lost less t han 50 killed 
In t h e five d a y s ' fighting. The Spanish 
loss is no t exac t ly known, as the dead 
a n d wounded were taken f rom the field 
a t n i g h t . I t Is es t imated tha t 1,000 
were ki l led a n d wounded.

It isn't a 
difficult Job to make a door t h a t will 
shut, or to make shut ters for the win-
dows. 

Then, again, we are told what a 
plague miff's are. I rise to say that 
mites is a question of cleanliness. The 
matron at my elbow remarks t ha t her 
hen-house Is clear of the pest, i 'he 
reason, she says, is because she scalds 
it with soapsuds every wash day. Then, 
when some complain of chicken chol-
era. she avers that It Is simply lice that 

i ails the fowls. Vile, filthy hen-houses, 
! she says, breed lice, and they so weak-

en the fowls that diarrho<'a sets In and 
they die. I take It the matron knows, 
for it has been many a day since I 
heard complaints from the hennery. 

1 am astonished tha t the hen-houses 
are not kept clean. The best manure 
in the world for small frui ts comei 
from them. Scatter It over the s t raw-
berry bed. place It around the cu r r an t 
and gooseberry, the blackberry and 
raspberry bushes, and then you will 
see frui t worthy the name. It dis-
counts all the manufactured ferti l izers 
ever made. By making use of it you 
kill two birds with one stone, i. e., pre-
serve the heal th of the fowls and In-
cr tase the yield of the small frui s. 1 
am fond of a s t rawberry largo enough 
to make a respectable mou hful.

Prevalenoe of Lice. 
Some years ago The Farmers ' Re-

view sent an inquiry to many of its 
correspondents as to the gre itest cau e 
of loss among young chicks. The al-
most invariable reply was lice. Some 
of the poultry raisers put this loss as 
high as 75 per cent of total losses. It 
is difficult to make people believe that 
the question of I k e is a Villing one. If 
any person 'hriuld lose a few chickens 
from rodents or prowling an imals he 
would at once make a campaign against 
the destroyers. But the lice come i t 
silently and begin their work of de-
struction so natural ly that the owner 
of the fowls of ten pays little a t t en t .on 
to them. But old poulrymen know tha 
the first campaign must be waged 
against lice. 

In looking for t i e it is a good plan 
to examine carefully all of the chicks. 
To look at only a few of the little fel-
lows and find no lice is no proof that 
they are not plentiful . I t is a fac t that 
the parasi tes gather on the weakest 
chicks, leaving the s t rong ones free. 
The weak ones seem to fall an easier 
prey, and the first th ing the owner of 
the chicks knows a number of the lit-
tle ones are found dead, and the won-
der is what killed them. Beware of 
lice, and do nol temporize with them.

Tho Bible Is tho most forceful and 
pungent of books. While It has the 
sweetness of a mother ' s hush for hu -
man trouble. It has all t he keenness of 
a scimitar , and the crushing power of 
a Hghtnlng-bolt. I t por t rays wl^h more 
than a painter 's power, a t one s t roke 
pictur ing a heavenly th rone and a 
Judgment conflagration. The s t r ings 
of this great h a r p a re fingered by all 
the splendors of the fu ture , now sound-
ing with the crackle of consuming 
worlds, now thr i l l ing with the Joy of 
the everlast ing emancipated. I t tells 
how one forbidden tree In the garden 
blasted the ear th with sickness and 
dea th ; and how another tree, though 
leafless and bare, yet, planted on Cal-
vary , shall yield - a f r u i t which shal l 
more than ant idote the poison of the 
other . It tells how the red-ripe clust-
ers of God's wrath were brought to the 
wine-press, and Jesus trod them ou t ; 
and how, at last , all the golden chal-
ices of heaven shall glow with the 
"wine of that awful vintage. I t dazzles 
the eye with an EzeHel ' s vision of 
wheel, and wing, and fire, and whir l -
wind: and stoops down so low tha t It 
can put Its Hps to the ear of n dying 
child and say. "come un liltrher." 

And yet Paul , In my text, takes the 
responsibili ty of saying tha t It Is only 
an Indistinct mirror , nnd tha t Its mis-
sion shall be suspended. I think there 
may be one Bible In heaven, fastened 
to the throne. Jus t as now. In a mu-
seum, we have a lamp exhumed f rom 
Herculaneum or Nineveh, nnd we I^ok 
af It with great Interest and say. "How 
poor a light It must have given com-
pared with our modern l amps!" So 
I th ink tha t this Bible, which was a 
l amp to our feet In this world, may lie 
nea r the th rone of God. exciting our 
Interest to all e terni ty by the contrast 
between Its comparatively feeble light 
and the Il lumination of heaven. The 
Bible, now, is the scaffolding to the 
r i s ing temple, but when the building 
Is done, there will be no use for the 
scaffolding. 

The Idea I shall develop today Is. 
t h a t In this world our knowledge Is 
comparat ively dim and unsat isfactory, 
but nevertheless Is Introductory to 
g rander and more complete vision. This 
Is eminently t rue In regard to our 
view of God. We hear so much about 
God tha t we conclude t ha t we under-
stand him. He Is represented as hav-
ing the tenderness of a father , the 
firmness of a Judge, the ma jes ty of 
a king, and the love of a mother . We 
h e a r about him. talk about him, wri te 
about him. We lisp his name In in-
fancy, and It t rembles on the tongue 
of the dying octogenarian. We th ink 
t ha t we know very much about him. 
Take the a t t r ibu te of mercy. Do we 
unders tand It? The Bible blossoms 
all over with t ha t word—mercy. It 
speaks again and again of the tender 
mercies of God: of the sure mercies; 
of t he great mercies: of the mercy that 
endureth forever ; of the multitude, of 
h is mercies. And yet I -know tha t the 
views we have of this great Being are 
most Indefinite, one-sided and incom-
plete. When, a t death, the gates shall 
fly open, and we shall look directly 
upon him, how new and .surprising! 
We see upon canvas a picture of the 
morning. We study the cloud in the 
sky, the dew upon the grass, and the 
husbandman on the way to the field. 
Beaut i ful picture of the morning! But 
we rise at daybreak, and go up on a 
hill to see for ourselves that which 
w a s represented to us. While we look 
tho mounta ins are transfigured. The 
burnished gates of heaven swing open 
and shut , to let past a host of fiery 
splendors. The clouds are all abloom, 
and h a n g pendent f rom arbors of ala-
bas te r and amethvst . The waters make 
pa thway of Inlaid pearl for the light 
to walk upon; and there is morn ing on 
t h e sea. The crags uncover their 
scarred visage; and there Is morn ing 
among the mountains . Now you go 
home, and how tame your picture o ' 
t he morning seems In cont ras t ! Great-
er than that shall be the contrast be-
tween th is Scriptural view of God and 
t ha t which we shall have when s tand-
ing face to face. Th is is a picture of 
the morning, t ha t will be the morning 
Itself. • 

Again; my text is t rue of the Sa-
viour 's excellency. By image, , and 
sweet rhy thm of expression, and s tar t -
l ing anti thesis . Christ is set for th—his 
love, his compassion, his work, h is life, 
h is death, h is resurrection. W ^ - a r e 
challenged to measure It, to rc iupnte it, 
t o weigh I t In the t:iuIT"bf our broken 
entTifaliment, we mount up Into high 
experience of his love, and shout until 
t he countenance glows, and the blood 
bounds, and the whole na ture is exhil-
ara ted. " I have found h i m ! " And yet it 
Is through a glass, darkly . We see nol 
half of t ha t compassionate face. We 
feel not half the w a r m t h of t ha t loving 
hear t . We wai t for death to let us 
rush Into his outspread arms. Then 
we shall be face to face. Not shadow 
then, bu t substance. Not hope then, 
but t he fulf i l l ing of all prefigurement. 
T h a t will be a magnificent unfolding. 
The rush ing out In view of all hidden 
excellency, t he coming again ot a long-
absen t Jesus, to meet us—not In rags, 
and In penury, and death, but amids t 
a l ight, and pomp, and ou tburs t ing 
joy such a s none but a glorified Intell-
gence could experience. Oh! t o gaze 
fu l l upon t h e brow t h a t was lacerated, 
upon the side t h a t was pierced, upon 
the feet t ha t were nai led; to s tand 
close up In the presence of h im who 
prayed f o r us on the mounta in , and 
though t of u s by. t h e sea, and agonized 
f o r us In the garden, and died fo r us 
In b o r r i t l o crucifixion; t o feel of h im. 

to embrace him, lo lake his bund, to 
kiss his feet, to run our fingers along 
the scars of ancient suffering; to say. 
"Th i s Is my Jesus! He gave himself for 
me. I shall never leave his presence. 
I shall forever behold his glory. I 
shall eternnlly hear his voice. Lord 
Jesus, now I see thee! I behold whero 
the blood s tar ted , where the lenrs 
coursed, where the face was distorted 
I have waited for th i s hour. I shall 
never turn my back on thee. No more 
looking th rough imperfect glasses. No 
more s tudying thee in the darkness 
But, as long ns this throne stands, and 
th i s everlast ing river flows, and those 
gar lands bloom, nnd these arches of 
victory remain to greet home heaven's 
conquerors, so long I shall see thee 
Jesus of my choice: J e m s of my Eong: 
Jesus of my tr lumnh—forever and for-
ever—face t o face!" 

The Idea of the text Is Just as t rue 
when applied to God's providence. Who 
has not come to some pass in life thor-
oughly inexplicable? You say, "What 
does this mean? Wha t is God golnp 
to do with me now? He tells me t h i t 
all things work together for good. This 
does not look like It." You continue 
to study the dispensation, and af ter 
awhile guess about what God means 
"He means to tench me this . I think 
he menns to tench me tha t . Perhaps 
it is to humble my pride. Perhaps it 
Is to make me feel more dependent 
Perhaps to teach me tho uncer ta inty o ' 
life." But a f t e r all, it is only a g u e s s -
a looking through the glass, darkly 
The Bible assures us there shall be :• 
sat isfactory unfolding. "Wha t I 
do thou knowest not now; but thor 
shal l know hpreafter ." You will knov 
why God took to himself t ha t only 
child. Next door there was a house-
hold of seven chl 'drcn. Why not tnkf 
one from tha t group. Instead of you' 
only one? Why single out the dwell 
ing In which there was only one hear^ 
beat lne responsive to yours? Why di' ' 
God give you a child at all. If he mean" 
to take It away? Why fill the cup o f 

your gladness brimming. If he mean' 
to dash It down? Why allow all th'-
tendrils of your hear t to wind around 
t ha t object, and then, when every flbr-
of your own life seemed to be Inter-
locked with the child's life, with s t ron? 
hand to tear you anart , until you fall 
bleeding and crushed, your dwelllnf 
desolate, your hopes blasted, your heart 
broken? Do you suppose that God will 
explain t h a t ? Yea. He will make M 
plainer t han any mathemat ical problem 
—as plain as tha t two and two 
make four . In the1 l ight of the 
throne you will see t ha t i t was 
right—ajl r ight . 

Here Is a man who can not get on In 
tne world. He always seems to buy at 
t he wrong t ime and to sell at the worst 
disadvantage. He tries th i s enterprise, 
and fai ls ; tha t business, and Is disap-
pointed. The man next door to him 
has a lucrative trade, but he lacks cus-
tomers. A new prospect opens; his 
Income is Increased. But tha t year his 
family are sick, and the profits are ex-
pended In t ry ing to cure the al iments 
He gets a discouraged look. Becomes 
faithless as to success. Begins to ex-
pect disasters. Others wait fo r some-
thing lo t u rn up; he walls for It to tu rn 
down. Others, with only half as much 
education and character , get on twice 
as well. He sometimes guesses as to 
what it all means. He says, "Perhaps 
riches would spoil me. Pe rhaps pover-
ty is necessary to keep me humble. 
Perhaps I might , If th ings were other-
wise, be tempted into dissipat ions." 
But there is no complete solution of the 
mystery. He sees th rough a glass 
darkly, and must wait for a h igher un-
folding. Will there be an explana-
t ion? Yes; God will take t ha t man in 
the l ight of the throne and say, "Child 
Immortal , hear the explanat ion! You 
remember the fail ing of t ha t great en-
terprise—your mis for tune in 1857; your 
disaster In 1867. This is the explana-
tion." And you will answer , " I t is all 
r ight ." 

I see, every day, profound mysteries 
of providence. There is no question 
we ask o f tener than W h y ? There are 
hundreds of graves In Oak Hill and 
Greenwood and Laurel Hill t ha t need 
to be explained. Hospitals for the 
blind and lame, asylums for the idiotic 
and Insane, almshouses for the desti-
tute, and a world of pain and misfor-
tune t ha t demand more than human so-
lution. Ah! God will clear It al l up. 
In the light t ha t potirs f rom the throne 
no dark mystery can live. Th ings now 
utterly inscrutable will be illumined as 
plainly as though the answer were 
wri t ten on the Jasper wall, or sounded 
In the temple anthem. Bar t lmeus will 
thank God tha t he was bl ind; and Laz-
arus t h a t he was covered with sores: 
and Joseph tha t he was cast into the 
pi t ; and Daniel tha t he was denned 
with l ions; and Paul t ha t he was hump-
backed; and David that he was driven 
f rom Je rusa lem; and tha t sewing-
woman tha t she could get only a few 
pense fo r making a garment ; and tha t 
Invalid t ha t for twenty years he could 
not l i f t h is head f rom the pillow; and 
tha t widow tha t ahe had such hard 
work to earn bread for her children. 
You know tha t in song different voices 
carry different parts. The sweet and 
overwhelming pa r t of the hal le lujah of 
heaven will not be carr ied by those 
who rode In high places, and gave 
aumptuous en te r ta inments ; but pauper 
children will s ing It, beggars will s ing 
It, redeemed hod carr iers will s ing It, 
those who were once the off-scourging 
of ear th will s ing it. The ha l le lu jah 
will be all the grander fo r ea r th ' s weep-
ing tears , and aching heads and ex-
hausted hands , and soourged backs and 
mar tyred agonies. 

Again, the thought of the text Is Just 
when applied to the en joymen t s of the 
r lgh teoas In heaven. I t h ink we have 
but l i t t le Idea of the number of the 
r ighteous in heaven. Infidels say : 
"Your heaven will be a very small 
place compared with the world of t l ie 
lost; for , according to your teachi i t t , 
the ma jo r i t y nf men win be des t royedA 

1 deny the charge. I suppose tha t the 
mult i tude of the finally lost, a 8 com-
pared with the multitude of Che finally 
saved, will be a handful . I auppoae 
tha t the few sick people In the hospital 
today, as compared with the hundreds 
of thousands of well people In the city, 
would not be smaller than thn number 
of those who shall be cast out In suf-
fering, compared with those who shall 
have upon them the health r,t heaven. 
For we are to remember that we a re 
living In comparatively tho beginning 
of the Christian dispensation, and t ha t 
this world is to be populated and re-
deemed, and that ages of light nnd love 
are to flow on. If this be so, the mul-
ti tudes of the saved will be in vast 

major i ty . 
Take nit the congregations t ha t h a v e 

today assembled for worship. Pu t them 
together and they would make bu t a 
small audience compared with the 
thousands and tens of thousands, and 
ten thousand times ten thousand, and 
the hundred and forty and four thou-
sand that shall s tand around the 
throne. Those flashed up to heaven in 
mar tyr fires; those tossed for m a n y 
years upon the invalid couch; those 
fought In the armies of liberty, and 
rose as they fell; those tumbled f rom 
high scaffoldings, or slipped f rom the 
mast , or were washed off Into the sea. 
They came up from Corinth, f rom Lao-
dicea from the Red Sea bank and 
Gennesaret 's wave, from Egyptian 
brick yards, and Gideon's thrashing-
floor. Those, thousands of years ago, 
slept the last sleep, and these are this 
moment having their eyes closed, and 
their limbs stretched out for tho sepul-
chre. 

A general expecting an at tack f rom 
the enemy stands on a bill and looks 
through a field glass, and sees. In t h e 
great distance, multi tudes approaching, 
but has no Idea of their numbers. H e 
says. " I can not tell anything about 
them. I merely know that there a re a 
great number ." And so John, without 
out a t tempt ing to count, says : "A 
great mult i tude that no man can num-
ber." 

We are told that heaven is a place 
of happiness; but wha t do we know 
about happiness? Happiness In this 
world is only a half-fledged th ing ; a 
flowery path, with a serpent hissing 
across It; a broken pitcher, f rom which 
the water has dropped before we could 
dr ink It; a thril l of exhilarat ion, fol-
lowed by disastrous reactions. To help 
us unders tand the Joy of heaven, t he 
Bible takes us to a river. We s tand on 
the grassy bank. We see the wate rs 
flow on wi th ceaseless wave. Bu t the 
fllth of the cities are emptied into it; 
and the banks are to rn ; and unheal thy 
exhalat ions spring up from it; and we 
fall to get an idea of the River of Life 
in heaven. 

We get very Imperfect Ideas of the 
reunions of heaven. We think of some 
festal day on earth, when fa ther and 
mother were yet living, and the chil-
dren came home. A good t ime tha t ! 
But It had this drawback—all were not 
there. T h a t brother went off to sea, 
and never was heard from. T h a t sis' 
ter—did we not lay away In the f resh-
ness of her young life, never more in 
this world to look upon her? Ah! 
there was a skeleton at the feast, and 
tears mingled with our laughter on 
t h a t Chris tmas day. Not so with 
heaven's reunions. I t will be an unin-
ter rupted gladness. Many a chr is t ian 
parent will look around and find all 
his children there. "Ah!" he says, "can 
it be possible that we are all here— 
life's perils over? The Jordan passed, 
and not one want ing? Why, even the 
prodigal is here. I almost gave him 
up. How long he despised my coun-
sels! but grace hath tr iumphed. All 
here! all here! Tell the migh ty Joy 
through the city. Let the bells ring, 
and the angels mention It In their 
song. Wave It f rom the top of the 
walls. All here!" 

No more breaking of hear t str ings, 
but face to fwe. The orphans that 
were left poor, and In a merciless 
world, kicked and cuffed of many hard-
ships, shall Join the i r parents , over" 
whose graves they so long wept, and 
gaze Into their glorified countenances 
forever, face to face. We may come 
up from different pa r t s of the world, 
one f rom the land and ano ther from 
the depths of the sea; f rom lives af-
fluent and prosperous, or f rom scenes 
of ragged distress; but we shal l all 
meet In rapture and Jubilee, face to 
face.

In the pres-
ence of your departed, and of him who 
carr ies them in h is bosom, you shall 
soon stand face to face. Oh, tha t our 
las t hour may kindle up wi th this 
promised Joy! May we be able to say, 
like the Christ ian not long ago, de-
par t ing : "Though a pilgrim, walking 
th rough the valley, the mountain tops 
a re gleaming from peak to peak!" or, 
like my dear f r iend and brother , Al-
fred Cookman, who took his flight to 
the th rone of God, saying In h is last 
moment t ha t which has a l ready gone 
in to Chris t ian classics: " I am sweeping 
th rough the pearly gate, washed In the 
blood of the Lamb!"
