Exploston of Firedamp in a Mine at
Hanna, Wyo., Burles Many
Miners in Its Depths,

OVER TWO HUNDRED PROBABLY KILLED,

Annual Statement of United States
Treasury Gives Some Inter-
esting Statistics,

Main Shaft Filled with Broken Tim-
bers and Barth, and Work of Res-
cuers Stopped by Gan—Shook Heard
for Miles and Attracted People to
the Scene,

Hauna, Wyo., suly 1.—A terrible ex-
plosion of fire damp in mine No. 1 of
‘the Union Pacific Coal company at
10:30 o'clock yesterday is belleved to
have caused the death of 236 miners
*and caused the destruction of a large
amount of property. Forty-elght men
were taken out during the afternoon,
all badly injured. Two of them died
after reaching the surface.

The explosion, completely shattered
the timbers of lhe main shaft and the
other entrances and filled the work-
ing with broken timbers and huge
~mnsses of earth and coal brought
down by the shock. Those of the min-
ers who were not killed outright by
the explosion fvere buried alive, it s
believed.

Heard for Miles.

The explosion was heard for many
miles around and - attracted people
from the adjoining settlements. Huge
tirabers and railroad iron were hurled
from the mouth of the shaft a dis-
tance of 200 or 300 feet. Supt. E. 8,
Brool's and a large force of men at
nnee went tn work to remove the de-
bris from the shaft and reach the en-
tombed miners.  Their progress into
the mine was blocked by the foul
pases, and several times they were
forced to return to the surface.

Taken from the Mine.

The rescning parly was {ncreased
from time to time by the arrival of
ranchmen and others from nearby
towns, and a large number came on a
relicl train sent out from Rawlins at
two o'clock in the afternoon. About
one o'clock {n the afternoon four men
were taken out alive, and a half hour
later they were followed by 44 others.

Gas Delays Work,

Then the rescuers were driven ont
by the gas and were upable to pene-
{rate farther into the mine until an
additional opening had been made to
permit fresh air to reach the lower
levels. .

An expert who went almost to the
geventeenth level says the mine cannot
possibly be cleared for a month. It is
feared that men fn the lower levels
were torn to pieces by the explosion,
which hurled great timbers high over
the town and 1,700 feet beyond the
mouth of the slope.

Some of tha mirers that escaped
sald they saw 20 dead bodies in one
enlry. They reported that many of
the men were crazed by the explosion
and ran hither and thither in the
mine.

Consldered Dangerous.

The Hanna mines are smong the
best on the Union Pacific system,
being- established in 1878. The town
was named for 3enator Mark Hanna,
when he was interested in the Union
Pacific Coal company. Mine No. 1 {8
practically & new property. It has 26
entries, 15 miles of workings, and a
main Incline shaft of one and one-half
miles in length. The mine has been
recognized as & dangerous property
for some time on aceount of the large |
amount of gas, but the system of ven-
tilation has been 8o good that an ac-

All Hope Abandoned,

From Our Point of View

'l'lle- Growing Hatred Between Employer and
Employed.

Our topic presupposes a time when good feeling .cx.nsted
between employer and employed. 'This has been strikingly
illustrated even between master and slave. We had an uncle
who wasa Lonisiana slaveholder. After the liberation, his
black people were loath to leave him. Some remained with
the family and were cared for in old age and death; and some
of their descendants remain with the family to this day. Rv-
en mow in our rural communities, where trades unions and
combinations of capital havé not been effected, the old state of
social equality and good will between employer and employed
still exists. What was it that made love and respect possible
between master and slave? Personal acquaintance and con-
sequent mutual sympathy. So with the small employer and
his helpers in rural districts. Where have strife and hatred
been greatest? Find the angwer in last winter's coal strike.
In the-Pennsylvania coal fields, the old-time personal employ-
er has disappeared. In his place is organized capital, a soul-
less corporation, better known as a trust; whllc.labor' is rep-
i'esente?‘ by a union, oftentimes officered by tricky, ignorant
and unscrupulous leaders. Under such conditions, strife and
hatred have driven out the fraternal spirit between employer
and employed. S ]

We are reminded by the situation of a question propoun-
ded to us manyyears ago: *'If the irrisistible should come in
contact with the immovable, what would result?"’ Theanswer
was: “Annihilation.” If capital continues to combine and .to
control the output and price of all the necessities of life, and
labor continues to strike and stop production—the condition of
last winter's coal strike, the result, if not annihilation,may be
revolution. For this much seems certain: The hands of time
cannot be turned backward. The people, particularly the
American people, have enjoyed too much of freedom, ever to
submit peaceably to commercial and industrial slavery.

With the supplanting of the personal employer by the
trust, grasping greed for greater and still greater wealth and
power, has destroyed all semblance of respect for the common
people. This has lead to wholesale dishonesty, one manifesta-
tion of which is what is known as “‘watering stock.”’ For in-
stance: If a corporation has an actual capitalization of $100,-
000,000, it will issue stock for $150,000,000, without having
added a dollar of real value, Then there are a multitude ot
.ornamental officers who draw salaries by the side of which that
of President Roosevelt is a mere bagatelle, The trouble be-
tween capital and labor starts here many times. The corpor-
ation figures that it must receive interest not only on its $100,~
000,000 of actual investment, but upon the $50,000,000 of
“water” also. And this, after paying princely salaries to
idlers who ride about our streets and over the people in their
$10,000 automobiles, to Wurope in their $100,000 private yachts
to reach their $1,000,000 castles in Scotland: while all the
while, “down in a.coal mine, underneath the ground, where
ne'er a ray of sunshine ever can be found," is the foreign im-
migrant toiling at the censtant risk of life for a few shillings
per day.  Where such extremes exist, no sympathy between
capital and labor is possible.

Where is the remedy? In goyernment ownership or con-
trol of the great natural industries, we believe. Until recent-
ly, we *‘pointed with pride” to our postal system as an exam-
ple of the benefits of government control. When President
Roosevelt gets through with the post office thieves, we hope the
example will still be goed. After all, we must pin our faith
to the patriotism and good sense of the American people, and
still believe that the conscience of the nation is right; in fact,
that ‘*T'he voice of the People is the voice of God.’ 3

The flood of foreign immigration which last year reached
the high water mark at 800,000 and will be 100,000 greater
this, must begreatly restricted; for with the Italian and Russian,
hatred of capital has developed into anarchy. Then, with a
free and enlightened press, free schools, and an energetic and

MAD DOGS.

What to do With an Aaimal Supe
posad to be Rebid.

[Published by an order of Dr, 0. C,
Mc¢Dannell, Lowell Health Officer.]

1rit I8 certain that the supposed
rabid animal has not bitten per-
gon or animal, 1t may prope be
killed and burled where 1o other an-
fmal may galn access to it.

When an animal has been bitten
by a dog supposed to be rabld (com-
monly said to be “mad” or to -have
“hydrophobia’), it 18 deslrable, and
when a person has been 8o bitten it
I8 lmportant that the fact be known
whether or not the dog s rabld,
Because, if i1t I8 known to be rabid
there hay then be time for the per-
son bitten to undergo preventive in-
oculation or other treatment; while
if the dog is proved not to have had
rables such trouble may be prevent.
ed, as also the extremely painful anx-
fety which otherwise would long
continue. It 18 now possible to
learn whether or not an animal 18
rabid,

If practicable, without d r of
some person being bitten, the dog or
other animal lnm;oml to have rab-
fes should not be killed, but be very
securely confined, In such manner
that it is not possible for it to bite
any person or animal, 1f the dog s
rabid it will die within eight days.

If it does not, it is proof that it
was not rabid. If it dies, the
animal was probably rabid, and in
that event as also If the animal has
been killed, the upper portion of the
spinal cord and :&IFZ‘ent 't of
brain should be placed ln a lized
bottle with a glass stopper, the bot-
tle then filled with twenty per cent
solution of pure glycerine, and the
whole sent by ex?)lm or speclal
messenger to the Director of the
State Laboratory of Hygiene, Aun
Arbor, with uest for an
imniedinte biolo; test for rabies,
and a report of the result. Such in-
vestigations are made there at cost,

A person bitten by an animal sup-
posed to be rabld should very
promptly consult a physiclan; and
withont waiting for the physician
should employ all practicable means
for dislodgiug from the wound any
germs or virus which may have en-
tered there; washing the wound free-
ly with bolled water, and by means
of a syringe if possible.

Rabios is a “disease dangerous to
the public health” and as such
should be promptly reported to the
heailth officer, and promptly restrict-
ed by him In accordance with act 137
laws of 1883, and other laws relating
to the publie fealth. :

Sault Ste. Marie, July §.—The marine
trafiic for June through the American
and Canadian ship canals here was the
largest for that month in the history of
shose waterways.
