m e n t s of the s t a t e , those s to res w h e r e 
ten or m o r e pe r sons a r e employed be-
ing included In Ihe c lass i f icat ion. 
T h e r e were 359 such s to res inspected , 
48 more than in 100,"), They were em-
ploying 13,593 people, an i nc rease of 
1,579. Of t he employes 8,973 were 
m a l e s and 4,620 women and girls . T h e 
a v e r a g e daily wages received by all 
employes were six c e n t s l ess than in 
1905, but the i r hours of work a v e r a g e d 
21 m i n u t e s a day less. II w a s shown 
t h a t in every ins t ance t h e male em-
ployes received h igher wages t h a n 
women and gi r l s employed a t t he 
s a m e labor, tho d i f le rence be ing more 
m a r k e d than in 1905.

Every door f r o m the offi-
cers ' qua i t e r s to t he s tokehold will be open to 
him. H e will h a v e a nice l i t t le cabin all t o him-
self in which to indi te vivid and wonder fu l t a l e s 
t ha t shal l make t he Amer ican navy f ea red and 
admi red to the f a r t h e s t co rne r s of tho globe. 

Out of regard f o r " lese Roosevel te ," t ? ) prob-
ably, ofllcors of t he navy h a v e as yet made no proles ' , aga ins t th i s "non-com" 
Invasion of the sac red prec inc ts of t he q u a r t e r d e c k . Outs iders , however , a r e 
severe ly cr i t ic i s iug t he p r e s i d e n t for th is me thod of making Kipl ings out 
of s t r ip l ings , H is suggested tha t a be t te r way would be to make young Con-
nolly an admira l and re t i re h im a t once, on half-pay, so t ha t h e could devote 
his e n t i r e t ime to the glorif icat ion of our l ight ing mar ine .

Mr. Connolly is a c lean-cut young Hoy ton! an . He studied law but soon 
i b a n d o u e d IMackstone for the more lucra t ive and congenia l occupat ion of 
Writing s t i r r ing t a l e s of the sea . H i s "The Deep Sea Toll" and "Out, of Glou-
ces t e r " a r e said to be mas t e rp i ece s of l ife on the ocean wave.

William Schuyle r Jackson , t h e new Demo-
cra t ic a t to rney genera l of t he E m p i r e s tate , whose 
first move a f t e r t a k i n g office has been to s t a r t 
suit to unsea t Mas or McClellan of Xew York on 
the ground tliar Wil l iam H, H e a r s t was counted out 
and is ent i t led to the oflice, was elected on 
1 Iear;-:i's Independence league t i cke t in las t fa l l ' s 
campaign . 

Will iam S. J a ckson is a Buffa lo a t t o rney r.7 
yea r s of age who has won the reputa t ion of be ing 
a re len t l ess foe to i*ral^. 

"Bil l" J a c k s o n grew up in E r i e county. Ho h a s 
a cas t i ron nerve . He is cons t i tu t iona l ly and cheer-
fully bel l igerent . Me is absolu te ly radical . No 
middle ground fo r "Bill." Everybody l ikes him for 
al! tha t , and it is said that, even his enemies have a 
s n e a k i n g fee l ing of f r i endsh ip for the big, good-
looking chap who'd r a t h e r "sic ' e m " than cur l up oa a piece of c a r p e t behind 
t he stove. 

J a c k - o n ' s public ca ree r began inauspiciously. As a c lerk in tho 
county c lerk ' s oflice he hadn't, enough to do to work off h is surp lus ene rgy and 
so blow around town having a good t ime with t he o ther fellows. Then he wont 
in as second a s s i s t a n t d i s t r i c t a t t o rney u n d e r Coa tswor th . Coa l swor th knew 
his man. He knew Jackson lus ted for combat and he knew the man had nerve. 
So he fed light to his second a s s i s t an t and t he res t of the a t t a c h e s of t h e dis-
t r ic t a t t o rney ' s ollice had peace. 

W h e n Kugene A. (Jeorger, p res iden t of t he wrecked German bank , was 
t r ied on t he c h a r g e of la rceny in Medina, Mr. J ackson exhibited t he in tens i ty 
of fee l ing which cha ra r t c i l z ed his prosecut ion of g r a f t cases. His denuncia-
tion of ( j eo rge r was the most v i ru lent in t he a n n a l s of cr int in i l t r ia ls in west-1 
e rn New York. 

T h e n t h e r e was the g raveyard scandal Involving p rominen t of f iceholders . ' 
Everybody knew that big g r a f t was going on, yet everybody winked a t it until 
a new county aud i to r was olected. H e and J a c k s o n inves t iga ted- - -Jackson was 
a s s i s t a n t a t t o r n e y genera l t h e n — a n d the s canda l was in fail swing. Jackson 
imilcted some big men. His penchan t was for indic t ing by t he wholesale, 
leaving it, to t he indicted o n e s to prove t h e i r innocence a f t e r w a r d . This 
t roub lesome hab i t led to words between J a c k s o n and the a t to rney genera l . 
They were loud words, a s t hose could tes t i fy who lived within t he s a m e block. 
Also, J a c k s o n shook his fist unde r his supe r io r ' s nose, ami eventua l ly bad his 
way. He a lso couvieted the p r i m e g r a f t e r s in t h e steal. 

•Hil l" J a c k s o n worked his own way th rough college and law school. 

In college h e was cons ide rab le of an a t h l e t e . H e was a long d i s t ance run-
fler and a good oa r sman . Ho still keeps up his a th le t ics , and to th i s fact ha 
a t t r i b u t e s his rugged s t r e n g t h and perfect hea l th .
