The British naval architects and shipbuilders 
wnen they produced the original "Dreadnaught." 
pointed the way to a new policy. In arming the 
new style vessel they cut down the number of 
Sims of lesser importance-—particularly the weap-
ons ol intermediate size, such as the 8-inch and 
the K-lnch, and placed simost all the responsi-
hllity for offense and defense on guns of the 
largrst size. 

The mhole naval world was Immonsoly Im-
pressed with the naval novelty which John Bull 
produced and all the leading nations, including 
the United States, straightway set about follow-
ing his example by constructing such ships of 
their own. Thus it came about that the name 
" Dreadnaught." which originally applied to only 
one ship, came to ntand for the whole family of 
all big-gun" ships, no matter under what flag 

'•uch a vessel mighl be in service. The United 
States now has four battleships of the "Dread-
naught" class in service; two more will probably 
be rfady to join the big fleet within a year; 
Mnolher pair ore under construction, and yet oth-
•rs will be contracted for this winter. It Is cost-
ing a pretty penny. ii»o. to assemble such an ar-
ray of heavyweight Hxhters. for each of these 
largtfct-slte veeoels costs complete upward of |12.-
o00,000. Likewise does It make a big tug at 
Uncle Sam's purse-strings to keep these huge 
Ni-mor-clads In active service, for each of them 
requires the services ol nearly one thousand offl-
eers and men—half as many again as were re-
fjulred for the largest of the old-style battleships. 

The first American "Dreadnaughts." the bat-
tleships South Carolina and Michigan, are yet so 
H'jir that few of the people even In our large sea-
coa»t cities have had a peep at them. They are 
sister ships—that is. exact duplicates of one an-
other—and are 4.10 feet in length and 80 feot 
beam or width. Each of these battleships carries 
eight of the big 12-Inch guns arranged In pairs in 
turrets. This is Just double ihe number of the 
big barkers to be found on any of the battleships 
(hat were the accepted thing up to a few years 

ago. Neither battle-
ship hns any other 
weapons except the 
three-inch and three-
pounder guns that are 
provided to repel tor-
pedo attacks. 

It was only a few 
months ago that the 
second pair of "Dread-
nauyhts," twins, made 
their appearance in 
navy. There are the 

Delaware and North Dakota. Each vessel Is 510 
feet in It n.cih nnd 83 feet beam, and they go 
their predecessors one beiUr In the matter of 
"hhooting irons," for each lia.-i five turrets in-
stead «if four and carries a total of ten instead 
of eight uf the 12-incli guns. Moreover, the Dela-
ware and the North Dakota have each a powerful 
secondary bnttery made up of fourteen of the ef-
fective 5-inch guns. Next year will see another 
brace of "Dreadnaughts." the Utah and Florida, 
take iheir places among the ships of the line. 
They are almost identical in size with the Dela-
ware and North Dakota. After them will come 
the Arkansas and Wyoming—each 554 feet In 
length and feet beam ami carrying a full dozen 
of the 12-inch guns, but it will be several years 
ere these record breakers are ready to report for 
duty. 

Next to the importance of providing flghllng 
ships for Uncle Sam's navy is the task of prepar-
ing the ships and the men who handle them for 
the work they nr.* intended for—lighting the bat-
tles of the country, should the dread specter at 
any time deaccnd upon us. The thrilling experi-
ences on board big ships playing at war are In-
terestingly described In the following account 
written by one who witnessed the recent naval 
evolutions. 

The plain red pennant for "commence firing" 
was banging like a stain from ail yards. "l/)ad!" 
from the ordnance oflicer. The stains glide down, 
to the shrill peals of the stand by bells. Never 
stood men so braced and rigid as those spotters, 
staring through the soft rubber eyepieces of their 
binoculars, as the ordnance oflicer gravely syl-
labled the final range and deflection, as he got 
them from the substation prophet, who bad been 
advised by the performance of the ranging shots: 
"The range Is 10.50(1; deflection 47." 

It Is the last suspense. Slowly, far below, the 
moving turrets begin to nose upward their guus 
like intelligent creatures. The big fo'castle deck 
is an empty, slim, flat, cigar-shaped finger, lazily 
dealing forward slippery ruffs of whiteness. Foam 
oozes up complacent around the anchor chains, 
and your eyes rest unwillingly on a four-masted 
schooner, a passenger steamship with a red fun-
nel. astern Ihe waiting targets. Every living 
sinew scattered on our faraway decks is trans-
fixed--on the bridge screen the skipper's arms, 
bright with t.ieir four gold slrlpes, the midship-

man on watch wilh the nickeled s-tad'rneter al Ms 
eyes, the white bluejackets lu boai-. on the 
structure, some with cameras polseii ail leveled 
to the same trenchant owe. Vag.ie murmur, not 
quite a thouting, rise; the ruml.!.- of a boated 
loading hoist, the boartie hiss of a!r biuaig c ear 
ing the bores. The nerve-racking 1*0:11,4 cf a 
primer discharged In some breech, with tie- bra 
vado of utter preparedness. Choking smoke 
clouds vomit up over us from the crater of the 
forward smoke pipe, with the heat uf a Turkish 
bath. 

"Fire!"--an.I all around on the rails of our 
cage snarl out the buzzers. 

All the .Bea to starboard goes ribbed and sell 
t< ring as if under the first blow of a tornado. 

"Knots ten right." (Deflection.) "Down 000." 
fRange,) "Knots six left." "Down 300." "Salvo!" 
Von miss, or cannot remember after, the exact 
shouts of the spotters, the key to the actual 
marksmanship, cried out as the geyser-gardens 
rise, and, transformed, as they echo lu the sub-
station, Into the craft that guides the great spurts 
to bloom out where we all hunger for them to 
be—bunched together and hiding the target with 
their apray. 

"The Oeorgia'a ahootlng at our acreen." 
That last one winged her." You catch auch fever-
ish comments between times, alowly grasping, 
too, that the yards and angles of range and de-
flection keep dwindling In size, aa shouted. "Hit!" 
comes, now and then. In the climax like a ham-
mer blow; and as the four-minute eternity ends 
on the long alarm bell for cease firing, you bear, 
like a man coming out of a trance, the ordnance 
officer calmly observing that the deflection wasn't 
a knot out all the time, but d 0 that forward 
turret for hanging flre so that those poison fumes 
hid the splashes. You are coughing, la a first 
remembrance of their strange, acrid, burning 
strangulation. 

The run Is over, the spectacle and the human 
burden of it delivered, as the order Is passed 
to call up all divisional officers to report any 
misfires 

Swinging out now to the targeta, hungrily 
searching them for ihell noles, the throng of 
officers on the quarterdeck vent their relaxed ten-
sion—"Our dispersal was good, but the range-
finder re-ad 500 yards over. That's always the 
fault. And half the time It figures under," Or 
you hear, "A difference of 30 per cent. In range 
makes a difference of 300 per cent. In the diffi-
culty of spotting." One learns that the forward 
twelves hung fire because water splashed the 
sights.

COMFORT FOR 
FARM STOCK 

S h o u l d Be F e d ml R e g u l a r Times 
n n d Never R o u g h l y Hand l ed 

b y Being Chased b y D o s 
o r Le f t In Cold. 

{By A. D. WILSON. University Farm. 8L 
Paul. Minn.) 

One of our good dairy farmera, liv-
ing In Carlton county, who la alao a 
Farmera* Institute lecturer, Mr. P. B. 
Mcl^eran, In talking on "Care of 
Dairy Cattle." alwaya emphaalaea the 
Importance of making the atock com-
fortable. He says that If they are 
made uncomfortable by being fed at 
irregular times, so that they spend a 
great deal of their time expecting to 
be fed, the discomfort shows In lower 
production. If they are made un-
comfortable by having a poor bed, by 
being roughly handled, by having a 
dog aet on them, or by being left out 
In the cold or allowed to go thirsty, 
these conditions result in decreaaed 
production. He emphasizes the fact 
that one of the great advantages of 
weighing the milk every day, from 
each cow. is that It glyes one n quiek 
check on any condition that brings 
about discomfo^ to his animals. If 
any cow shows a dropping off of her 
milk flow, as o rule a little observa-
tion wi show that she bos been mode 
uncomfcrlable In some of the wars 
mentioned above; and, knowing these 
facts, the fanner is able to check 
these unfavorable conditions quickly. 

One of the points that Mr. Mcl.eran 
especially emphasizes is the Import-
ance of not allowing the cows to s f v 
out in the winter when they are un-
comfortable. He states that a good 
way to determine this Is to take off 
your coat and "n out In the yard with 
tbe cows, stond around and act Just 
os the cows do. When you begin to 
feel uncomfortable and feel like anina 
into the house, put the cowa In the 
barn.

Helping the Hay Crop. 
Wheat corn and other cropa are no 

more Improved by rotation than bay. 
The Minnesota experiment station 
shows that a plot continuously cut for 
hay the past ID yeara bos given an 
average yield of 1.73 tons per acre, 
while on a plot under a three years' 
rotation of wheat, clover and corn bay 
has yielded tbe past ten years an av-
erage of 2.9 tons per acre.

The reg-
istration phase of the case is deemed 
Important, inasmuch as it reflects the 
standing of about 200 veterinarians in 
this state, all of whom hold certifi-
cates of registration similar to Muir's. 
The prosecution contends that the 
certificates which were issued by the 
state board secretary without action 
by the board are not valid and by a 
resolution passed by the board about 
a year ago they were declared va-
cated and invalid. There had been 
about 200 Issued by the secretary and 
all of them are in fhe form used in 
cases where the board had acted di-
rectly. 

Urges Convict Work on Roads. 
State Highway Commissioner Ely, 

in a report made to Governor War-
ner, for the state industrial commis-
sion, urges the use of the convicts at 
the Marquette prison iu quarrying 
trap rock for use in the construction 
of good roads throughout Ihe state. 
He appended to his report a blue 
print, showing the location of an ex-
tensive quarry of trap rock near tbe 
prison, and a letter from tbe owners 
stating the atate may have the rock 
for 5 cents a ton.

Lansing.—The dairy and food de-

partment haa given out aomt itatii-
tloa that will appear ta the forthcom-
ing report. 

During the year ending July 1,1910, 
the department Inapectora inapected 
and reported on 658 creamerltt, 144 
cheete factories, 376 farm dalrlea and 
made 431 city milk aupply inapectloni. 
Thli does not include the work done 
by tpecial Inapectora during the 
monthi of July and Auguat. There 
were 1,946 iamplea of food producta 
examined In the department labora-
tory, 1,286 ot which were found to Se 
pure and 661 adulterated. There were 
146 proaecutions commenced by the 
department during the year, reaultlng 
In 136 convlctiona and four acquittals. 
Under department ausplcet 61 dairy 
meetings were held and In their In-
spection work the Inspectora visited 
8,435 dealers in food producta within 
the state. 

In addition to the above, the service 
of one chemist was given almost en-
tirely to the analysis of concentrated 
commercial feeding stuffs, including 
samples sent to the laboratory by man-
ufacturers anil samples taken on the 
open market. The department con-
ducted a monthly educational scoring 
contest to which samples of butter 
and chcese were sent by the various 
manufacturers in tho state. These 
samples were also analyzed in the lab-
oratory and advice and Instructions 
given to tho manufacturer when found 

During tho months of July and Au-
necessary. 
gust, when infant mortality is great-
est, special attention and thorough in-
spection is given to the city milk sup-
ply. This work necessitated the em-
ploymmt of extra inspectors during 
those months. 

it should not be inferred from an 
examination of tho figures presented 
that they represent tlie actual condi-
tion of tho food supply of Michigan 
with reference to adulteration. The 
experience of the department's inspec-
tors enables them to readily deter-
mine us to the purity of many of the 
different food products suspected by 
them. Only samples supposed to be 
adulterated or in which some new 
form of adulteration is liable to ap-
pear are sent to the laboratory for 
chemical analysis. 

In addition to the publication of an 
annual report, the department pub-
lishes a bulletin of which more than 
100,000 copies are distributed during 
the year to the trade, to factories and 
to others interested. 

Lose Money Under New Schedule. 
Because he is certain that the lum-

beting about Alpena along the line of 
the Detroit & Mackinac railroad will 
in five years be a thing of the past. 
Attorney Fred A. Baker of Detroit ex-
rreseed his views before the state 
railway commission In a manner that 
made that body sit up and take no-
t'ce 

Baker said that were he to fix the 
tat OF of that road, he would increase 
the rates even as high as 20 per cent., 
for in his opinion the D. & M. rail* 
-c ad was entitled to higher rates than 
other roads in the state, for with the 
past ing of the lumber industry along 
the road the passenger traffic would 
not place the road on a paying basis. 

The hearing was for tbe purpose of 
obtaining further testimony to present 
to the Wayne county court in chan-
cery, where the D. & M. officials are 
trying to have the recent rates or-
dered by the state railroad commis-
sion annulled. The road claims that 
If the new schedule on lumber and 
logs is put Into force, the road will 
lose considerable in a financial way, 
which it is not in a position to do. 

Wenley Discusses Kant in Lecture. 
Dr. Robert M. Wenley, of the Uni-

versity of Michigan, delivered tho 
first of a series of eight lectures on 
the philosophy of the nineteenth cen-
tury at Detroit. The subject of Doctor 
Wenley's first lecture was "Kant as a 
Mediator Between Two Kpoehs," but 
the speaker announced that the sub-
jects of the various lectures as an-
nounced would have but little signifi-
canre, as the lectures would be con-
tinuous and tlie subjec ts are intended 
only as slight guides to the mat te r to 
be considered in the various talks. 

Doctor Wenley spent the greater 
part of his time preparing his hear-
ers for tbe discussions to follow, by 
reviewing the great events, from an 
intellectual viewpoint, preceding the 
birth of Kant early In tbe eighteenth 
century. 

Tax Assessmenta Rai ted 76 Par C e n t 
Secretary George Lord, of the state

Former Secretary of tbe Interior 
James R. Garfield, of Ohio, will be 
called upon to defend himself against 
more serious charges than have ever 
been made against Secretary of the 
Interior Balllnger. In on investiga-
tion which will be conducted this win-
ter either by the Balllnger-Pinchot 
committee, or by another special com-
mittee of congress, it will be charged 
that Mr. Garfield did not merely at-
tempt to. but actually did shield fhe 
Union Pacific Railway company while 
it defrauded the United States out of 
a great l.elt of coal land In Wyoming. 

During Mr. Garfield's administration 
of tho affairs of the interior depart-
ment, it will be chnrgcd, while minor 
offenders. Individuals, who undertook 
fraudulfiilly to acquire a quarter sec-
tion of land contrary to law, were 
prosecuted, convicted, and sent to jail, 
tho Union Pacific, which actually de-
frauded the government out of tho 
best coal land in Wyoming and the 
west was permitted lo go scot free 
upon the payment of a royalty of 
tight cenjs a ton. 

Over twice as much land is in-
volved in this Union Pacific fraud as 
in the Cunningham claims. While 
tho Union Pacific coal is located 
within easy reach of the market, It 
is extremely doubtful whether the 
coal on the land covered by the Cun-
ningham claims, which brought about 
the Balllnger-Pinchot controversy, will 
ever bo available. 

The real history of these Union 
Pacific coal land frauds has been 
buried in tlie archives of the interior 
department, and has only now come 
to light. It appears from the records 
why the facts have long been sup-
pressed, for these records show that 
Vr. Garfield, before being appointed 
secretary of the interior to relieve E. 
A. Hitchcock, of Missouri, was ap-
prised of tbe embarrassment In which 
the railroad corporation found itself, 
and actually went into office pledged 
to protect the Union Pacific against 
both criminal and civil prosecution In 
tbe federal courts. 

Qrihimt-White Wint Trophy. 
America lost the Gordon Bennett 

international aviation speed cup at 
Belmont park, New York, to England 
when Claude Grahame-Wblte. of the 
English team of flyers, circled the In-
ternational course of five kilometers 
twenty times, a total distance of 62.1 
miles.

Then there muat be obtained un 
leavened bread, bitter herbs, wine, tnd 
a patcbtl lamb, which muat be alala 
ta tb t temple betweea thr te tad five 
o'clock, aad cooked la a private home. 
Jeeue aad hla dlteiplet probtbly left 
Bethany late Thurtday afternoon, 
walked two or Ihr t t mlltt, tnd retch 
ed the upper room toon after tuaset. 

Tht t t r l f t probably btgan when the 
diaciplet were atttmbllag ta tbe up-
per room, and were about to take their 
pltoet t t tb t tablt. Evea la thla 
moat iolema hour, more tolemn tbta 
they realised, there t rote a con ten 
tlon among the dlteiplet t t to who 
•bould be the gretteit, probably with 
reference to the placee of honor and 
nearnett to Jetut , with t n outlook to-
ward tbe blgbeat places ta the new 
kingdom which wat toon to begin. 
Also because no one waa willing to 
take upon blmaelf the servile duty of 
washing the travel-stained feet of the 
company. 

There waa doubtlesi a mingling of 
good and evil motlvea In the disci-
ples. 

At length all were reclining at the 
tablet and the Pauover eupper was 
begun.
