Great Liner Was On Its Way From
London to Japan With 120 Pas-
sengers and Crew of 160
Aboard.

Tokio—Great excitement prevailed
here Tuesday following the receipt of
news that the new Japunese
Yasaka Maru, bound from Lendon for

Japan, had been suuk in the Mediter-|

ranean,

The Yasaka Maru is said to have
carried 256,000,000 yen (about $12,500,-

000) in Japanese gold. The insurance

on the vessel amounts to 5,600,000 yen,

Tha Nippon Yusen Kalgsha, owners
of the Yasuka Maru, are discussing
the feagibility of abandoning the
Suez canal route for future sailings
of their vessels in favor of a route
around the Cape of Good Hope.

Advices received by the Nipron Yu-
sen Kaisha state that  the  Yasake
Maru was torpedoed without wuarning
and that she gank in 49 minutes, This
occurred in the afternoon of Tuesday,
and it was midnight when (he passen-
gers and crew wera pescued by the
I'rench gunhoat,

The new Jepancse liner  Yasaka
Mare, which was sunk in the easteran
Mediterranean Tuesday by a submar
ine, while the steamer was on her
way from London to Japan with 120
passengers and a crew of 160 aboard,
wus sent to the bottom without warn-
ing, according to a report received
from Port Sald from the agents of
the owners.

SEVEN DEATHS IN
NEW YGRK STORM

THUNDER AND LIGHTNING MIX
WITH SNOW AND RAIN
A'-D GALE.

CONTINUES THROUEH DAY

Great Property Damage Iz Suffered In
And About Metropolis by Reason
of Ninety-Mile Gale of
Wind.

———

New York—Ono of the welrdest
storms the east has scen in many
years—rain, hoil and snow accompan-
fed by thunder aund ilightning and a
gale that reached a maximum veloctiy
of 90 miles an hovr—descended from
tho nohthiwest early Sunday us the|
aftermath of 4 Christmas fog.

It Indircctly caused seven deaths
in this city carried down telegraph
wires, damaged shipping, crippled rail-
road traffic and other considerable
property damage,

The phenomenon of thunder and
lightning In the midst of a driving
cnow awakened New Yorkers at the
height of the storm about 7 o'clock
Sunday morning. A gale from the
south accompanied by rain had been
blowing during the night, but the ten-
perature dropped during the early
merning hours, changing the rain to
hail and then to snow. The local
weather bureau reported a total pre-
cipitation of 5.2 inches, of which 2.
was Znow.

The wind shifted to the northwest
and increased in violence, reaching its
90-mile intensity at 9 o'clock and soon
after carrying off the sterm clouds.

Tho gale continved, however,
throughout the day, blewing in  hun-
dreds of plate glass windows, hurling
slgns and copings to the streets, and
demolishing several partly built struc-
tures.

Tha storm had its center in Massa-
chusetts, the weather bureau reported,
and the telegraph companies eaid
their service in - New England had
been badly erippled, although commu-
nication had not been entirely lost
with the principal citics. Several of
the land lines of the cable companics
between New York and Nova Scotia
were put out of business.

The specializts, therefore, recom-
mend the particular observance of the
following methods of handling dressed
poultry, which are essentinl to a per-
fect product at any time and are of
vital importance whenever weather
conditions are unfavorable:

Methods of Handling Dressed Poultry.

1. Keep the holding batteries for
your incoming stock clean, well aired,
and free from vermin, and sce that the
chickens have plenty of fresh water
and plenty to eat,

2. Don't kill a chicken when the

Wash-
ing soon followed the cultivation of
such rough tracts, and today many
of them are badly scarred by deep
gullies and much of the surface soil
has been carried away.

Every farm should have a small
wood lot. Forestry on the farm is to-
day an important feature of agricul
ture and ought to recelve considerate
attention from farmers. A wood lot
is very convenient to have, not only
as a source of fuel in times of scarco
and high priced coal as at present,
but to furaish fence posts and timber
for various uses and to add beauty
to the landscape and premises, afford
shade, shelter and comfort to a large

THE FRENCH FOREIGN LEGION

E MAUPASSANT, describing an officer, said that just to look at him made one feel martial.
He did not say warlike or bellicose; the idea he wished to convey was much more subtle.
In the presence of this officer one assumed the military attitude of mind and body.

This is a phenomenon that escapes the attention of most people—women, however, ob-
serve it. Practically every nonmilitary man at the sight of a well set up, fully accoutred
soldier instinctively assumes something of a military bearing. And when the drums roll
and a marching column of soldiers flashes into view the clvilian involuntarily throws back
his shoulders and steps out with a tens:, measured tread.

And as with civilian® -2 with soldicrs, The ordinary regiment becomes more mtlitary in the pres-
ence of the crack regim¢ The crack regiment itself gains something more when in proximity to a
detachment of troops of 2roic, almost legendary, fame, such as the Foreign Legion.

The Legionaries han .te campaigns of their owr; and probably no body of troops has ever done such
constant and arduous ca npaigning. But France over and over again has used them also as leaven
among other troops. Th y stiffen the mass, and men emulate their actions.

The Legion was sent out to the Crimea and got no special credit for covering itself with glory, as
that had been expected of it, but did reflect great credit on the judgment of those who had sent it out
to help to inspire a whole army. :

The queen of Spain 80 years ago was in a hard fix with a civil war on her hands. The Carlists,
whom she was fighting, were just as good soldiers as her own, if not a shade better. Then the Queen's
generals had an ingpiration of genius. If they coull only get the French Foreign Legion into their
army they felt the shade of advantage would move over to their side. So the queen bought the Foreign
Leglon from the then king of France, and for four years the Legion belonged to Spain.

In the present war, part of the French Legion has been sent to the trenches of France and Flanders
and Alsace and to the Dardanelles. Part of it remains in Africa, its normal habitct, doing some mighty
vigorous campaigning in the Moroccan part of France's wonderful new African empire.

The Americans and other foreigners who are enrolled as volunteers in the French army are put in
contact with the Legionaries, and this, while giving them scope for their fighting qualities and assuring
them an opportunity for genuine campaigning, i8 the highest measure of protection for them. It guaran-
tees them against foolish rashness, as well as against being led into traps or losing their head in critical
moments,

Fighting is routine work with the Leglonary, just as sailing a yacht i{s to the expert mariner.’ The
winds may be different on each trip and the craft is never handled twice in the same way, but the ex-
pert knowledge of the technique of his trade makes the Legionary and the skipper each acquit himselt
of his task in finished fashion.

Officially the Foreign Legion is composed of eight thousand men. In reality it 18 understood it has
nearly double that number, and the Legion becomes readily a whole army corps, with the addition ot
gome of France's colonial troops.

France for hundreds of years had regiments of German, English, Irish, Scotch, Swiss, Italians and
other foreigners enrolled in her armies, but the present Foreign Legion may be considered as dating
from 1831, One brief rule in its constitution says that the onlisting colonel may accept a man even
though he does not present a birth certificate or identification papers. Wherefore the names of the
English and American Legionaries have been Smith, Brown #1d Jones; of Germans Muller, Schwartz
and Weiss; of the Itallans, Rossi and Grossi; of the French, Petolt, Legrand anu Leclarc, and so on.

In the latter case he {8 discreetiy questioned on the point, and
it is suggested, for his own benefit, that he conflientially inform his colonel when he arrives at the
training quarters in Africa. One who has been an officer in a European army s usually taken into the
corporals’ class and may be advanced within a couple of years to be a sergeant of the Legion,

WHAT POULTRY HOUSE NEEDS

Plenty of Fresh Air, Sunlight and Dry-
ness Are Imperative Requirements
—Have South Front.

The imperative requirements of
any house are plenty of fresh air, sun-
light and dryness. Fresh air does not
necessarily mean cold air and in no
wise means draft. There is no more
certain forerunner of disease and low
vitality in a flock of hens than damp-
ness and draftiness. It has been
agreed among poultrymen that the
three sides not exposed to the direct
rays of the sun should be perfectly
tight and free from openings. If nec-
essary to cut doors in one of these
sldes it should be the east wall, pro-
vided, of course, that the house faces
the south, as it should.

The roof of a poultry house should
be as low as convenient for work, and
the various types of ventilators are so
much time and money wasted when
applied to a poultry house. With the
advent of the canvas-front house, the
forerunner of the open front, ventilat-
ors became obsolete and, like the vari-
ous cupolas and boxed air-shafts, they
have disappeared. While the canvas-
front house has also been passed upon
as of little practical value, the most
successful house of recent years, in
fact of any years, is % compromise
between this zanvas-front and the all-
open or no-front house. This latter
house, while suitable for some climates
and conditions, meets with more or
less oppos‘.lon, and probably the cheap
curtain for severe weather has solved
the problem so far as it can be solved
to the purpose of all conditions,

FLOODS OF MUD IN ALASKA

Much Damage Done in Indian Village,
According to Letter Recelved
From City of Juneau.

A river of mud 100 feet wide and
nearly ten feet high ran into the In-
dign vfllage of Klukwan the other day.
carried off ten ricks of wood which the
natives had gathered, broke into the
schoolhouse, covered the floor with a
two-foot layer of mud and stones, de-
stroyed gardens and did much other
damage, says a Juneau (Alaska) let-
ter. There I8 an Indfan tradition that
many years ago a similar stream
came down out of the mountains and
destroyed an entire village.

The village of Klukwan is 23 miles
inland from Haines, on the Chilkat
river. Two and one-half miles back
from the village in the tops of the
mountains {8 a great bowl, or hanging
valley, which some monster glacier of
prehistoric times left as a monument
This bowl is drained by a small stream.
which often becomes choked with
rocks.

BUILT TO WITHSTAND SHOCK

Architecture of Old Peruvian City
Adapted to the Needs of the
Locality.

The most characteristic phase of
Peruvian architecture is found to be
in the old city of Arequipa, which
more than any other west coast city
should be regarded as a home of cul
ture in general, and therefore special-
ly a center from which control and
direction of the fine arts has pro-
ceeded.

The Peruvian “Tarrytown,” we may
call it, since the name Arequipa sig-
nifies in the Indian tongue “Yes; rest
here.” But orderly processes of ar-
chitectural development were rendered
impossible in Arequipa, even more in-
feasible there than in other populous
cities, mountain-buiit or on the Andean
littoral.

Repeated and very violent earth-
quake shocks forbade such edifices as
would have been stable enough in
other lands to “rest here,” or in se-
curity anywhere near the geosynclinal
that follows the Andean coast line.

The cathedral at Arequipa, formerly
more imposing than it is at present,
is built of volcanic stone “in a style
adopted,” as a famous traveler writes,
“after the earthquake of 1821, which
laid most of the city in ruins, as a
security against similar catastrophes.”

Better than any other large building
it represents the earthquake phase.
it is an expedient complying with,
while bravely protesting against, im-
perative demands of the plutonic
forces; not towered and domed, like
the cathedral and the Compania at
Cuzco, but capped with spires in the
fashion of the church of San Pedro in
Lima.
