A steadily lacreaslng number of 
shlppera are looking toward tbe mo-
tort rude for tbe solution of their trans-
portation problems. Farmers are in-
cluded In thla category, and It may 
therelore be weU.to point out. a s the 
result of actunl experience of others, 
the things they should consider In con-
nection with the use of motortrucks 
to haul tlieir produce to market. 

In very few instancea, say experts 
ef the bureau of markets. United 
States Depurtment of Agriculture, la 
It advisable for n farmer to purchase 
snd o|H>rate n motortruck solely for 
his own needs, a s the inltiul Invest-
ment. cost of upkeep, and the limited 
time the truck ia likely to be In use 
make the venture expensive nnd dis-
profiortinnate lo tbe convenience se-
cured. 

Where trucks a re operated by pri-
vate individuals fo r prollt the owner 
of the truck usunUy operates between 
certain points on u fixed schedule. The 
furtner nssumes no risk. He simply 
pays whatever the rate for cartage 
may lie, and mny lind the use of this 
means of transportation an advantage 
over the railroad or over hauling his 
produce to market himself by team. 
At the same lime It has often occurred 
that when tlie farmer had learned to 
de|»end upon this service, the rates 
would be raised to a point that tlie 
farmer could 111 afford lo pay. or that 
another motortruck operator would en-
ter tbe field with tbe result that both 
operators were compelled to go out of 
business, leaving tbe farmer without 
any truck sen-Ice nt all. 

One Suooeeeful Venture, 

It may lie well to consider the basis 
upon which a farmer may secure mo-
tortruck transporlntlon at a nominal 
cost and create a service upon which 
be can place full reliance. 

There are several co-operative mo-
tortruck assochillons In existence, of 
which, perhaps, the Fanners' C'o-ojH'nt-
tlve coiupatiy of Hartford county, 
Blaryland, has had the largest measure 
of success. Tlie territory served hy 
the association is n very productive 
agricnltuniJ n>glon. Many of tlie farm-
ers ship milk to Raltimore. some raise 
truck ct^ips and others pnictice gen-
eral fanning. 

The association rates on many cotn-
modltles are dwidedly lower than 
those of tlie railniad. Tlie piemhers 
say that the sgvlug of time In market-
big their produce Is a big ndvantatze. 
also. For example, when the fanners 
hauled their pnaimre to market hy 
wagon tbey had to s t a n out at mid-
night and did not n ' tum home until 
aim* o'clock tbe next morning. Now, 
nt least eight hours of thut time is 
saved lor oilier work. 

Rut while tlie Hartford County com-
pany has had considernhle success. It 
enndltlons md been possilde had Ibe 
omdltion not bwn favorable for tlie 
0|H>rntlon of a co-«iperatlve inotorlruck 
route. This fa i t should not be lost 

sight o f ; nnd for the benefit of those 
contemplating tbe establishment of co-
operative motortruck associations the 
following points should receive care-
ful consideration:
