The nation will continue to sufTer from real 

illiteracy aa long as there ia any qualified voter, man or woman, who can-

not trace the respdnsibiliiv for evil government to his own door ; as long 

aa the geography of polities is not as well understood as the geography of 

itatea. I am sorry to say that we have many illiterates in th i s sense of 

the word among ua. c 

The removal of the stain of illiteracy is a task fo r the men and 

women of the nation, and for the performance of this task we have one 

indiapensable tool, the ballot. We cannot secure education for all our 

paople unless we bring out the strength of all the voters to enforce their 

demands. The first thing to do, I believe, is to foster a new ideal of 

eitizenship.

The "kaveh kanes" of Mecca were 
the first coffee houses. Kalr Hey, tbe 
governor, discovered that those who 
ne t In the cofTee bouses discussed poli-
tics and religion, sometimes critically. 
So he ordered the kaveh kanes closed. 
The sultan at Cairo disapproved of tbe 
governor's indiscreet zeal and bad him 
executed. 

But In ronstantlnople, where plots 
against tbe oppressive government 
were hatched over tbe cofTee, the pub-
lic houses were closed and reopening 
meant that the proprietor was sewed 
in a sack and thrown into the Hos-
porus.—Detroit News.

Samuel waa directed to go to 
Bethlehem and from among tbe sons 
of Jeaae choose a aucceaaor. God In-
structed him to avoid publicity by the 
concealment of bla real purpose. Sam* 
ufl waa not under obligation to tel'. aU 
that he knew, eBpeclally since the 
parties bad no moral right to know. 

2. Samuel Anointed David (v. 18). 
Though the Lord haa refuaed to chooaa 
one of the eldeat aona of Jeaae. whea 
this stripling of e boy came before 
Samuel; the Lord Indicated Hla choice. 
Thla anc.ntlns typified tbe eaduemeat 
of tbe Holy Spirit which la esaeatlal 
for any and all service fo r God. 

II. Davld'a Training. 
1. In the Open Fields (1 Sam. 18:11-

18; 17:84-87). Aa a young man. bla 
business was to keep biB fa thera 
sheep. The prevailing tendency of 
such an occupation would be to take 
thingo easily, but David did not fall 
into a life of Indolence. He became 
such a skilled musldon that he waa 
called to play his harp before the king. 
He was also an expert marksman, so 
that he could throw a stone wltb such 
precision as to need only one throw 
to down the Philistine g iant Then, 
too, he was physically fitted, for he 
had been "educated In the school of 
the lion and Ihe bear." 

2. In the King's Court (I Sam. 18:2. 
21:0). Here was formed that tie of 
friendship with Jonathan which not 
only was a bright spot in David's life, 
but Uvea In history as a unique af-
folr. _ 

8. In the Camp of the Outlaw (I 
Sam. 21:10; 31:13). The king had 
given * commandment to kill David. 
When the truth of this was reallxed 
David lied to tbe king of Oath, where 
he feigned madness. Though David 
did some foolish and unbecoming 
things during this time, he is to be 
commended for his self-mastery In 
that he would not touch the Lord's 
anointed. 

III. David Made King of Judah (II 
8am. 2:1-4). 

Trusting God. David went to Hebron, 
where the men of Judah anointed him 
king over them. Thus, a part of the 
nation recognized him ns king and 
ratified tiie work which Samuel did 
years before. 

1. Tbe Dual Kingdom (II Sam. 2:8; 
4:12). Most of the tribes of Israel 
held to Ishbosheth. Saul'a son. whom 
Abner had proclaimed king of Ha-
banium. Feuds continued between the 
rival factions. David's power In-
creased, while that of Ishboshetb 
waned. This period of civil war last-
ed seven and a half yeara. 

2. David Crowned King of United 
Israel (II Sam. ft:l-r»). Aimer's death 
and IsblMisbeth's assassination put an 
end to David's opposition. Besides, 
David's behavior during this time 
graduallv won for him the confidence 
of the tribes, so that they all came to 
him at Hebron and anointed *ilm as 
tbelr king.

Washington.—-Some of tbe leaden 

of both parties today are showing 
tlgnt of fear tbat Immigration iegitia-
tion aa framed may Injure tbelr chance 
of tuccess in the presidential election. 
The nature of the propoaed restrictive 
bill Is making some of tbe membert 
tremble. 

Democratic membert of house and 
senate who happen to represent dis-
tricts outside the.1 great cities seeming-
ly are ns strongly In favor of restric-
tive legislation as are the Kepubllcuns 
from districts usuully called rural but 
the majority party In congress must 
bear the brunt of possible antagonism 
from certain voters next year, ne-
on use even If the legislation goes 
throngh by a non-partisan vote, tbe 
dominant party naturally will be beld 
responsible. 

Rumors have been floating about 
recently to the effect that the Re-
publicans will Insist on changes In tbe 
Johnson bill which will rob It of tome 
of Its restrictive featurea and which 
presumably might aave to the party 
the votes of some Americans whose 
hearts In the half part nt least are 
over the water. Belief Is fairly 
strong here, however, that party pol-
itics will have little or nothing to do 
with the voting In congress when tlje 
bill reaches the stage of action. There 
have been developments In American 
life In the past few years which make 
It appear the question of Immigration 
no longer Is a party one. 

Johnson Bill Is Cemmendtd. 
The house committee on Immigra-

tion has reported the Johnson bill 
favorably by a majority all-sufficient 
to give It standing. In reporting the 
hill the majority members of the com-
mittee have said that It meets every 
requirement' which Investigation has 
developed and that Its terms meet 
everything which the experience of 
the immlgratron bureau have shown to 
lie proper. 

The basic law of 1017 Is maintained 
in llepresentatlve Johnsoirs niensure, 
hut It must he rememhered that this 
taw hat nt) percentage quota provision 
within It. If the provision Khoiitd l»e 
dropiNd out of the new luw the 
chances are that the United Stales 
literally would he over-run with lininl-
grants within the next year or so. This 
Is provided against, however. In the 
Johnson measure hy the retention of 
the numerical limitation given tn the 
act of May 10, 1021. hut the basis of 
the quota of that law It changed from 
the census of 1010 to the census of 
1800. 

It readily can he seen how this will 
act on the quotas of the different 
eountries of the old world. The num-
her of the southern Kuropedns which 
can enter the country If the JohnMin 
measure shall become a law will he 
materially reduced, while the number 
from tin* northern countries who will 
he admitted will he considerably ln-
cn-ased. This Is probably what the 
advocates of (he new immigration luw 
are driving at. 

Nsw York State Interested. 
In New York state there Is an 

actual drive on to bring pressure to 
bear to defeat the Johnson hill New 
York cities have hundreds of thou-
sands of voters who, It Is believed, will 
be Influetred In the next election more 
by whnt bapiiens to the Imnilgrution 
bill than by what hapttens to tbe tax 
reduction bill. 

Nevertheless, this Insistence on the 
part of tliousands of the voters In the 
big cities that the immigration luw 
shall l>e framed to let more voters in, 
la making other communities more In-
sistent that tiie foreigners should be 
kept out. If congress should vote a t 
i t t membert feel on thit tubje<i. tbe 
Johnson bill probubly would go 
through with few negative votet. 

However, the matter seems to have 
become one of fear to the party poll, 
tlcians, and It may lie that tbe fact 
tbat tlilt Is a presidential year will 
act toprevent the passage of the bill 
In lit present /orm. It can be taken 
for granted, however, that con grew 
will not vota for anything which will 
give admittance tofmore immigrsntt 
than are allowed to eome in under the 
present law

More than a million gallona of 
Ammonia nitrate In tanka, and 1,-
850,000 gallona of the aame fluid In 
15 tank railroad c a n In a ramthackle 
warehoute blew up. 

A strange looking procettlon ttum-
bled from the burning buildlngt 
The clothet of many of the employea 
bad been blown from their bodies. 
Their facet were black and tbelr 
eyet teemed to pop out of their beada. 
While some tcreamed and moaned 
othert bore their part atolcally. 

Army turgeont from Camp, Rarl 
tan took charge of the tltuatlon. Tbey 
directed the caring for the wounded 
and the removal of the dead. 

The building where tbe expldt-
lon originated wat known aa tbe 
TNT building. In thla building tbe 
authorillpt were informed ammonia 
nitrate waa being extracted f r o n 
TNT. ' 

The procett required it to be ex-
tracted In liquid fo rn and Chen made 
into a powder, it wat taid. 

In the 85 tmalier buildlngt hi tbe 
Immediate vicinity Inflammable ma-
terial tuch aa celluloid, gun cotton 
and TNT, waa being manufactured.

Relative Advantages of 
Horse Power in Fanning 

The United States Department of 
Agriculture hss recently Investigated 
the relative advantages of horse power 
and motor power for farm operations 
and reports numerous reasons for the 
continued use of good draft horses 
Horae power to charaderlxed by ita 
veraatlllty and adaptaMllty to perform 
vanoua farm opcratlona. The horse 
la not limited either by the topography 
of the ground or a specialised ability 
to perform only a few farm tasks 
economically. 

The horse la adf-repladng, earns Ita 
keep, and Increasea In value up to 
the marketable age. Marea enough 
may be bred yearly to replace the 
n a t u r e atock which It murketed. The 
young horses ralrfed under this plan 
C4>ntlnually Increase In value and at 
the tame time they are pnylng their 
way by doing the farm work. 

Keeping hortet nlto helpt to con-
serve the fertility of <he toll nnd pro-
videt an element of Interest which 
helpt to keep the youngsters on the 
farm. Then, too, there Is less direct 
cash outlay for horse power, as horses 
consume home-grown feed chiefly. 

M d o r power, however, bus ad-
vantages under certain conditions, 
and In muny cases the two fonns of 
power—hortet and tractort—are both 
need.

A tcctlon-wide campaign In tbe 
tprlng wheat b d t of t h e Northwest to 
Induce farmera to d e a n their wheat 
on tbe farm, and particularly at time 
of threablng, i t being launched by the 
United Statea Department of Agricul-
ture In co-operation with local agricul-
tural bodies including agricultural col-
legea, atate marketing officlala, farm-
ers and commercial Intereatt competed 
of dealers and mlllera. Broadsides of 
grain deanlng degnonsfutions, county 
m a n meetings, buileUnt, moving pic-
turee, lantern slides, and radio tulks 
ad* to be fired to bring home to farm-
era tbe message of clean wheat. 

Success of the campaign will result 
nut only in securing higher prices to 
farmers for their cleaned gmln, buti 
also In higher yields per acre through 
eliminating weeds In tbe grain Adds 
and weed seeds In seed grain, the de-
partment points out. 

Porslgn Material in Grain. 
In tome grain-growing countlet of 

tbe Northwest the averuge foreign ma-
terial In grain has run up to around 
18 per cent of the crop. Secretary 
Wallace In a statement recently made 
at the Farmers and Homemukers' 
Short Course at the University of Min-
nesota said tbat "reports from 1,400 
elevators In Minnesota, the Dukotas 
and Montana show tliut the farmers in 
these states In llKKt delivered to the 
elevators nearly 12,000,000 bushels of 
dockage In their wheat, or the equiva-
lent of 121.080 carloads." 

At a threshing rate of 7 cents per 
bushel It Is estlmtited that the furm-
ers of the four states puld over $075,-
000 for the threshing uf their dockage 
In 1022, and that they paid around 
$800,000 for hauling the dockage to 
market. An Investigation hy the De-
partment of Agriculture In 1021 
thowed that In Minnesota and the Da-
kolas 00 per cent of the farmers vis-
ited were drilling with their wheat 
from 1.000 to HOO.OOO foreign seeds 
per acre. 

"In 1023 we found that farmers In 
these states who cleaned their wheat 
before marketing gained on an aver-
age more than 5 cents per bushel." 
Secretury Wallace declared. 'The 
way for farmers of a community to 
g d the benefit which results from re-
^ratling, grading and mixing In the 
focal elevator Is to organize co-oper-
ative elevators and to distribute profits 
on the patronage dividend basis." 

The appointment of each new secre-
tary f f agriculture has been the signal 
to send delegations to Washington to 
ask for chunges In the federal grain 
grades. Certain groups In the spring 
wheat territory have long been agi-
tating a loosening up of the federal 
gradea to give inferior wheat n grade 
equal to that of good wheat. On the 
other bund, producers of superior and 
clean wheat have felt that the gmdes 
ahnuld he narrowed to exclude alto-
gether from the high grades wheat 
with even n small percentage of for-
eign malerlalt. 

It has been the coniintiotis feeling 
of each secretary of agriculture, how-
ever, since the federal ittandiirds were 
first put Into effect, that It woiild he 
discrlmlnutory and false economy to 
label un Inferior produnt as of good 
quality, and producers have been re-
peatedly urged to Improve the quality 
and condition of their gruln to bring 
It Into the higher grades. This can 
be done largely If producers vlll make 
an earnest effort to remove the for-
eign muteiial from wheal before shl|i-
plng to market, the depanmeiit tayt, 

Imprevt Setd and Orain. 
Field demonttratlons In gruln clean-

ing by department represertatlves 
have proved the ellldency of grain 
deanlng methods, and II Is expected 
that In many Instances groups of 
farmers will employ cleaning mudiines 
ua the farm to Impnive the qual'ty of 
tbelr teed and marketable grain. Sav-
ings of more than 7 cents |N>r bushel 
have been effected to prudical dean-
tog let i t . Allowing 2 cents a bushel 
tor the coot of deanlng, the net gain to 
tormero wat over & cents a bushel.

Silage Is Shown i o Be 
Superior as Stock Feed 

The value of silage feeding Is showa 
forcefully by recent data furnished by 
the bureau of animal Industry, United 
Statea Department of Agriculture. Ia 
the wintering of mature beef cowa to 
W e d Virginia. It has been shown that 
corn fed a t silage la worth 00 per cent 
more than shock corn. In growing 
b e d calves In Illlnola an acre of corn 
dlage waa fouad to he worth 80 per 
cent n o r e than an acre of abock corn. 

Thla Increased utility Is attributed 
to the many advantages of dlage. 
Pradlcally ao wade occurt la the feed-
ing of dlage and It creates an appetite 
for dieaper roughages. Then, too, the 
same crops fed dry ara aot Searly to 
palatable and tucculent a t they ara In 
the form of dlage. 

Information a t to what cropt make 
good silage and on preparing and using 
them as feed Is contained in bulletins 
whldi may be had free from the De-
partment of Agriculturs Washington. 
D. 0.

Should Furnish Easy Access 
to House and Bam.

The entrance to the farmttead from 
the public road 16 one of the mott Im-
portant detallt of tbe plan and one of 
the moat difficult to treat tuccetdully 
without underemphatixing it or ovCi* 
doing It. It ahould be to located a t 
to facilitate d l red and easy acceaa to 
both house and barn and make the ap-
proach to eltlieif teem natural and 
easy, while at the tame time appear-
ing to lead primarily to the house. 
On the other bund. It ahould not he 
directly opposite the front door of the 
houte, so that on entering one ap-
pears to be going straight Into the 
houte. The entrance should largely 
relied and suggest the character of 
the farmstead. In the opinion of the 
United States Department of Agrlcul-

Farm Home With Pleasing Approach. 

ture. Some special treatment is nec-
essary, however, to attract attention 
to It and set it apart from the rest of 
the boundary and to Invite entrance. 

The character of this Npecial treat-
ment must so nearly correspond with 
the rest of the treatment of the fann-
stead thut It can be united with It 
without an abrupt change of style at 
any point. The transition from a 
heavy stone or brick post to a barbed-
wire fence Is difficult unless the size 
of the farmstead Is such thut there is 
sulllclent distance to make the tran-
sition gradually. If the post Is flanked 
by a wall of the sume material that 
ultimately becomes the same height as 
the fence and the fence and wall nre 
covered with vines for a considerable 
distance on eaeh side of the Joining, a 
suwessful transition can be uccom-
pllshed. Such a stone wall, however. 
Is Inappropriate unless >»ullt of native 
stone In evidence In fences or build-
ings In tbe neighborhood or else Is like 
th atone or brick clearly evident In 
the foundation or other portion of the 
buildings. 

Two Popular Poisons to 
Destroy Garden Insects 

Bear In mind that insect |>ests are 
divided Into two d a s s e t : the biting or 
chewing insectt. like the potato bug, 
that devour tbe leaves; and the tuck-
ing Insects like squiith bug and plant 
lice, tbat suck out the vital Juices, lilt-
ing Insects are killed hy spraying the 
leaves of the plant with poison, hut 
the tucking Insectt must ne killed with 
contact poison, tlnce they do not eat 
the poison on the leaves but suck the 
Juice from within the leaves. Paris 
green and arsenate of lead are popular 
poisons for destroying tho chewing In-
sects, wblle kerosene emulsion and 
nicotine tulplmte destroy the sucking 
Incects. Arsenate of lead hat an ad-
vantage over purls green In being lest 
likely to burn tender young plantt 
when applied too heavily and alto In 
leaving n white cmtlng on the pluntt 
af ter spraying to thow which plantt 
have not been reached. A sprayer 
should be used If one cun bo hod, or 
for n small ganlen a sprinkler or sn 
old broom will answer. Roth bottom 
and top of leaves should be ranched 
with the liquid. 

Any Deep Fertile Soils 
Are Suited for Alfalfa 

The erroneous Idea teems to pre-
vail that bottom or creek land It 
eaaenllal to alfalfa. It la to be pre-
ferred. but bid essential. Any d 
our deep fertile adla. Including aandy 
loama. redlieda, black loama, choco-
late. and black-waxy adla, are eulted 
to thie crop, but the land n a d he 
fertile. The adl ahould he w d l 
drained and awed, aa thla crap will 
n d grow la wet. pour ad l Such adla 
caa usually he dratoed, thea llaed, 
and made enitable for almoct any 
crop, todading alfalfa. The black-
waxy soils an* often dd lden t to Han 
aad, where thie la the race, it ahoald 
he limed and caa be, at a reaeoaehle 
cod . The amount of rainfall end tho 
length d growing sea aoa will gevera 
tho acre yield, b d a fair everaga 
will he e h o d two, er possihlp two 
end cno-helf, tone depending eeaas 
what a s the fertility d tho oafl.
