Lowell people who 
were present at the conference 
wi th the governor agreed that it 
was a good thing to make thc 
change because that they were 
well taken care of with the i r lo-
cation on M-21 and that it would 
not bc harder or far ther for them 
to get to any point on the present 
M-66 with the new route than it 
is at present.
