MICHIGAN IS CHALLENGED. 
A red-covered magazine devot-

ed" to the gentle a r t of muckrak-
ing is th i s month devoting ils 
lead art icle to "Michigan—Soused 
and Serene." The ar t ic le has all 
the ea rmarks of political propa-
ganda and contains some very 
ludicrous statements rctoftive to 
some recent gubern'atorial cam-
paigns a n d Detroit mayoral ty 
campaigns. T h e ar t ic le avowed-
ly is an at tempt ilo show up the 
" fa i lure of prohiblbion" so that 
wi th these two purposes so lap-
pareni: one may be excused fo r 
put t ing a f ew t o n s of salt upon 
most of what is o therwise con 
tained in it. However , t h e wri t-
er has at least the v i r tue of hardi-
hood in sivlng names, (kites and 
places i n which many of the 
events h e chronicles itook place. 
* * * He charges men in the 
highest posit ions of public life in 
Michigan with both moral and 
financial corrupt ion, land calls 
them by name with dalles, places 
and what took place. He holds 
up to public gaze a most sordid 
condition of 'affairs in Michigan, 
if we a re to believe wha t he says. 
He besmirches ithe ent i re s tate 
government and the government 
of (the ci ty of Detroit with the 
names of flhe chief executives of 
these political units. He charges 
graft "and law violation of the 
most flagrant sort agaiiusl the tow 
enforcement oflicers of Michigan, 
against the police 'authorities, ju-
dicial aubhorilties and executive 
authoritiies. Some of the charg-
es we know of our own knowl-
edge to be wi thout foundation. 
Some charges we must ladmit 
have a t least a basis of t ru th . 
Most of t h e statemeni'.s made we 
have no personal knowledge of. 
We do know, however , that eith-
er the fa i r fame of Michigan ami 
many of the men .to whom we 
look for the highest things in life 
and government have been gross-
ly libeled or that It Is t ime for a

* * T r u e or false ithe ar t ic le is 
a challenge to Michigan. It has 
been given t h e widest sort of cir-
culation in a magazine sold on the 
news s t ands of t h e world. The 
charges contained in t h e article 
are e i ther false or t rue . The de-
cent folks of Michigan have a 
right to know. If the charges 
are true, every man bohting pub-
lic office and who lis guilty of 
what has been said of him should, 
in common decency, resign his 
position ami p roper legal author-
ities .should proceed fearlessly to 
prosecute to the fullest extent of 
the tow Ithose o the r s who do not 
ho ld public office. If the charge ; 
'.lire false, those w h o a re accused 
owe it t o themselves and to those 
in Michigan who have entrusted 
.hem wi th the conduct of gov-
ernment to br ing such legal pro-
ceedings against t h e au thor of the 
articlc a n d the publ ishers of the 
magazine as wil l effeclJually dis-
prove the charges made. This Is 
presumer to be a government of 
the people, by the people and for 
the people. When by the i r bal-
lots the people of Michigan place 
men in posihions of high respon-
sibility, they a r e ent i t led to know 
that these men a r e as clean ami 
wise a n d honest a s Ithey were be-
lieved to be when the people 
miarked the i r ballots.

ABSURDITIES OF PRISON RE-
FORM. 

The trial of six convicts for 
murder growlna out of the at* 
tempted jail delivery at Auburn 
In December, which Is n o w under 
way in that city, a d s like an op-
en tap to the coddlen and sob 
sisters. Suggestions of reform 
are flowing from them like l e a n . 
Out of the flood we pick two. 

A chaplain at Auburn ststes 
that prison riots are Inspired by 
the despair born of )on« sentenc-
es. The remedy he proposes is 
to sentence all convicts from one 
year to life and then release them 
as fast as their good conduct in 
prison warrants. The way that 
would work, as we see It, would 
be something like thic: A man 
w h o has been robbing and killing 
for years, a Jaworski, we'll say, 
would be sent up for a minimum 
term of one year, a maximum of 
life. Certainly he wouldn't riot 
if by not rioting he could pur-
chase his freedom in a year or a 
f ew years. Certainly he would 

Kto Sunday school. Certainly 
would tell his keepers that ha 

would never again play with i r e -
arms as long as he l ived! They 
would let h im out; and the chanc-
ces are that nine times out ten 
he would be robbing and killing 
again within a twelvemonth. 

When men who respeot "all the 
prejudices of society'1 and there-
by gain a reputation for upright-
ness are suddenly discovered to 

pened, who can he sufficienlfy 
certain of the reformation of a 
convict to warrant turning him 
loose to prey again on society? 
Occasionally a stiff sentence may 
work injustice to a man, who has 
recovered his innocence behind 
the bars; but the premature liber-
ation of the morally unrejuven-
ated is certain to work injustice 
t o men, women, and children, 
whose innocence has kept them 
out of prison. As between these 
t w o ekisses, we believe the latter 
to be the more deserving of pro-
tection. 

Anyway, asserting that prison 
riots are born of Ifrng sentences 
does not prove it. There is quite 
as much reason to bQlieve that 
they are engineered by desperate 
criminals w h o care nothing 
about fheir sentences as such, but 
w h o resent being restrained from 
a game in which the pickings are 
gqod and the risks relatively in-
considerable. They make a break 
for liberty as men sometimes es-
cape from hospitals to their offi-
ces, when they find their compet-
itors cleaning up what might be 
theirs. 

The second suggestion is that 
prison guards be disarmed. The 
New York Times advocates this 
in order to prevent rioting con-
victs from obtaining arms! We 
are surprised that the Times does 
not, at the same time, advote dis-
arn\ing the marines in Haiti lest 
the natives steal their rifles 
while the leathernecks sleep. 
Arms are given lo prison guards 
to neutralize the numerical pre-
ponderance of desperate men 
they are set over. Could any-
thing please the latter better than 
to have a chance to fight it out 
with their keepers, whom they 
outnumber ten to twenty lo one, 
with their mess-4ins?

Telephonlns without wires la no 
modern miracle, born of the devel-
opment of radio. Aa long ago as 
1880, Alexander Graham Bell tela> 
phoned speech along a beam of 
light. 

Bell's apparatoa operated by 
means of a silvered plane mirror to 
thin and so delicately balanced that 
It conld be aet In vibration by aonnd 
waves. The vibrating mirror ra> 
fleeted a fluctuating light beam 
which was directed by a lens and 
a parabolic mirror to the receiving 
apparatus. In the latter was a sen-
sitive cell containing selsnlnm, 
which varies In electrical conduo-
tivlty in accordance with the inten-
sity of light falling upon IL The 
cell. In circuit with a telephone re-
cover and battery, transformed the 
light fluctuations Into nndnlatkms 
of an electrlo current, and thos con-
veyed sounds to the listener's sar. 

During his first successful out-
door experiment with the appara-
tus. which he called the photo-
phone. Bell transmitted speech a 
dlstnnre of 230 yards. Although not 
radio apparatus tn the modern 
eense. this was the first successful 
"wireless" telephone.

Five Copies of 
Lincoln's Speech 

At Gettysburg 
Abrnhnm Lincoln's address at 

Gettysburg Is unique among his 
speeches In many particulars, one 
of which Is that there nre In exist-
ence nt the present time no less 
thnn five copies of It In Lincoln's 
own hnndwrltlng. in only n few 
enses Is there a single copy of 
other speeches. The flrst Inaug-
ural, for Instance, was composed In 
Springfield and set up In pica type 
In the office of the Bllnols State 
Journal, and, a f te r some Interlinea-
tion and the addition of a closing 
paragraph suggested by Secretary 
Seward, was delivered from the 
corrected proof, and not from the 
original manuscript So fa r as I 
am aware the manuscript was not 
brought away from Springfield by 
Lincoln nor preserved In the print-
ing office. The Journal for many 
years had been accustomed to re-
ceiving editorials and other matter 
In his hand writing, and neither 
the editor. Simeon Francis, nor any 
one of his compositors took 
thought that thla was to become u 
document of historic Interest and 
that the original would be valu-
able. 

Copy Not Preserved. } 
Most of Lincoln's speeches. If 

written out. met a like fnte. If the 
copy came back from the office with 
the proof. Lincoln tossed It Into the 
waate basket nnd no one rescued 
I t After he became President, of 
course, he knew and every one 
knew that his handwriting would 
be In demand, but no one looked 
for the time when hla letter to 
General Hooker would sell at auc-
tion for $10,000. So most of hla 
ipeeches perished In the original 
manuscript, perished In the very 
process of preserving them In 
pr int ; and of the few that were 
preserved there Is usually only one 
copy. 

Of the five copies of the Gettys-
burg address, two are in the Library 
of Congress. One of them Is main-
ly In Ink, written on a sheet of 
paper headed with the usual "Ex-
ecutive Mansion" caption. The 
other sheet Is ruled letter paper of 
the aame size, and with wide spaces 
between the lines.. It Is the paper 
that was commonly used In the 
White House for speeches or doc-
uments likely to need Interlinea-
tion, and Is Identical In quality with 
that used by the President for the 
second draft of the Gettvsburg 
speech nnd for the second I-iaug-
ural". The writing on the second 
sheet of the flrst draft of the ad-
dress Is In pencil. The pencil was 
used also to erase a few words at 
the bottom of the first page. 

The second Library of Congress 
draf t la a fair copy of the first 

d r a f t I t Is written wholly In Ink. 
Without stopping here nnd now i 

to give my rensons, I believe that 
the flrst page of the first draf t was ! 
written In Ink before Lincoln left I 
Washington. If he completed this ; 
draf t at the time, and there was I 
a second page In Ink, he became | 
dissatisfied with It and cast It j 
aside. I think be wrote the second 
page. In pencil. Io Gettysburg, prob-. 
ably on the night before the de-! 
livery of the address. The second j 
Library of Congress draf t I think 
wns written In Gettysburg on the 
morning of the delivery. The place 
of writing waa In the home of 
Judge Wills, facing the public 
square. 

Just to dispose of a question 
which Is sure to rise, whether Lin-
coln did not write the address 
upon the back of an envelope on 
the train on his way from Wash-
ington to Gettysburg, let me an-
swer that he may have made a 
few penciled notes, and for this 
purpose may have used the back of 
an envelope, but he did not write 
the address us a whole In any such 
fashion. In my Judgment the two, 
Library of Congress draf t s were 
both written before the delivery of | 
the address. Of the other three we 

Lincoln delivering his speech a t 
the dedication of the National Ceme-
tery a t Oet tysburg November 19,18(3. 

know the history. They were all 
written af ter the address had been 
delivered. 

Five Texts of Speech. 
The flrst two copies vary but lit-

tle from each other. The last three 
copies very but little from one an-
other. How they vary I have set 
forth io Interlinear versions In my 
"Life of Lincoln." The Important 
fact la that we have five texts In 
Lincob's handwriting, no two of 
them exactly alike, and that they 
fall clearly Into two groups, two 
in one and the earlier group, three 
In the other and the later group, 
and that we know in detail the his-
tory of the last three. 

Intermediate between these two 
groups in Lincoln's own hand are a 
number of other versions printed at 
the •Ime. First of these is the As-
sociaed Press report prepared by 
Joseph L. Gilbei'.. He did not pre-
tend to have taken down Lincoln's 
exact words, but reported the 
speech partly In shorthand and 
checked up In a hnsty comparison 
with Lincoln's manuscript The 
second wns a special report used 
in one Philadelphia newspaper, one 
Cincinnati newspaper and in the 
local newspaper In Gettysburg. It 
waa a very poor report The third 

was, as I Judge, the one report that 
tells us exactly what Lincodn did 
say. It was made by Charles Hale 
of the Boston Advertiser, one of 
the official Massachusetts commis-
sioners. His written affirmation to 
Gov. John A. Andrew, that Lincoln 
spoke very slowly, and that Hale 
was able to get the precise word-
ing, is a s good as the oath of a 
court stenographer certifying the 
accuracy of bis version. 

We know, I think, what Lincoln 
Intended to say, what he Hid aay, 
what he was reported to have said, 
and what be wished he had said. 

Surely Lincoln's Words. 
Neither of the drafts of Lincoln's 

manuscript made before the deliv-
ery of the address contains the two 
words, "under God." Both say, 
"that we here highly resolve . . . 
that the nation shall hnve a new 
birth of freedom." But every 
stenographic report good, bnd and 
Indifferent, says "that the nation 
shall, under God. have a new birth 
of freedom." There was no com-
mon source from which all the re-
porters could have obtained those 
words hut from Lincoln's own llpa 
at the time of delivery. It will not 
do to say that Stanton suggested 
those words af ter Lincoln's return 
to Washington, for the words were 
telegraphed by at least three re-
porters on the afternoon of deliv-
ery and published all over the 
country. Nor will It answer to say 
that Seward suggested them the 
night before ns words that *vould 
convey to the people assembled a 
suggestion of piety, for John Q. 
Nicolay gives a clear history of the 
writing of the second draft on the 
morning of delivery, and the sec-
ond draft does not include thoee 
words. 

But all three of Llncoln'a copies 
that were made af ter the address 
bad been delivered do contain the 
words of the threr* or more reports 
made while he waa speaking, "un-
der God." Lincoln said those 
worda; the several independent re-
ports that went to the wires a t 
once agree that be said them; and 
Lincoln certainly wished to be re-
membered as bnving said them, 
for he wrote them Into every one 
of the three copies which he made 
for permanent record. 

Where, then, did Lincoln get 
those words? He got them, I think, 
out of his own stock of phraseol-
ogy. He was not given to the care-
less use of religious phrases, but 
this one he used a t other times. I t 
came to him aa he sat on the plat-
form at Gettysburg, Inspired by the 
sense of solemnity that the occa-< 
sion brought upon him. The Jour-
ney, the reception of the night be-
fore, the parade, the sight of the 
battlefield, the long and eloquent 
oration of Edward Everett and the 
growing depth of feeling as his own 
time " m e to speak, roused in him 
a deepo. sense of the nation's neeu 
of reliance in God than had been 
In his mind when he was engaged 
In the work of writing.—William 
B. Barton, In the New York Times 
Magazine.
