LSEWHERE in this issue we
E iblish some figures regard-
ng the cost of welfare work
in Lowell township.  When we
are told that the bill for the
montn of February tolaled #1600
we are somewhal astonished.
When we go farther into  the
matter, however, and learn that
‘90 families, or a total of 334 in-
dividuals, were given reliefl al o
rtr capita cost of only $4.80 for
he entire month, we are well-
nigh convinced that if relief
work is to be carried on here that
those in charge are doing the job
as carefully, as conseientiously
and as  economically as  sue
work ean be done.  The State
Welfare Department states that
Lowell welfare costs per capilu
are aboul the lowest in the stale.

In giving reliel o more than
3 people some  mistakes  are
bound o oceur—some  who are
undeserving may be assisted, bul
no one would want to see inno-
cenl children suller for food be-
cause of an unworthy parent.
Complaint is  sometimes  heard
that most of those receiving aid
should be required to give 'I‘nbur
in relurn.  In many cases this
has been done.  In other cases
it means less expense to the town-
ship to give the reliel outright.
The supervisor and other mem-
bers of the Town HBoard are not
relying on their own judgment in
these matters, bul are assisted by
a volunteer committee of respon-
sible citizens who help in an-
alyzing all matters of relief, This
committee is composed of  three
men and one woman, each of
whom has had long yeurs of resi-
dence in the township. They give
their  services cheerfully — and
without pay.

Reliel cost is high and the bur-
den falls  heaviest on  property
owners, many of whom find it
very dificult to pay their own
laxes,

Spend a couple of hours on any
Saturday afternoon in the Town-
ship Board's office.  Lislten to
the appeals for help from those
who would gladly work for al-
most any kind of pay no matter
how small, could they get the
work to do. We will warrant the
scene will leave an indelible im-
pression on  the heart.  Let us
appreciate the sincere and con-
scious  efforts  being made by
those giving practically all of

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their lime to this work.

OUR SELF-CONTAINED COUN-
TRY :

One of the most important
pieces of news we have seen in
papers in a long time is the an-
nouncement that the great potash
deposits of New Mexico have
been developed to the point
where, by the end of this year,
the United States will be inde-
pendent of foreign sources for
this essential fertilizing elemenl.

For the first time in our na-
tional history we no longer have
to import any of the three ele-
ments necessary for the fertiliza-
tion of our agricultural lands,
namely, potash, phosphoric acid
and fixed nitrogen.  Until a very
few years ago practically all of
our nitrates had to be imported
from Chile, and all of our potash
{from Germany, while the sulphw
(necessary to reduce phosphates
to phosphorie acid was imported
from Spain and Sicily.  Not long
before the war we developed the
greal sulphur deposits of Louis-
iana and Texas, During the war
we introduced the methods of ex-
[tracling  nitrates  from the wr
which now supply practically al!
of the nitrates in commercial use.
And now we have proved up and
brought inta production vast pot-
ash deposits suflicient, so the U.
S. Geological Survey assures us,
to supply our needs for at least
a hundred years to come.

Izes scction 10a of the federal re
serve act as amended by the Glass-
Steagall act so as to enable banks
to obtaln currency on “liquid as-
sets” of a character not previously
eligible,
One of the effects of the legisia-
tion will be to produce a unified
banking system. Only member banks
of the federal reserve aystem are
able to avail themselves of the priv-
lleges afforded by this legislation
to convert assets previously Inellg-
Ible Into currency. State banks are
compelled to join the federal sys-
tem in arder to obtain the funds
that will enable them to reopen,
Another foreseen effect Is the
weeding out of weak banks, Inst.
tutions unable to furnish liquid as
sets for currency will be unable to
reopen, Others will be able to re
main open to the extent of their
liquidity pending at least a recov-
ery of general publie confidence In
banks.
