The Darndest Bug
We Ever Heard Of
Destr_o_yhg Con

Loss If March of Insects is Not
Stopped By Barriers.

Immediate control measures to
stop the advance of the chinch-
bug into Michigan corn fields are
necessary to save threatened
fields from this pesl, according
1o the entomology department al
Michigan State College,

Instances of lolnlli; ruined
crops in certain areas have been
inspected.  One 20 acres fleld
of corn in Lenawee counlty is as
flat as if it had been rolled down,
and other pieces are rapidly
meeting the same fate.

The chinch-bug is an ordinary
year-by-year resident of Michi-
gan and only reaches dangerous
numbers in seasons which favor
its multiplication. It is a very
small gray beetle, twice the size
of a pin-head, with red markings
on the immature insects and two
white spols on the adults,

It is now deserting oat and
barley fields and is moving into
the corn. Its habit of traveling
on fool permits the construction
of a barrier which stops its
march and traps the insecls o
they can be destroyed.

1"\0 barrier is made by drag-
ging a weighted plank along the
ground to form a smooth path 10
or 12 inches wide. Holes are
dug in the center of this path
12 inches deep and 20 to 30 feel
apart.  An inch wide strip of
fresh tar is then laid on the side
of the path next to the corn field
and this tar strip is swung in-
ward to touch the edge of each
hole in the path. The edges of
the holes should be beveled and
the bottoms covered with two or
three inches of hydrated lime.

The cinch-bug dislikes lo cross
the strip of tar and follows along
its length till it falis in the holes
and is suffocated in the lime,
The insects  may be numerous
enough so the holes should be
cleaned out and fresh lime add-
ed every two or three days.

The barrier should be placed
between the corn and the grain
ficlds from which the bugs ure
moving. If the chinch-bugs are
already in the corn, the barrier
can be made a few rows in ad-
vance of the insecls.

The chinch-bugs suck the sap
from the plants and travel only
as fast as necessary lo reach
fresh food supplies.

Damage done by the insecls is
apl I?)mge most serious in the
southern three tiers of counties,
but total loss of corn crops will
follow invasions in any locality.
The bugs are not evenly distrib-
uted bul appear in_greater num-
bers in some localities than iu
others. All farmers should im-
mediately inspect their fields to
see if the chinch-bugs are pres-
ent,

State Crop Outlook
Poorest Since 1925

The outlook for Michigan crops
on July 1 was the poorest for
that date since 1925. The com-
posite condition of fifteen prin-
cipal field and fruit crops was
66.4 per cent compared with 749
per cent for July 1, 1932 and 79.2
per cent for July 1, 1931, Cher-
ries, grapes and tame hay were
the only major crops with pros-
pecls above the average. Exces-
sive rainfall in April and May
delayed spring planting and the
extreme heat and lack of mois-
ture during most of June handi-
capped plant growlh. Haying
pro, rapidly under favor-
able weather conditions with
vields and quality of the firs

1933 crop acreage is praclically
the same as thal of last year.
While unfavorable weather con.
ditions caused by a reduction in
the total acreage of spring crops,
this was practically offset by the
increased  acreage of  winter
wheat, sugar beets, and tame hay.

In New Federal
Co-Op. Loans

Michigan leads the four slates
of the seventh Federal Land
Bank district in amount loaned
to co-operatives during June by
the Farm Credit Administration.
The total of new loans to var-
ious co-operatives during the
month amounted to £10,986, ac-
cording to figures based on the
June report of the Farm Credil
Administrationy  Total  loans
outstanding on June 30 in this
district, which includes Michi-
gan, Wisconsin, Minnesola and
North Dakota, amounted to $4.-
$28765.99. These loans are
shared by 17 different organiza-
tions of producers covering such
staple producls as  polatoes,
wheat, butter, cheese and other
dairy ucts, cherries, grapes
and other fruits, tobacco and
poultry,

Of the 810986 in new loans,
Michigan obtained $8,986, bring-
ing this state’s total oulstanding
cooperative debt to the Farm
Credit administration as of June
30 up to $261,287.60. Minnesota,
although it got no new loans in
June leads the list of those four
states with $2,961,858 outstanding.
Wisconsin is next with #$1,378,-
18123, and North Dakota has
oulstanding loans of £227,420.16,

These loans are made from
the revolving fund of the Agricul-
tural Marketing Acl.  New loans
made for the entire United States
during the month of June by the
Farm Credil Administration to-
taled 82,404,238, and repayments
to the fund by co-operatives for
the same period amounted lo
£2.411,647.06, leaving n  balance
outstanding on that date of #181,-
158.833.56.

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Public Pays the BIll for Activities of Represent-
atives Of Special Interests—Railroads, Gamb-
lers, Truck Transport Lines, Small Loan Firms,
Brewers And Teachers Have Powerful Lobbies

A greal deal has been wrillen
and said concerning the aclivities
of lobbyists at Lansing and at all
the other state capitals of the
good old U. S, A, as well as at the
national capital, Most of whal
has  been  published has been
either grossly exaggeraled
highly colored to suit the writer.
In this chapter a discussion of
what the lobby really consists,
what its purposes are and how it
works will be altempted. Inci-
dentally this writer will altempi
to give his own views concerning
the evils of the lobby, ils good
points if any, and how the tax-
paver is milked for the benefit of
certain classes and cligues, Al-
so it is extremely interesting 1o
note how each of the scores of
lobby interests play into the
hands of others and how the lax-
payer always payvs the shol.

Lobbies may be divided inlo
three distinet classes. First, those
maintained by large corporate
interests mainly as observers lo
detect and head off, if possible,
any contemplated legislation not
in their interests. Second and the
class the public
hears mostabout,
that group which
seeks special
privileges for ils
clients. Brewers
on hand to write
the beer bill;
small loan com-
panies on hand
to prevent the
repeal of the 42
% interest rale
law; gambling
interests on hand to gain legal

two. Class three is represented

ability like the educational group,

the medical group, the social ser-
vice group, the real estate deal-
ers, property owners associations
and similar agencies which liter-
ally swarm about the capitol dur-
ing legislative sessions,

The railroad interests, for a
long time in semi-retirement
from the field of active lobbying,
came very close to the point of
jumping oul of class number one
over into the second class during
the past session, Vested capital
in railrond securities was ably
aided by the members of the
various railroad brotherhoods in
{a futile attempt to legislate the
{freight haulers and passenger
Ibusses off the highways. The ac-
tivities of the railroad and truck
lobbies became notorious before
the session was a month old. The
small loan lobby has already been
aired and not much need be said
in addition while the notorious
lobbying in connection with dog
racing Dbills is a slench to the
nostrils of an honest citizenry.
There are many and devious
ways of lobbying. There is the
lobbyist, long experienced in leg-
islative affairs, who is perhaps
better ted on state affairs than
any official at Lansing and who
has at his command a staff of ex-
perts along many lines by whose
efforls reliable information on
any subject may be had quickly
These lobbyists would be ex-
tremely helpful if their interests
were nol so extremely selfish. It
is by quiet helpfulness to the in-
dividual member in aiding him
obtain desired information, to se-
cure the passage of some pet
measure, or in slopping the pro-
gress of some measure contrary
to the best interests of the people
of that member's district, that the
astute lobbyist gets in his best

CubanGirl’s HeroicSacrificeSaved
| Others From Disaster |

When the town of Santa Crus de |
| Sur, Cuba, was wiped out by a hur
| ricane some months ago, Rosa Tor-

res ‘Acosta, telephone operator, be
| came the heroine of the disaster.
| The first warnings of the hurricane
| came through by telephone, and al-
(though she was informed that the
waters of the sea were being blown
inland and the town was threatened,
she stuck to her post. ¢

Calling one subscriber after an-
other, she warned them to ffee the
endangered town,

And those warned did flee, with
tho exception of Senorita Acosta
and her fance, who kept close to
her side at the switchboard, Mean-
while, the waters came nearer and
nearer. Finally they rolled over the
town, wiplng it out.

Several days later, the bodies ot
the telephone operator and her fi-
ance were found close together,
along with those of hundreds of
others who hid been killed.

This was not the only instance of
heroism in the telephone service at
the time of the hurricane, Two sis-
ters, Celia and Maria Urbay, oper-
ators at Neuvitas, are credited with
saving the lives of many persons at
Puerto Tarafa by telephoning that
town and warning them of the ap-
proaching ' hurricane. Throughout
the storm they remained at thelr
switchboard, although the roof and
one wall of the exchange collapsed.
