We quote no more. In the Held 
of communication we devoutly 
hope there never will be u gov-
ernment agency charged with 
brond authority. No doubt Pres-
ident Jtoasevelt's motives are 
honest, and perhaps his agency 
would cause some economies in 
service charges, improve ellici-
ency, and even gag some tedious 
radio advertising barkers, bul 
there is a risk in his idea nut 
worth these accomplishments. We 
mean the opportunity for the gov« 
rrnment to censor what goes over 
the cables, wires, and ether 
waves. 

An unscrupulous President, a 
sincere but unintelligent one. a 
President controlled by greedy 
advisors, could easily establish 
himself a dictator over this coun-
try by such a weapon^ The mem-
bers of the Communica'tions Com 
mission, if not appointed by the 
President might be bought off by 
him or his backers and so tak** 
orders from him. Then what 
could be simpler than for the 
chief executive to allow only 
"favorable" news of his adminis-
tration to be cabled abroad, to 
refuse the use of the telegraph 
and telephone lines to newspa-
pers that opposed his meunures, 
and to broadcast propaganda sup-
porting his regime? it would not 
take him long lo build up a mis-
informed and acquiescent public. 

It has been done before, when 
a man wanted to make his posi-
tion more powerful and perman-
ent. Itussia /has for years been 
telling its own people and as 
much of the world as is gullible 
just what it wants them lo know. 
Mussolini bauished "unpatriotic" 
editors and censored the foreign 
news dispatches as soon as he 
achieved the imsilion where he 
could. Hitler has outlawed criti-
cism of his regime, and do not be 
fooled into thinking that the news 
stories you read of Germany tell 
anything that little Adolph does-
n't want Americans to know. 
Gen. Pilsudski in Poland and 
King Alexander in Jugo-Slavia 
have also made it unhealthy for 
news reporters who don't see eye 
to eye with them. 

Of course there is a way to gel 
around such censorship, but it is 
expensive, slow and dangerous to 
the men involved. If telegraph 
and telephone were denied an op-
posing newspaper, it-cauM main-
tain couriers at the capitol who 
would carry the news themselves 
to their editors. It would be de-
layed dews and might only be 
the record of an accomplished 
fact. 

Obviously, in a nation where 
sovereignty is lodged in the peo-
ple, the success of their govern-
ing depends almost entirely on 
their having information and get-
tihg it unbiased and at once, so 
that their temper can be felt by 
their representatives. For this in-
formation they are dependent on 
newspapers, who in turn are de-
pendent on reports from a gov-
ernment that is honest enough to 
have no secrets and big enough 
to accept criticism. Democracy is 
impossible without an absolutely 
free press. 

Some voices have already been 
raised in opposition to the poten-
tial dangers in this proposal of 
President Roosevelt To them we 
add ours.

Joel W. Balchelor, age .'>4, was 
found dead at about 7 o'clock last 
Monday morning in the hallway 
of the home occupied by William 
Gibbs, S. Hudson-ave. 

When found, Batchelor's body 
was covered wilh a couple of 
blankets. There was a pool of 
blood near the body, quite frozen. 
The left eye was discolored as if 
from a blow. 

The autousy held a few hours 
later revealed a fracture of the 
skull. A physician who was call-
ed soon afiter the finding of the 
body expressed the opinion that 
the man had been dead several 
hours. 

Was it foul play? 
Or had the man died followii.^ 

an alleged drinking bout the 
night before? 

Harvey Roberts, who lives in 
the first house north of the Wm. 
Gibbs house where I he body was 
found, told ollicers the next 
morning that he found Balchelor 
lying in the yard in front of the 
Gibbs house, that he dragged 
Balchelor into the hall, covered 
him with blankets and left him 
to sleep off a drunken stupor. 
This was about 10 o'clock Sunda> 
night. 

The next morning, about 7 
o'clock. Batchelor's dead body 
was found by lHarry Anderson 
of Segwun as he entered the 
Gibbs house. Anderson says he 
aroused Gibbs and Gibbs notified 
Marshal Fred Gramer who in 
turn notified Justice R. R. Spring-
ell and Deputy SherilT A. HI 
Storm zand. 

Justice Springett called Grand 
Rapids officers and Deputies John 
Mathews and George La man of 
the Sheriff's office were dispatch-
ed to Lowell lo aid in the inves-
tigariion. 

Coroner Simeon LeRoy conduct-
ed an autopsy at noon and the 
following findings were reportea 
by that official as contributing to 
the cause of the death: Fractured 
skull, cerebral hemorrhage, acute 
alcoholism, congestion of the 
lungs and exposure. 

l-Ater in the day Gibbs was 
taken into custody by Deputy 
Stomuand and lodged in the 
county jail on the charge of vio-
lating the state liquor laws. Gibbs 
was arraigned in justice court in 
Grand Rapids on Tuesday morn-
ing and plead not guilty to the 
charge of violating the liquor 
laws. Gibbs was returned to jail, 
ball was fixed al $500 and it is 
expected that he will be brought 
Into court again on Friday. 

Gibbs is said to have admitted 
that Batchelor and Harvey Rob-
erts had been in his apartment 
drinking Sunday night 

Roberts is said to have report-
ed that Balchelor was snoring 
when he found him lying on the 
ground in front of the Gibbs 
house Sunday night and that 
there was no sign then that he 
had been hurt. , 

Officers have questioned a 
number of persons known to be 
frequenters of the Gibbs place 
and hope to secure evidence that 
will result in putting an end to 
questionable affairs said to have 
been going on there for some 
lime past. 

Gibbs, who is 75 years of age, 
was convicted a few years ago 
for liquor law violation and 
served time in a stale institution. 
He was divorced from his wife a 
few years ago and Mrs. Gibbs 
then became the wife of Batche-
lor, the man found dead Monday 
morning. Batchelor has worked 
at various jobs in the., community 
for many years. He is said to 
have been a gooff worker and not 
of a quarrelsome disposition. 

Frank Batchelor, of Lake Odes-
da, a brother, slated to The Led-
ger that he did not think his 
brother had been a victim of foul 
play. The unfortunate man was 
without doubt intoxicated and it 
is possible that the skull fracture 
was caused by a fall from the 
porch at the Gibbs home. The 
case, however, has natureUy 
caused speculation. Batcheior 
might have been pushed down 
stain, or he might have been 
pushed or knocked off the porch. 
No one seems to know as yet, al-
though the officers expect to 
learn the truth.

The 
Michigan exchange was a pioneer 
in 1928 in the use of small col-
ton hags as containers for fancy 
quality potatoes. About 500,000 
bags were used for this purpose 
in the United Slates the first year. 
Last year more than lu.ooo.ooo 
cotton bags were used.

In 1876, Miss Osborn was mar-
ried to John Hooker, a pioneer 
and the only son of Cyprian S. 
Hooker, early Lowell builder. 
The latter constructed in 1847 the 
first frame building in town, a 
grist mill, now used as the east 
branch of the King Milling Co. 
•He also built across the road, or 
the site of Henry's Drug store, 
the first frame house. Young 
John :raded with the Indians for 
Daniel iMarsac, worked in the 
mill, helped his father erect the 
first frame schoolhouse, and build 
and manage the Franklin house. 
He knew the Ottawa language, 
and the Indians gave him the 
name quoted above. Mrs. Hook-
er and he were married in the 
house where she still lives and 
to which he had given an Indian 
name. 

Mrs. Hooker retold her hus-
band's account of the farewell 
celebration that the Indians gave 
before their departure to a reser-
vation in the north. Only three 
white persons, who knew the Ot-
tawa language, were invited. It 
was given on the west bank of 
Flat River, near the present lo-
cation of Shattuck's Gardens. 
There was a huge open firepit 
where food for Ihe banquet was 
being cooked. After some cere 
monials, the chief, Cobmoosa, 
rose and gave his valedictory 
speech of tremendous power and 
emotion. Next morning the load 
ed canoes were pushed into the 
stream, and l^owell's original 
residents floated away lowanl 
Lake Michigan. Grandsons of 
Cobmoosa and other inembrrs of 
the tribe, who knew Mr. Hooker, 
returned several times in later 
years and visited at Tek>e-nink. 

Mr. Hooker organiged many 
chapters of the Masonic Lodge in 
Ibis district, and the local branch 
is known as Hooker Chapter, No. 
73, R. A. M. He passed away in 
1911 

The biggest event in Mrs. Hook-
life of late was the Lowell Cen-
tennial in 1931. She had many pa-
pers and books of value to the 
committee, and stories of in t e r s ! 
to the newspapers. For days she 
kept open house, and officials and 
friends were coming and going. 
During Ihe Centennial program 
Mrs. Hooker sat on the platform 
wilh the governor and other vis-
iting notables. The memory is 
now a source of warm comfort. 

The depression years have nol 
discouraged her, for she can also 
recall Ihe hard limes after the 
Civil War. Hesides, il is not 
parly of her philosophy to worry 
She altribiites her age and sound-
ness of mind and body lo "living 
each day as your best day." She 
has long been active wherever 
things were doing and has been 
a member of Ihe Congregational 
church over forty years, of the 
Eastern Star twenty-five years 
and of the Maccabees, Rebekahs 
and Grange.

Both those types of grains are 
looked npon with favor by dairy 
cattlemen. The largest ontlot for! 
then la In proprietary mixed feeds 
for dairy cattle. Considerable qnan 
titles also are bought In onmlzed 
form by dairy eatUe feeders to be 
used as protein supplements In dairy 
rations. 

Feeding tests with milk cows 
bsve shown that distillers^ dried 
gralna are equal to mlztnres of 
wheat bran, cottonseed meal and 
linseed meal containing equal 
amounts of protein, and that dis-
tillers' grains from corn sre more 
valuable than those from rye. 
Further, distillers' grains were 
found more valuable than brewers' 
grains. Other compariaoni have 
shown distillers* grains superior to 
corn gluten feed, and brewers' 
grains better Ihsn wheat bran. 

Dairy cattle feeders contemplat-
ing the porchase of one of these 
feeds should he guided by the cost 
of a pound of protein In that feed 
In a comparison with the cost In 
other available protein supplements 
comonly used for dairy cattle. Buy 
era of mixed feeds containing con 
slderahle proportions of distillers' 
snd brewers' grains will .find the 
snalyses as guaranteed by the man 
nfacturer are indicative of the feed 
ing value. 

When made largely from com. 
distillers' grains as s rule contain 
about 32 per cent protein. The fat, 
or oil content Is high, being about 
11 per cent, and the fiber content 
Is low. ranging from about 10 to 
12 per cent. Distillers* grains made 
largely from rye contain from 18 
to 38 per cent protein with an aver-
age of about 18 per cent The 
fat Is about 7 per cent and the fiber 
about 18 per cent, although the 
fiber may range from 12 to 18 per 
c w t When corn, rye and occa-
sionally other grains are comMaed 
by the distiller, the resulting grains 
have a composition lying between 
the extremes for corn and rye and 
approach one or the other depend-
ing upon the proportions need. 

Brewers' dried grains contain 
from 22 to 25 per cent protein. The 
fat content la about 7 per cent and 
the fiber about 18 per cent 

Several other products from theae 
snd silled Industries often are 
available In the form of malt 
spronts, dried malt grains and yeast 
and vinegar gralna.

Clover Seed Is Sca rce ; 
Other Crops Are Shor t 

Producers of clover seed will meet 
with little compeiitlon from Eu-
ropean producers this year. In spite 
of small domestic crops. Supplies 
in Europe are smaller than usual. 
The red clover seed crop Is Just two-
thirds ss Isrge as last year's Alsike 
seed production Is 30 per cent below 
sverage, and the sweet clover seed 
crop is one-fifth less than that of 
last year, which was the smalest In 
ten ye^rs Drought and hot weath-
er, which curtailed the production 
of clover seed, helped to Increase 
the yield of alfalfa aeed. Although 
almost twice as large as last year, 
alfalfa seed yields this year were 
near normal The carryover is the 
smallest In recent years.
