IMPROVE IT OR QUIT IT 

WE THINK the National Re 
oovery Administration is 
taking a wise course in 

deciding to abnndon the effort to 
plane every land of businesR, 
down to the smallest one-man 
tailor shop, under some sort of a 
code. We can see where the 
codes of fair competition may 
prove in the long run lo be of the 
greatest value to producers and 
consumers alike, as well as to 
wage-earners, in the large com-
petitive industries. 

We understand that control cd 
operations under the codes is be-
ing gradually transferred to the 
industries themselves, and that 
the expectation is that before 
long the hand of the Government 
will be entirely removed, except 
as it may serve as a mediator in 
disputes between industries or 
within an industry. 

But we have never quite under-
stood how the Government ex 
pected to b.' able to police the 
whole country to see to it that no 
cobbler half-soled a pair of shoes 
for a nickel or a dime less than 
some other cobbler wanted for 
the job, or that every filling sta-
tion lived up strictly to the rule 
of the forty-hour week for em-
ployees. Local businesses dealing 
only with local customers, par-
ticularly when they are small 
concerns operated by the owner 
and a few helpers, must consider 
the service to their trade first of 
all, whether it means conforming 
to the customs or rules imposed 
for some other line of business in 
some other community, or not. 

We agree in principle with the 
idea of keeping unfair compe-
tition from outside of the trade 
territory erf independent local 
merchants. We have not seen 
much of that so far, however, in 
the operations under the NBA. It 
was our understanding, and the 
President's declared purpose, to 
put the small business man on an 
equality with the big business 
men. From all we hear, big bus-
iness is well pleased with the r e -
sults under the codes so far, but 
many small business men are not. 

Therefore, as we have said, we 
welcome the news (and hope 
that it comes true) that these 
small, local businesses are not lo 
be included in the new set-up of 
the NRA.

Cushions are a possible way of 
^brightening a room with new "col-
or. texture, or pattern, according 
to home economics related arts 
specialists at Michigan State Col-
lege. 

Darning and drawn threads on 
monks cloth has been popular for 
a long time, but new variations of 
the old ideas are continually dis 
covered. Now that monks doth 
comes in lovely colors there is a 
greater possibility in its use for 
colorful cushions. Soft wool 
yarns combine well in texture 
with the material. 

When the yarn threads are 
j used for stripes or borders, the 
yarn is tied to the end of the 
monks doth thread then as the 
thread is pulled from the other 
end the yarn thread is pulled in. 
This work goes very quickly as 
the threads are heavy. Cross 
stitch designs and variations and 
combinations of fundamental 
stitches are effective worked out 
in yarns on these pillows. 

The family "piece bag" will 
provide enough remnants of ma-
terial to cover several pillows. 
Using what is at hand will ex-
ercise the ingenuity, but the re-
sults may be original and pleas-
ing.

129 in Ada Attend T. R. Clinic in 
April 

During April 120 people in Ada 
thoughl enough of their health 
protection to attend a clinic 
which was held in Ada school 
house by the Anti-Tuberculosis 
society. Of this number 123, most-
ly students, took the tuberculin 
skin lest only, 19 of whom, or 
15% had positive reactions. Be-
cause the skin test simply llnds 
those people who have at some-
time in their lives taken tuber-
culosis germs into their bodies, 
all reactors were given chest 
xrays to determine whether or 
not Uiose germs had begun to do 
damage. Intensive work of this 
new type which has been done 
among the children of Kent Coun-
ty since 1930 by the Anti-Tuber-
culosis society has proven that 
only the xray can ilnd that eurlv, 
curable stage of tuberculosis 
which has not begun to cause 
definite symptoms. 

Under the leadership of Mrs. 
Winifred (H. Linsday, principal, 
all Ada teachers took the test. Six 
people in the community came to 
clinic for chest examinations. 
The tuberculosis society is keep-
ing four adults and three children 
under observation as a matter of 
prevention.

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Payments On Corn-Hog 
Contracts to be Paid 

Speedily As Possible 

Misuiulerslnmlintf nbout tho 
time of pnynient to fnnncr.s on 
the corn-hog contracts should 
not emise Kent county fanners to 
prejudice their claims .to beneilt 
payments by planting land to 
crops not permitted under the 
contract. 

Too much optisism about the 
speed with which the contracts 
could be handled led to a misun-
derstanding about the time of 
payments. Another factor which 
caused confusion was the inten-
tion of federal authorities to 
moke early payments in some 
counties where the need was 
greatest. With the best intentions 
in the world, it is impossible to 
make immediate payments on 
hundreds of thousands of con-
tracts. 

Benefit payments are made on-
ly after tne contracts have been 
approved in Washington. Some 
checks have been mailed to re-
gions where there was extreme 
need, due lo crop failures. The 
Kent county allotment committee 
does not believe that formers here 
wish to have their dates of pay-
ment based upon the assumption 
of dire need, and, perhaps, by 
this action postpone payment in 
districts where farmers are ac-
tually in need of life's necessities. 

Payments on hog contracts are 
made in three installments. The 
first installment is two dollars per 
head on 75 per cent of the average 
number of hogs marketed in the 
past two years. A farmer who 
sold an average of 12 hogs 
year would get $18, minus 
share of local expenses as soon 
as the contracts are approved in 
Washington. The second pay-
ment, to be made this fall, will 
be nine dollars and the third 
check, paid next spring if the 

be 

contract terms have been met, 
will be eighteen dollars. 

The three payments will total 
$45, minus a small amount for 
local expenses, to the Kent coun-
ty farmer who has had average 
sales of 12 hogs per year in the 
past two years. Those who have 
sold greater or smaller numbers 
will receive proportionately sized 
checks. 

Payments for corn reduction 
are made in two installments, one 
when the contracts are approved 
in Washington and the second 
when contract fulfillment can be 
proved. Payments on corn are 30 
cents per bushel on the estimated 
yield of the land taken out of 

oduction. Local expenses will 
deducted from the corn pay-

ments the same as for pay-
ments on hogs. 
' Kent county contracts are be-

ing handled by a local committee 
whose members are Leo Biggs, 
E. W. Buehs. W. J. Baxter and 
Irving Nyblood. They are using 
every effort lo speed the com 
pletion of contracts from this 
county and V. iH. Church, .state 
statistician, at East Lansing has 
assured the committee that there 
will be no unnecessary delay in 
his oflice. 

Errors made at early meetings 
when farmers were told that they 
would get their money as soon 
as they signed contracts can not 
be corrected but these errors 
should not cause farmers to break 
their contracts and thereby sac-
rifice certain profits. The clerical 
work in the county and State 
takes time, and authorities at 
Washington must handle thou-
sands of contracts each day. The 
task is enormous but the pay-
ments are certain.

"Planned agriculture." which has 

been set up as the goal In the new 
order of things, is within reach of 
every farmer. There Is Just aa 
much possibility, for Instance, for 
tbe live stock farmer to come with-
in his estimates of crop production 
and live stock needs as there Ii for 
the construction engineer to come 
within his estimates of time and 
cost In connection with building 
projects. 

It is true that production may be 
below normal In some years and 
above normal In others. In the 
long run, however, careful esU-
mates of the 'eed needs of the farm 
and planned production to meet 
these feed fleeds results In low live 
stock costs and a wider margin of 
net returns below these costs and 
selling price. 

Tnke the situation that exists on 
a central Ililnois farm where under 
average weather and other growing 
conditions, land planted to com has 
yielded an average of 42 bushels an 
acre during the past eight or ten 
years. The operator of this farm, 
consulting tables o* corn require-
ment for hogs grown under farm 
conditions, finds that eight bushels 
of corn is required to produce 100 
pounds of hog on the hoof. This 
man then plans his hog program on 
the basis that each acre of his land 
planted to corn should make S25 
pounds of live pork. He also knows 
the acres of corn land needed to 
feed his horses, a milk cow or two 
and his chickens. He fits the num-
ber of sows bred to the normal ex-
pectancy of growing 1,575 pounds 
of pork a year from each sow and 
her pigs. He knows then that three 
acres of his corn will carry a sow 
and her pigs, but to be on the safe 
side he does what the building con-
tractor does—gives himself a safe 
margin and operates upon a plan of 
3% acres of corn for every sow. 

Such planning before the crop-
ping season starts not only may 
mean the saving of considerable 
cash outlay but also many times 
may result in the difference be-
tween profit and loss. These 
planned production figures enable 
the farmer to determine the kind 
and number of stock his farm will 
safely carry. Conclusions with re-
spect to tbe amount of lire stock 
can be based upon a large quantity 
of Information available In the 
way of tables on feed, labor and 
capital requirements of live stock 
production. The farmer can adjust 
the Information, where necessary, 
from his knowledge and experience 
In handling live stock.

Growers Can Save 
Cabbage and Radish 

Two Methods Available for Pro-
tecting These Plants From 

Their Worst Insect Pests 

Home gardeners can save their 
cabbage, onions, and radishes 
from attacks by the worst insect 
pests of these crops through the 
use of either of two methods, ac-
cording to the entomolgy depart-
ment at Michigan State College. 

Two species of maggots do the 
worst damage to three plants. 
The maggots are larvae of small 
flies. The larvae feed on the 
roots of plants and injure them 
to such an extent that the plant 
is worthless. 

One control method is to use a 
solution of corrosive sublimate 
sprinkled upon the soil close be-
side the plants. The treatment 
has lo be repeated four or five 
times at weekly intervals during 
the period when the insects are 
about. 

The solution is made by dis-
solving one ounce of corrosive 
sublimate in eight gallons of 
water. The chemical and the 
solution are deadly poisons and 
extreme care should be taken to 
prevent any animals obtaining 
any. The solution also will cor-
rode any kind of metal and 
should be kept in wooden or 
earthen containers. 

Apply the solution in a fine 
stream beside the plants. 

Tar paper disks one and one-
half or two inches in diameter 
fitted about the plants will pro-
tect tbem if the outer edges of 
the disks are bent down to pre-
vent the maggots from working 
in beneath. A hole in the center 
of the disk permits it to be fitted 
about the plant.

A total of 9364,400 of Federal 
Land Bank and Land Bank com-
missioner's farm mortgage loans 
was made in Kent County, Michi. 

En (state), from June 1, 1933, to 
iy 1, 1934, according to the 

Farm Credit Administration. 
Of this total, farmers in Kent 

County used approximately $301 
700, or 82Ji per cent to refinance 
their indebtedness. By refinan-
cing, fanners obtained new mort-
gage loans which they used to re 
pay their old debts. They gen-
erally reduced their annual inter-
est charges in doing so. In a 
number of cases, scale-downs oi 
indebtedness occurred in connec-
uon with the new loans. These 
and other advantages benefitted 
fanners primarily. Becondaril>, 
creditors benefitted from the re-
ceipt of cash or bonds in exchange 
for obligaUons they held. 

Of the loan money used by 
farmers in Kent County for re-
financing their debts, about $180,-
400. it was estimated, repaid their 
debts to banks; $14,900, their 
taxes; $3,300, their debts to mer-
chants; $103,100, their debts to 
others, or creditors not separ-

ately classified, including private 
mortgage lenders, mortgage loan 
companies, retirtd farmers and 
many others to whom farmers 
were in debt. 

A total of about $82,700 of 
loans in the county was used for 
purposes other than the refinan-
cing of borrowers* debts. Of this 
sum, $44,100 was used for the 
IHirchase of land and equipment, 
the construction or improvement 
of buildings, and for general ag-
ricultural uses, including the pro • 
vision of capital, while $18,600, 
the balance, was used for the pur-
chase of stock in national farm 
loan associations, for loan fees, 
eta 

675 Millions Loans in U. S. 
Throughout the United States 

approximately $675,000,000 of 
and bank and Commissioners 
«n«2s w e r e n i a d e f r o i n June 1. 
1933, to May 1, 1934. Most of 
these loans were made to refin-
ance debts resulting from the 
long period of low farm income. 

Generally farmers pay consid-
erably less interest each year oi. 
1 , h a n o n l b « oW loans, 
land bank loans made through 
national farm loan associations 
carry an interest rate of 5 pei 
cent, but there is a reduction to 
4% per cent until July, 1938 
Loans made direct by banks car-
ry- a rate of 5H per cent, but 

.r? i i a A u c t i o n to 5 per cent 
until 1938. The rate on Commis-
sioner s loans is 5 per cent. 
Against these rates farmers in 
most cases had been paying from 
o per cent to 8 per cent, but on 
numerous loans they had been 
paying 9 per cent, 10 per cent, 
and even above 10 per cent. 

Until March 26 the land bank 
and Commissioner's loans were 
made in cash. Commencing on 
that date they were made mainly 
in the government-guaranteed 
[bonds of the Federal Farm Mort-
gage Corporation. These bonds 
are exempt from all Federal, 
state, municipal and local tax-
ation, except surtaxes, estate, in-
hentance and gift taxes. They 
are guaranteed fully as to prin-
cipal and interest by the United 
States government. In a relative-
ly short period after they were 
issued, they sold above par and 
had met a favorable reception 
from farmers and their creditors 
all over the United Stales. With 
the use of these bonds, the re-
financing program is going for-
ward rapidly.
