Goes On Record
On Leac!i_ng Issues

Favors County
Welfare Control

The Michigan State Grange In
annual session at Alpena last week
adopted resolutions Including one
that demanded that the United
States adopt a hard and fast neu-
trality policy and strietly adhere to
it.

“We are opposed,” It declared,
“to the United States extending
protection to private citizens and
their property in foreign countries,
If Americans want to own prop-
erty in other countries and reside
there, let them do so at their own
risk.”

With war clouds hanging heavily
over the world the Grange demand-
ed that all profit should be taken
out of war, and that “property as
well as men shall be conscripted
in time of war."

A resolution to purchase school
textbooks for children with state
ald precipitated a hot debate and
before It was adopted, it was
amended to provide for state print-
ing of textbooks,

Soll Program Indorsed

The Grange executive committee
was authorized to obtain a tract
of land for a Grange forest.

It endorsed retirement of mar-
ginal land and agricultural pro-
duction by government purchase.

The federal soll conservation
program was indorsed.

Other resolutions urged adoption
of the Willlamston system of curb-
ing hoodlum hunters, called for
rigid enforcement of stream pollu-
tion laws, favored corrective drain-
age measures to restore water ta-
bles, opposed spearing of fish in
inland lakes and streams at night
and discouraged opening the deer
hunting season on does,

The Grange declared labor
unions should be forced to incor-
porate and become financially re-
sponsible for their acts.

It demanded congress impose ex-
cise taxes on foreign starches. It
opposed any action by congress to
limit train length and denounced
the Black-Connery minimum wage
and maximum hour bill

Urge Balanced Budget

Other resolutions insisted that
the federal government Immedi-
ately take steps to balance its bud-
get, urged more state aid for
schools and called upon the Mich-
igan State fair to restore the wo-
men's department,

The delegates declined to sur-
render to the ¢xecutive committee
their 64-year-old right to select
their next convention city.

A resolution censuring the state
administration for falling to use
funds to recondition and improve
state hospital buildings died In
committee.

Assuming that the welfare act
would be subjected to a referen-
dum vote, the Grange decided it
would be better policy to commit
itself only to work “for the enact-
ment of a welfare bill, if the pres-
ent act s invalidated, that would
place control and supervision of
welfare under county boards of su-
pervisors.” The phraseology of the
resolution indicated the Grange
would throw its moral support to
the supervisors' referendum action.

The Grange put itself on record
twice in favor of a state income
tax. It first indorsed the balanced
tax program as advocated by Its
state master, calling for a reduc-
tion in the sales tax and substitu-
tion of an income tax and levy on
intangible property to make up the
shrinkage in revenue.

Later it adopted another resolu-
tion calling for a graduated state
income tax law, carrying the same
rates and exemptions as the fed-
eral law. It, too, called for a pro-
portionate reduction in the sales
tax.
The agricultural committee de-
clined to accept State Grange Mas-
ter Bramble's proposal to zone
Michigan for rural electrification
purposes, It reported out a resolu-
tion, which was tabled, indorsing
the REA.

CANARY GRASS SEED
UNDER DIFFICULTIES

The secret of raising lambs on
the bottle is feeding by the clock—
.ot too much at a time—fresh milk
In clean bottles—and always
warmed to blood temperature.

For over 40 years California or-
ange growers have been fighting
scale insects by covering the trees
with tents, as shown upper left, and
then filling the tents with deadly
cyanide gas. The gassing has to be
done at night as the gas damages
the trees if used when the sun is
shining.

The portable hayracks illustrated
above are mounted on 2 x 4 skids,
Each rack is 10 feet long by 5 feet

wide. Spacing of the side boards
depends upon the kind of stock.
They have solid bottoms of 1l-inch
boards, By forming them into a hol-
low square it is possible to store
a large amount of hay in the mid-
dle of the square.

When water flooded this Wiscon-
sin fleld of Reed's canary grass—
just when the seed was ripe—the
owner attached extra wheels, fore
and aft, to his tractor—mounted a
gasoline engine and a cutter bar
from his mower on his platform
truck—and as the ripe heads were
cut they fell into a canvas apron.

Baked Vegetables
Do you ever bake your vege-
tables instead of always bolling or
steaming them? Baking really is
an ideal method of cooking most
of the Fall vegetables because
their flavor is preserved and none
of the valuable mineral salts are
lost in the water that necessarily
Is used for the boiling. As we be-
gin to rely on canned vegetables
more and more as the weeks go by
we will find that they come in for
their share of baking, too.
Besides, a worth while economy
of fuel can be effected if the vege-
tables are baked, since, with the
oven going for meat or some other
baking, one heating element does
all the work. Carrots, beets, corn,
cabbage, cauliflower, squash, lima
beans, tomatoes, peppers—all the
Fall vegetables lend themselves to
baking. Onions are delicious baked
in their husks and served with but-
ter, salt and pepper just as you
would bake potatoes.
Tomatoes are good baked whole
without stuffing, Later in the Win-
ter canned tomatoes are invaluable
In various baked dishes
Beets are amazingly good baked
just as you would potatoes. Or they
can be pared and diced and baked
in a closely covered casserole with
butter and salt and pepper and a
bit of sugar and lemon juice.
There 15 an almost endless list
that can be baked as simply and
satisfactorily as they usually are
bolled.
The vegetables known as “strong
julced” are better If they are par-
boiled before combining with the
seasonings for baking,
To remove grease spots from up-
holstered furniture dip a small,
stiff brush into a dry-cleaning
fluid and moisten an entire sec-
tion of the chalr at one time, rub-
bing lightly. Dry with a clean, ab-
sorbent cloth, Repeat if necessary,
finishing one portion before be-
ginning another.

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Farmers Not For C. L. O.

Lansing — Hopes of Michigan
C. 1. O, leaders for a political al-
linnce with the farmers—an ob-
jective hinted openly by John
Lewis in a recent address—have
gone glimmering as the result of
an open revolt among members of
{the Michigan State Grange and the
|Michigan Farm Burcau faderation.

In fact, with results of the De-
troit election this week confront-
ing them, labor chieftaing of the
C. I. O. realize that their first task
is to repair their own fences before
they begin angling for additional
conquest,

Illustration of the temper which
exists in farmer circles was reveal-
ed by C. H. Bramble of Lansing,

master of the Michigan State
Grange, who declared that the
United States should adopt the

English labor polcy of requiring
labor unions to Incorporate and
assume financial Habiltly,
can irresponsible and reckless radi-
cal leadership be eliminated from
labor ranks, he said.
Furthermore, the Grange leader
deplored the lack of a labor rela-
tions act in Michigan due to Gov-
ernor Murphy's veto of his own en-
dorsed bill.
Again hitting hard, Bramble de-
plored spending of millions of doll-
ars in Michigan by the Rural Elec-
trification administration, pointing
out that figures of the Edison
Electric Institute as of July
showed that 74,232 out of 191,125
farms in Michigan now have elec-
tricity and that Michigan has led
the nation in rural extensions for
six years, offering farm rates lower
than the rates in any other state,
As for the federal administra-
tion's proposal to regulate hours
and wages for all Industry, the
Grange leader warned that this
regulation would Inevitably lead to
higher prices, increased imports
of cheaply-made foreign products,
and finally Increased unemploy-
ment of American labor.
All in all, the farm organization
reaffirmed a belief held by politi-
cians of both parties for a long
time—mainly, that Michigan farm-
ers are a hard-headed thrifty lot,
traditionally conservative when it
comes to governmental experi-
ments. The Farm Bureau federa-
tion, which meets Nov. 11 and 12
at BEast Lansing, is expected to
take a similar stand.

Farm Costs Advance
The opposition of the farm group
to higher commodity prices, as in-
dicated by the Grange stand, has
good backing of facts given in a
statement by John B, Strange, state
agricultural commissioner.
State-owned farms returned a
profit of §75445.90 for the past fis-
cal year, as compared with $108-
70868 for the year previous,
Here is Strange's conclusion:
“Failure of dairy products and
livestock prices to advance along
with production costs were impor-
tant factors.”
The higher profit for 1936 is of
particular interest in view of the
statement by the agriculture de-
partment's chief aplarist, Vesper E.
Mock, that bees have not produced
enough honey to meet their own
winter needs, all because of the
1936 drouth which destroyed many
stands of clover,

Spoem—Seulon

Governor Frank Murphy, back
home again after taking treat-
ments at White Sulphur Springs in
Virginia, is expected to announce
within the next 30 to 60 days the
date for the forthcoming special
session at Lansing.

The governor has indicated that
he wants a labor relations act for
Michigan—one that would not res-
trict picketing of a plant to plant
employees,

A firm opponent to this principle
in industrial relations is Willlam
Palmer of Flint who has just re-
signed as state senator in order to
become a legislative lobbyist for
the Michigan Oil Producers asso-
ciation of Mt. Pleasant with offices
in Lansing. Palmer favored out-
lawing of coercive picketing and
sitdown strikes,

Thus, success of Murphy's plan
for a labor relations act depends
in no uncertain degree upon the
person who is to succeed Palmer.
Political observers point out that a
26,000 Democratic majority in Flint
iast November became a 5,000 Re-
publican majority last spring, fol-
lowing the sitdown strikes.

Like the Detroit municipal elec-
tion this week, a special election
in Genesee county for selection of
Palmer's successor could easily be-
come a test of public opinion on
the rights and responsibilities of
organized labor,

LESSON FOR ARMISTICE DAY
THE GREATEST effort which

American people ever made
ended with the original Armistice
day on November 11, 1918. Much
can be learned from the study of
the results of that effort, and the
methods by which it was accom-
plished.

Study Spending
For Farm Homes

Farm households in Michigan
cooperated with home manage-
ment specialists of Michigan State
College last year to learn that dol-
lars are much easier to keep track
of if they are budgeted rather than
try to trace where they went after
they are spent.

One of the best lessons learned
by the survey is that food pro-
duced on the farm is one of the
best insurances that the family
will be well fed and that there will
be sufficient money left for other
necessities and some of the luxur-
fes.

The families averaged $207 spent
for food purchased. They ate home
produced foods valued at an aver-
agé of $143,

Incomes last year were higher
than in 1835. In consequence these
families found they had more re-
serve cash to spend for household
equipment and home furnishings.
Pressure cookers, dishes, towels
and furnace repairs were typical
expenses, in addition to linoleum,
slip covers and sheets.

(Homemade fun is still a farm
custom, Recreation was not neg-
lected, yet the farm families spent
an average of but $§1066 for a fam-
ily for a year of recreation.
Clothing costs varied widely, be-
cause some familles spent but $58
while others of the same size had
children of high school age instead
of preschool or grade school age.
One family of four spent $213 for
clothing for four persons. Health
costs averaged $30.75.

“Like the little pig that stayed at
home, the dollar in the form of
produce which stays at home may
be of more value in feeding the
family than If it were sent to mar-
ket,” the college speciaiists con-
