In our 
opinion President Roosevelt made 
a wise and timely move when he 
sent American troops to Iceland. 

T H E BIGGEST TAX BELL 

' P H E NEXT WEEKS will see 
animated debate In congress over 

the new federal tax bill, under 
which it is proposed to raise over 
three and a half billions of new 
money. The people should face the 
fact that when they spend and 
borrow great sums of money, they 
have to pay very heavy taxes to 
cover theoe expenses. 

Some par t of this new money will 
have to go to pay Interest on the 
great sums the country has bor-
rowed in the past 10 years to meet 
depression conditions. Borrowing 
money looks too eaey, up to the 
time the bill for iuterest and re-
payment of principal comes In. 

Even when all those new taxes 
are paid, our country will be far 
more comfortably fixed than any 
nation In Europe. If our people 
merely groan as they face these 
taxes, they might faint away and 
not recover consciousness for some 
lime If they were presented any 
such tax bill as the poor folks of 
Europe are required to ante up. 

THE PLEDGE OF LOYALTY 

A LL AMERICANS were asked ou 
July Fourth to promise alle-

giance to the United States govern-
ment, in a pledge recited by Chief 
Jusice Harlan F. Stone, a s follows: 

"I pledge allegiance to the flag 
of the Unllod States of America 
and to the republic for which 
it stands, one nation Indivisible, 
with liberty and justice for alL" 
These are noble words, and the 

people of Michigan heartily assent 
to them. The question arises as to 
just what loyalty Is, and how far 
it iti legitimate to crltlclxe the 
government in times of danger. 

Our pledge of loyalty should not 
Interfere with freedom of speech 
and of the press. The people of 
many European nations are in 
trouble mainly because there was 
no right of free speech. 

If those people had had the right 
to diecuss freely the actions of 
their government, there would prob-
ably have been no war In Europe. 
The American people should never 
do anything to limit this funda-
mental right. 

Our people live under a govern-
ment which tries to act as a kind 
father to Its 130,000,000 people. 
Whatever mistakes of policy are 
made, all units of government show 
a sincere desire to promote public 
welfare, to open the doors of op-
portunity to all, and to give aid 
to those In misfortune. No govern-
ment ever did such generous things 
before. 

In facing a war danger the na-
tion needs to produce as great unity 
as possible, consistent with freedom 
of speech. The question of how far 
anyone can legitimately go in op-
posing government policies, has to 
be left to the conscience and patriot-
ism of >the people. Our hearts 
should throb in love for the starry 
flag, and every one of the 48 states 
which It represents, in willingness 
to sacrifice and toll and struggle 
for our grand country. 

T H E HAPPY FAMILY 

f p H E SUGGESTION was made to 
the National Education associa-

tion a t its recent convention, that 
more stress be laid on training) 
children for happy family life. 
Teachers may say that so many 
duties are laid on their overworked 
hours already, that they can't take 
on any new instruction about family 
life, and that that problem is up to 
the parents. 

Teachers will get an idea from 
this suggestion, and will see chances 
to drop useful seeds of thought 
into the youthful mind. They can 
well tell their children that family 
life Is a most essential element in 
national existence. An unhappy 
family is like a tree attacked by 
some pest. Something is eating into 
the vitality of tha t tree, and It is 
up to all the members of the 
family to do whatever is neces-
sary to prevent some loss of its 
power. 

What constitutes a happy family? 
It could be defined as a family in 
which parents and chUdren are 
working .harmoniously, and in 
which every member of the family 
lives an unselfish life, and t r k s 
to contribute to the welfare of all 
in that home.

In trying to correct 
such a condition, ft U difficult to 
convince people that they are sel-
fish. People, both young and old-
get their minds firmly fixed on the 
things they want personally, and

•somebody else wants. 

A family in which the parents are 
willing to give a plenty of time to 
instruct their children and play with 
them, is usuelly happy. The chil-
dren also have to make contr i lu 
tions to the happy family life.

Issues Warning 

Watei From Springs or Non-In-
spected Weils Should Not Be Used 
Until Water Has Been Tested 

Dr. J. D. Brook, M. D., Kent 
County Health Officer, has request-
ed the Ledger to publish the follow-
ing warning: 

"I t has come to my attention that 
a number of Lowell residents, to 
avoid the use of the safe municipal 
water, are obtaining their supply for 
drinking and domestic use f rom 
springs and abandoned wells. This 
practice Is dangerous because It may 
result In severe sickness caused by 
drinking a possible contaminated 
water. 

"Water from springs and aban-
doned or non-Inspected wells should 
not be used until the water has 
been tested and the well or spring 
Inspected as to Its construction and 
safety. 

"Your village health officer, Dr. H. 
P. Gotfredsen, Is prepared to take 
wator samples from any spring or 
well upon request. All samples of 
water must be taken by your health 
officer In official containers. Under 
state rules all other samples sen t in 
for examination will be rejected. 

"But your best and safest, bet is 
to use water from tho village 
municipal supply which Is regularly 
tested by the State Department of 
Health Laboratory. Don't gamble 
with your health.

ONE AND ONE-HALF MILLION 
men in the armed forces of the 
nation are working, at $21 a month, 
with inadequate tools to prepare 
themselves for the Job of defending 
American liberties, the American 
way of life. 

Thousands of other men are re-
fusing to work at wages of from $160 
to better than $200 a month so the 
$21 a month men may be provided 
with the tools needed to defend our 
liberties. 

We do not want government op-
erated Industry. It cannot be as ef-
ficient as when privately operated. 
We do want, and demand, that pri-
vately operated Industry be operat-
ed without excessive profits and the 
government levies heavy excess 
profits taxes to prevent any possi-
bility of war profits.

B e i n g B u i l t b y D o c t o r 
Dr. Ernest Orlando Lawrence, the 

atom smasher of the University of 
California, is working on what is be-
lieved to be the most powerful atom 
smasher ever conceived by the mind 
of man. It is scientifically known 
as the cyclotron. 

With this gigantic new cyclotron, 
which will be finished three years 
hence. Dr. Lawrence hopes to pene-
trate the secrets of the mysterious 
cosmic rays by literally creating 
them in the laboratory. 

With it Dr. Lawrence and fellow 
workers hope to Increase the pro-
duction of practical atomic power 
and the transmutation of the ele-
ments never before dreamed. 

When completed, it will look 
something like the Taj Mahal with 
the pinnacles lopped off. Its huge 
electromagnet alone will weigh 
4.000,000 pounds. The gargantuan 
cyclotron will permit a frontal at-
tack on a colossal scale against the 
nuclei of the atoms—so colossal, in 
fact, it will create 100,000,000 elec-
tron volts.

Mr. Ford wanted to help 
these families by giving boys 
of 17, 18 and 19 years of age 
belonging to them, an oppor-
tunity to make more of their 
lives. 

Ever since the frost left the 
ground last April these lads 
have been working two 320-
acre tracts of f a rm land which 

the last of the produce is sold 
there will be approximately 
$18,000 in earnings to be split 
in equal shares among the 130 
you ths , the d ' r e c t o r of t h e 
camps estimaU*. This will be 
in addition to the two dollars 
a day, plus food and lodging 
each boy received throughout 
the season.
