Fox Trapping Help 
Is Now Available 

Farmers Losing Poultry Should 
Report Damage to County Agent; 
State Legislature Appropriated 
Money to Finance Cost of Control 

ChMlng red fox over hill and 
dale may be romantic sport for 
red-coated Kentucky and Virginia 
huntsmen astride their horaes and 
followed by a pack of hounds, but 
the sight of a red fox makes some 
Michigan poultry and livestock pro-
ducers "see red." 

Holw farmers can eliminate the 
red fox waa outlined this week by 
R. G. Hill, extension specialist In 
game managetnent, Michigan State 
college. 

The laat state legislature appro-
priated $20,000 to finance the cost 
of fox control In all parts of the 
state. Farmers losing poultry or 
other livestock to red fox ahould 
report the damage to their county 
agricultural agent, rtlll auggests. 
Then, the county agricultural agent 
may arrange with the State Con-
aervetlon department to obtain the 
services of a trapper-lnatructor to 
come to the county to give trapping 
Instruction. Not only will the in-
structor ahow farmera how to trap 
fox, but he will conduct neighbor-
hood demonatratlon meetings on 
farms where requeated. 

Michigan hunters and trappers 
last year took approximately 22,000 
red fox, according to State Conserv-
ation department figures. 

E. C. Foreman reports that foxes 
have caused extensive destruction 
to poultry on his farms, upwarda 
of 200 pullets having been killed. 
A single pair of fox killed 30 pul-
lets in one n igh t They kill Juat 
for the love of killing, regardless 
of whether they want the food or 
n o t Farmers In the vicinity of Alto, 
Caledonia and elsewhere, report 
that foxes have been doing exten-
sive damage to their poultry flocks. 

Now, however, the Foreman Poul-
try Farm has got the best of the 
cunning fox, by a unique method 
of its own. They stake out an un-
der-privileged pullet smear It with 
molasses, then add arsenic. 

Dusting Tomatoes 
i i the Modem Way 

About two hundred acres of to-
matoea in thla vicinity a re being 
dusted with Insecticide by airplanes, 
brought here by L W. Rutherford 
and Sons from an Insecticide comp-
any In Milwaukee, Wis. 

Five planes hav e been engaged 
In this work of protecting the 
tomato crop. The pilot of the pow-
der-laden plane flies about three 
feet above ground, and can cover 
about one acre in two minutes or 
leaa. Two duatlnga, ten days apart, 
are required. Only on calm days 
can the fields be treated effectively. 
The cost is much lew than labor 
by hand, even If labor were avail-
able. 

Upwards of forty farmers are 
growing tomatoes thla aeason for 
the Rutherford company. Harvest 
will begin in about two weeks. 
Peas, onions, and other vegetables 
have been treated earlier in the 
aeason by the same method. 

No matter what bug or beetle 
dangerous to fa rm crops Is dis-

If 
carried by a majority vote of the 
people, provide for a home rule 
government for Wayne County, 
which will allow the people of that 
county to set up a special form of 
government with a manager and 
a legislative body composed of 21 
members elected on a non-partisan 
plan. Thia ia the second time that 
the people of Wayne county have 
proposed thla amendment before 
the people of the state, it having 
lost out heavily two years ago. 

Other amendments to the conati-
tutlon would. If carried, raise the 
pay of all atate representatives and 
senators from the present three 
doUara per day to five dollars per 
day ; allow cltiea and villages to sell 
water and other municipal services 
to communities, corporations and 
indivlduala outside ihelr corporate 
limits and allow persons holding 
elective poaltlona in the atate sen-
ate and state house of representa-
tives to hold other offices, either 
elective or appointive, without hav-
ing to resign their state positions. 

The latter three amendments 
were originated in the state legis-
lature, while the amendment favor-
ing Wayne county is the only one 
which ia being petitioned for by 
the people.

OPPORTUNITY FUR INDUSTRY 

The CIO Political Action Com-
mittee, with itx instructions to can-1 
vassers to call on every home in 
a given area, should suggest some-
thing to industry. 

For instance, what has CIO to 
sell the people that employing 'n-
dustr j ' has not? After it is all said 
and done, industry provides the 
jobs for the workers. Without pri-
vate industry, there would be no 
need for unions and thousande of 
well pai J union officials. Totali-
tarian countries do not tolerate 
labor unions. You don't strike un-
der a Hitler or a Mussolini unless 
you wish to face a firing squad. 

If labor Is wise, it wal do nothing 
to undennlne the future of private 
enterprise. And If Industry is wise, 
it will be aggressive in seelug that 
Its story is told in every possible 
way to every cltlren. Free labor 
and free enterprise can only rise 
or fall together, and it Is foolish 
for either to do anything that de-
stroys the otber. 

WILL THEY LEARN? 

Many of the changes proposed 
In the Price Control Act before it 
waa renewed for another year, un-
doubtedly had a salutary effect on 
the administrators of the law. 

Changes in the Act as passed 
reduced mandatory fines or dam-
ages for inadvertent errors in price 
ceillngB. That colossal failure of 
two years' standing, the Highest 
Price Line Limitations order, which 
prevented many established stores 
f rom selling certain of the low-
est-priced women's and children's 
wearing aptparel, was definitely 
elminated. But Federal District 
Courts or Circuit Courts of Appeal 
were not opened to litigants to 
challenge the validity of p r i c e 
regulations. 

As the smoke clears away, there 
is the definite impression that OPA 
officials realize that, while the pub-
lic Is behind them on the basic 
principles of rationing and price 
control, it Is definitely insistent on 
OPA showing a spUit of tolerance 
and cooperation, ra ther t h a n 
bureaucratic dictation. »

Synthetic 
tires won't be available in quanti-
ties until next year. War workers 
are said to be the worst In regard 
to saving In speed and tires, since 
they feel they have a right for 
replacement. Highways around war 
plants are the most crowded, with 
speed at a pre-war level. We must 
conserve If for no other reason 
than that about 150 ihousand cars 
are leaving th- country's highways 
each month, without replacements.

Ordnance Keeps Army in 
Trim by Repairing Parts 

LST Personnel From All Parts of 

Country Prove They Can Take It 

* By Ernie Pyle 

IN NORMANDY.—One of the things the layman doesn't 
hear much about is the ordnance department. In fact it is 
one of the branches that even the average soldier is little 
aware of except in a vague way. 

And yet the war couldn't keep going without it. For 
ordnance repairs all the vehicles of an army and furnishes 
all the ammunition for its guns.

Today there are more vehicleg in 
the American sector of our beach-
head than in the average-sized 

And our big guns 
on an average 
hsavy day are 
shooting up more 
th?n $10,000,000 
wort)' of ammu-
nition. So you tee 
ordnance has a 
man-sized Job. 

Ordnance per-
sonnel is usually 
about 6 or 7 per 
cent of the total 
men of an army. 
That means we 

have many thousands of ordnance-
men In Normandy. Their inslgne is 
a flame coming out of a r e t o r t -
nicknamed in the army "The Flam-
ing Onion." 

Ordnance operates the ammunif 
tion dumps we have scattered about 
the beachhead. But much bigger 
than its ammunition mission Is ord-
nance's job of repair. Ordnance has 
275,000 items in its catalog of parts, 
and the mere catalog itself covers a 
20-foot shelf. 

In a central headquarters here on 
the beachhead a modern filing sys-
tem housed In big tents keeps rec-
ords on the number and condition 
of 500 major Items In actual use on 
the beachhead, from tanks to pis-
tols. 

We have scores of separate 
ordnance companies at work on 
the beachhead—each of them a 
complete firm within itself, able 
to repair anything the army 
uses. 

Ordnance can lift a 30-ton tank 
as easily as it can •» bicycle. 
It can repair a blown-up Jeep or 
t&e Intricate brecch of a mam-
moth gUJ< 

• • • 

So.ne of its highly specialized re-
pair companies are made up largely 
of men who were craftsmen in the 
same line In civil life. In these 
companies you will find the average 
age is much above the army aver-
age. You will find craftsmen in 
their late 40s, you'll find men with 
their own established businesses 
who were making $30,000 to $40,000 
a year back home and who are now 
wearing sergeant's stripes. You'll 
find great soberness and sincerity, 
plus the normal satisfaction that 
comes from making things whole 
again instead of destroying them. 

Yon will find an IQ far above the 
average for the army. It has to be 
that way or the work would not get 
done. 

You'll find mechanical work being 
done under a tree that would be 
housed in a $50,000 shop back in 
America. You'U find men working 
16 hours a day, then sleeping on the 
ground, who because of their age 
don't even have to be here at a l l 

Ordnance Is one of the undiamaUc 
branches of the army. They ara the 
mechanics and the craftsmen, the 
fixers and the suppliers. But their 
job Is vital. Ordinarily they are not 
in a great deal of danger. There 
are times on newly won and congest* 
ed beachheads when their casualty 
rate is high, but once the war set-
tles down and there is room for 
movement and dispersal it is not 
necessary or desirable for them to 
do their basic work within gun 
range. 

Our ordnance branch in Normandy 
has bad casualties. It has two small 
branches which will continue to have 
casualUes—its bomb-disposal squads 
and its retriever companies that go 
up to pull out crippled tanks under 
fire. 

But outside of those two secUons. 
if your son or husband is In ord-
nance in France you can feel fairly 
easy about his returning to you. I 
don't say that to belittle ordnance 
in any way but to ease your wor-
ries II you have someone in this 
branch of the service overseas.

What it hasn't time or facilities 
for doing It bands on back to 
the next echelon In the rear. 
The division ordnance companies 

hit the beach on D-Day. The next 
echelon back began coming on D 
Day plus four. The great heavy 
outfits arrived somewhat later 

Today the wreckage of seven 
weeks of war is all In hand, and in 
one great depot after another it is 
being worked out—repaired or re-
built or sent back for salvage until 
everything possible Is made avail-
able again to our men who do the 
fighting. In later columns I'll take 
you along to some of these repair 
companies that do the vital work. 

• • • 

The cook on LST No. 392, on which 
I came to France, was a beefy, 
good-natured fellow named Edward 
Strucker of Barberton. Ohio, which 
Is near Akron. 

Cooking on these transport ships 
Is a terrible job, for you suddenly 
have to turn out twice as much 
food as normally. But Eddie Is not 
the worrying type, and he takes it 
all in his stride. 

Eddie has a brother named 
Charles In the army engineers, and 
In the past year has been lucky 
enough to run into him four times— 
once in Africa, once In Sicily, and 
twice in Italy.

One of those small-world experi-
ences happened to me, too, while on 
that ship. We lay at anchor In a 
certain harbor a couple of days be-
fore sailing for France. On the sec-
ond day I was In the washroom shav-
ing when a sailor came in and said 
there was a Commander Greene who 
wanted to see me 'in. the captain's 
cabin. 

The only Greene 1 conid think 
of who might be a commander-
iu the navy was Lieut. Terry 
Greene, whom 1 had known in 
my Greenwich Village days. You 
didn't know I ever had any 
Greenwich Village days? Well, 
don't get excited, because they 
weren't very Inrid anyhow. 

At any rate ! went to the cap-
tain's cabin, and sure enough it 
was the same Terry Greene all 
right. By some strange coinci-
dence we bad both got 17 years 
older in the meanUme. 
Greene held a very important po 

sltion In the convoy. He was tickled 
to death with his assignment tor he 
had been in the States almost the 
whole war and was about to go nuts 
for some action. 

I haven't seen him on this side of 
the Channel to discuss i t but I 'm 
afraid our trip over wasn't as ex-
citing as he would have liked. But 
you can't please everybody, and it 
was just tame enough to suit me 
fine. 

One of the gun crew is Seaman 
John Lepperd of Hershey, Pa. He 
is about the oldest man in the crew. 
He is 34, and has three daughters— 
17, 15 and 13—and yet he got drafted 
last November and here he is sail-
ing across the English channel and 
helping shoot down German planes 
It still Keems a Utile odd to bilm. It 
is quite a contrast to the building 
game, which ho had Lean in.

•CmZENSHlP' TRAINING • 
FOR U. 8. YOUTH 

IN 1917 A GROUP representing 
many lines of industry, banking, 
transportation and the professions, 
sat around a large table in a Chicago 
club. They had met to discuss ways 
and means of securing congressional 
enactment of a national universal 
military training law, a law th&t 
would put all American boys, as they 
attained the age of 19 years. Into an 
army camp for a portion of one 
year. 

At that meeUng I told those men 
they could not secure the enactment 
of any measure enUUed "compul-
sory military training." If they 
would change the title to "citizen-
ship training," with no change In 
the provisions of the bill other than 
the subptltuUon of "citizenship" for 
"military," they could create a sen-

ytiment that would force It through 
congress. Industrial workers and 
the fanners would not support, but 
would oppose, any provision for 
making soldiers of their sons. They 
would support legislation for making 
better ciUzens. To bring the boys 
of all, so called, classes of people 
together, to live for a number of 
months under exact conditions, 
would break down the then growing 
tendency to class disUncUons, and 
make for a more homogeneous clU-
zenship. 

What was true in 1917 Is equally 
true today. Today, as then, the 
mass of the American people will 
support any measure for making 
better American citizenship by in-
stilling in our youth a better knowl-
edge of what citizenship means, and 

j the advantages It offers. Put the 
boys into barracks, or under canvas, 
together, under exact conditions for 
all. where distinction is earned by 
merit alone, and the future of our 
Republic would be largely solved.

University. Yorkwln la a high yield-
ing wheat Inherently realatant to 
loose amut though not quite as stiff 
strawed aa American Banned.

The current Issue of the Sugar 
Beet Journal haa excellent article 
on "Why Grow Weeda" by Boyd 
Churchill, of Michigan State Col-
lege.

Weeds Cut Crop Yle^d 

"A few weeds In a sugar beet 
or oats field will not affect the 
yield of thoae cropa but a heavy 
Infeatatlon will. Results of experi-
ments In some states indicate that 
wheat yielda were 84.4 per cent 
lower on blnd-weed-infeated aoll. 
Oata yielda were 46.8 per cent low-
er and barley yields were 65.1 per 
cent lower. 

When crop yielda are reduced by 
weeds In thla par t of the United 
Statea, one of the cauaes Is insuf-
ficient aoll molatbre for both crop 
and weeda Weeda vary In their 
moisture requirements. P i g w e e d 
and Russian thistle, for Instance, 
require approximately SOO pounds 
of water to produce a pound of dry 
matter. Such weeds as lamb's quar-
ter require about 600 pounds, while 
ragweed requires over 900 pounds. 
The requirement for corn la about 
350 pounds while wheat, oats, bar-
ley, potatoes and augar beets all 
require about 400 to 600 pounds.

Remembering the city's ring of 
military al iporta the concrete 
strips of which are wide as super 
boulevards, we nodded In under-
standing. 

I t was Jacques Marquette, the 
Catholic explorerpr ies t who estab-
lished the first setUement of Eu-
ropeans In Michigan at Sault Ste. 
Marie. 

Thus you have the ever astonish-
ing fact tha t this northern city 
antedatea all but two cltiea on the 
North American continent and the 
entirety of Michigan. 

Father Marquette founded a 
church for 2.000 Indiana who lived 
along the loud rapids of the river 
here. He had left France in 1666 a t 
tho age of 29. Marquette's arrival 
bad been preceded by Etlenne 
Brule, the first man to reach the 
northern lakes, who visited the 
rapida In 1612. 
# When the Jesuit prieata gazed 
upon this spot, they are aaid to 
have exclaimed "Sault" (falls) and 
later "Salnte Mary", believing that 
only the Blessed Virgin could pos-
sibly approach anything so beauti-
ful.
