U. 8. Army in Japan sends another

interesting letter to Ledger readers,

which reads as follows:
Yokohama, Dec. 6, 1045

Had an interesting trip today.
Went to Uraga, down the coast
from Yokohama about 35 miles, a
small port but a fairly good one.
We went down with Pathe news-
reel men to get a story on the ar-
rival of the Japanese repatriates
who were brought from relocation
centers in the States. These Japs,
some 1500 of them, lived in our
country before Dec. 7, 1841, and
were held in relocation centers
throughout the war. There were
75 diplomats and newspaper men
from Germany.

We went down from Yokohama
in two jeeps, loaded with camera
equipment and photographers, di-
rectors, interpreters and men from
our office. It is about an hours
drive over the worst kind of rough
roads. We arrived at the port too
late for the morning picket boat
so had to walt until after lunch
(C rations from the can) to go out.
The ship that brought the Japs
home was the U, 8. 8, Gen. Randall,
the same ship which brought me
to Japan last month. We went out
to the Randall in a small steam
launck that was used by the Japs
during the war as a sub-chaser.
They brought us alongside two bar-
ges tied to the side of the ship and
we had to jump from launch to
barge to barge to the Jacob's lad-
der that hung down from the deck
of the Randall

After the war-time shortage bub-
ble gum is back on the market
again.
