Pttlurellmprovemenl Pays 
This article haa been prepared 

Jointly by Kent Cbunty Extension 
Borvlce and Kent County'a two 
Soil Conservation Service dlatricta. 

Robert Hanaen, who lives three 
miles eaat of Rockford, on Ten-
Mile Road, ia convinced that pas-
ture Improvement returna good 
dividends. 

Mr Hansen was one of the first 
cooperators of the Northeast Kent 
Boil Conservation District. With 
the ^sistance of technicians of the 
local Soil Gonaervation Service 
offic" Mr. Hansen developed a com-
plete farm plan to help control 
erosion and Increase production. 

The major source of income on 
this farm Is from the sale of dairy 
products. One of the majgr prob-
lems waa the production of good 
hay and pasture. I t waa decided 
that work should begin on a very 
rolling badly eroded native paature 
field. At one time this field had 
grown corn but due to erosion had 
been retired from crop land. The 
pasture waa very thin and provided 
little food for llveatock. The soli, 
an Isabella sandy loam, is typical 
of many farms in this area. \ 

The first step in the improvement 
program was testing to determine 
the lime requirements: two tons of 
ground limestone was applied per 
acre. From p u t experience Mr. 
Hansen knew that plowing this 
field created too great an erosion 
hazard so the seed-bed vrtuj pre-
pared with only a field cultivator 
and disk harrow. The area was 

field cultivated twice during the 
fall; early the following spring cul-
tivation continued until the seed-
bed waa prepared. Mr. Hansen re-
ports that during the heavy rains 
in the spring of 1W7 thla field 
ahowed little or no erosion while 
other fields on this and surrounding 
farms th.it had been plowed were 
badly gullied. 

A mixture of 7 pounds of alfalfa. 
3 pounds of red clover, 1 pound of 
Ladlno clover and 3 pounds of 
brome grass waa sown per acre on 
May 10. 1M7. A light seeding of 
oats acted aa a companion crop; 
the oats were paateured off before 
ripening. Mr. Hansen believes that 
this method Is satisfactory If the 
cattle are taken off befora any 
damage can be done to the new 
seeding. It waa recemmended that 
an application of 400 pounda of 
0-20-20 fertilizer be applied at the 
time of seeding. It waa Impossible 
to obtain thla fertilizer, however, 
an application of 360 pounds of 
4-16-4 were applied. A few light 
spots In the filed were top-dressed 
with barnyard manure. 

Mr. Hansen believes this treat-
ment will last about four years, at 
which time the field will be re-
Be eded. 

Directors of the Northeast Kent 
Soil Conservation Diatrlct feel that 
nearly every farmer should profit 
by carrying out a "pasture 1m-

rovement program."

Final Installment 
The district of Kona Is sunny, 

green and right now, covered with 
brilliant clumps of Bonjalnvlllla 
that almost knock your eyes out. 
We drove past one hillside that 
wns just it riot of solid color. They 
had everything from daisies to 
canna lilies In there and it was 
really something to see. 

I forgot to tell you that we stop-
jped at a rehabilitation center at 
Hllo and bough piles of lauhala 
(straw) goods to send home as 
they're much cheaper there and 
are made by discharged TB pa-
tients. Those mats I sent you at 
Christmas are also m a d e of 
lauhala. " * 

We got to Kona Inn, where we 
spent two nights. In time for a 
shower and a wonderful supper. 
Our room reminded me of some of 
the nlccst cabins we had on the way 
to California and It waa so clean 
and beautiful we Just loved it. It 
looked right out on the Tdcky, 
splashing coast and we couldn't 
have asked for a pleasanter place 
to stay. I sent post cards to all of 
you from there so someone haa 
picture of the place. Of course we 
took a million pictures of the place 
and I'll send some as soon as we 
get them. Went to bed soon after 
eating as we were tired and wanted 
to be up early. 

'Early It was. at 6:00. to be exact. 
We went for a swim in the salt 
water pool and It was very rofresh-
Ing. By the end of our stay I was 
diving and swimming like a veteran 
and now I could kick myaelf for not 
having learned before. 

That morning we drove along the 
coast to the city of Refuge which 
is a long black point of lava rock 
sticking out into the sea. The 
natives used to go there to have 
their sins forgiven, thus the name. 
Elmer told us so many of the inter-
estlngs folk legends that I can only 
hope to remember half of them. 
Then he walked up a cocoanut 
tree and got two nuts and cracked 
them for us. We took a picture of 
him coming down and I hope it 
turns out O. K. Wa climbed all 
around on the rocks and attna back 
to the Inn for dinner.
