Haxel M. Loeh. as-
sistant professor of astronomy .at 
the University of Michigan. 

The official arrival of winter, the 
appearance of some of the most 
beautiful s tars In the heavens and 
the never-ending mystery of the 
Christmas s tar help to arouse the 
fnt*reat of both the amateur and 
professional astronomer, she ra-
pe rts. 

For the record, winter will arrive 
officially a t 11:24 p. m. on Wednes-
day, Dec, H , when the sun enters 
the winter solstice. The shortest 
day of the year occurs then but 
this also means that the sun win 
be heading northward again af ter 
dropping more than 28 degrees 
south of the equator. 

"The mystery of the Christmas 
s tar stirs men's thoughts and 
imagination," Dr. Losh says. "Every-
one Is familiar with the story of 
how a bright star directed the wise 
men, bearing gifts for the newborn 
Chr is t to Bethlehem. But the as-
tronomical information Is too In-

• Interesf In astronopiy reaches Its 

highest peak each December, ac-
cording to Dr. Hazel M. Losh, as-
sistant professor of astronomy ^ t 
the University of Michigan. 

The official arrival of winter, the 
appearance of some of the most 
beautiful stars in the heavens and 
the never-ending mystery of the 
Chiistmas star help to arouse the 
nilereat of both the amateur and 
professional astronomer, ahe re-
ports. 

For the record, winter will arrive 
officially at 11:S4 p. m. on Wednes-
day, Dec. a . when the sun enters 
the winter solstice. The shortest 
day of the year occurs then but 
this also means that the sun will 
be heading northward again a f t e r 
dropping more than 28 degrees 
south of the equator. 

"The mystery of the Christmas 
star stirs men's thoughts and 
Imagination," Dr. Losh says. "Every-
one Is familiar with the story of 
how a bright star directed the wise 
men. bearing gifts for the newborn 
Christ, to Bethlehem. But the as-
tronomical information is too In-
C9mplete and t h e date and early 
calendar too uncertain for any def-
inite conclusions to be drawn aa to 
the identity of thla atar. 

Venus Is mentioned most fre-
quently since It U in a favored 
position for the Christmaa season, 
the University astronomer reports. 
During the month, Venus will be a 
"miraculously beauUful and bril-
liant" object in the southwest twl-

^ light and will reach Ita greatest 
brllllpnce on Christmas n igh t 
• "Besides Venus, a bright meteor, 
a bright comet, a new s tar or nova 
or an unusual grouping of two or 
more planets have been suggested 
aa other possibilities aa the Christ-
mns star 1,949 years ago," Dr. Losh 
says. This year, Venus passed Just 
to tho south of Jupi ter on the night 
of December 6, providing an un-
usual attraction in the heavens. 

While there will be many beauU-
ful stars In the December sky. Dr. 
Losh calls particular attenUon to 
the ITorthern Cross which Mil be
