elf High as t i j date when a brave 
band of warric-s staged a night at-
tack on the Ploi eers of East Grand 
Rapids on the shores of Reeds 
Lake, and returned to the banks of 
their own Flat River with the Pi-
oneer scalps dangling from their 
belts In tho form of a 19 to 18 giW-
iron victory. 

Seemingly. Lowell's entire pop-
ulation followed Chris. Burch, and 
his lads to Eas t to see t b ^ annual 
battle. In fact, the Lowell contin-
gent equalled If not outnumbered 
the Grand Rapids fans. In all well 
over 8000 people attended the game. 

East kicked off to Lowell, and 
both teams proceeded to feel each 
other out with some bOne-crunch-
ing blocking and tackling. The 
Arrows made their first sustained 
move late in the first quarter when 
they crashed from mid-field to the 
East 2-yard line. The Pioneers 
sensing a sneak through the line, 
bunched their defense, a t which 
point Roth calmly flipped a pass to 
Faulkner who scored standing up 
to give the Arrows a 6 to 0 lead. 

After atopplng an East Drive on 
the Lowell nine the Arrows punted 
to East on the 80-yd in Pioneer ter-
ritory. and falling to gain East 
went back to punt. Jack Marks, 
Lowell lineman smashed through 
to smother the boot and Lowell had 
the hall on East's 86-yd. line. From 
here the Arrows punched to the 
East three where Roth plunged 
through a huge gap in the blue and 
gold line for Lowell's second T. D. 
Roth passed to Faulkner fo r the 
conversion and a 18 to 0 lead. 

In the closing minutes of the 
first half Tt>pp intercepted an East 
pass on the East 40 and the boys 
were off again. With Just seconds 
left Both paaaed to Brown who 
was standing all alone on the East 
ten from where he rambled to Low-
ell's final score and a 19 to 0 half-
time lead. 

Lowell presented East with a 
touchdown late In the third period 
when Cohin, East 's giant tackle, 
intercepted an Arrow pass on thq/ 
Lowell 16-vd. line and ambled to 
the one yard stripe where Harrison 
went over on a quarterback sneak. 
East converted to make it 19 to 7. 

The fireworks really broke loose 
in the final stanza leaving both the 
players and fans limp with excite-
ment. A 40-yard pass, Harriaon to 
McHlhlney, sailed Just over the 
Lowell safety's reach and Eas t had 
another touchdown and the score 
read 18 to Id.

Faulkner, Roth and Brown stood 
out on defense, While Bryan played 
a whale of a defensive game.

Southern Michigan h u n t e r s will 
be able to use r i f les fo r deer No-
vember ,15-30—as they normal ly do 
in the fall smal l g a m e season and 
l o r predators any t ime of the year 
—unless special legislative action 
should resul t In last minu te change. 

The conservat ion commission has 
been advised by the At torney Gen-
eral that It does not have au thor i ty 
t o de termine t h e types of f i r e a r m s 
t h a t may be used In the regular 
deer season a s set by s ta tu te . 

The d e p a r t m e n t points out t ha t 
since 1947 r i f les have been legal 
dur ing deer season In southern 
Michigan a s f a r sou th a s no r the rn 
Ottawa, K e n t , Montcalm, Gra t io t 
and Saginaw counties . The r i f le 
also has been used since 1941 in 
par t of Allegan county In a special 
deer season held December 1-10. 

F i rea rms expe r t s have reported 
t h a t the r i f le is a lesser haza rd 
t h a n shotgun slugs and bucksho t 
al though t h e r e is hes i tancy on the 
p a r t of some persons t o accept 
this. 

The d e p a r t m e n t r eminds hun te r s 
i t is a violat ion of the Hor ton t res-
pass law to h u n t on privately-
owned land without, t he consent of 
the owner—and emphas izes the 
need for cau t ion in hand l ing any 
legal f i r e a r m d u r i n g deer season as 
well as in sma l l g a m e season which 
s t a r t s October 15.

Who's going to do what—and 
when? 

Thus far, the smoke baa cleared 
away enough for normal vision. 
Secretary of SUte Fred M. Alger. 
Jr . of Grosse Polnte is sUll the only 
avowed G. O. P. candidate for gov-
ernor. 

Friends of L ieu t Governor Wil-
liam C. Vandenberg of Holland in-
sist he will be a candidate. And 
linked to Vandenberg by persistent 
rumors is the name of Wilfred 
(Bill) Doyle of Lansing and Mack-
inac Island, chain s tore legislative 
agent and former s ta te senator 
f rom Menominee in the UP, as a 
possible candidate for lieutenant 
governor. This smiling Irishman is 
chairman of the citizens' committee 
for reorganization of s ta t s govern-
ment and Is committed to govern-
mental economy. He holds the 
confidence of both Alger and Van-
denberg and knows Michigan pol-
itics thoroughly. 

Owen J . Cleary (now G. O. P. 
s ta te central commit tee chairman) 
was thought to have gubernatorial 
aspirat ions for a while, but dope-
sters now rank h im as a candidate 
for secretary of state, the job now 
held by Alger. .
