Young stock Is housed In the Quonset building at the left, together with the herds supply of hay 
and straw. Cows have free access to the hay and silage supply. 

The "self-feeding" silo Is the first of its kind in Michigan and was constructed for experimental 
study.

More fishermen but possibly few-

er hunters in 1951 is Indicated In 
license agent reports to Deo. 1, 
the conservation department dis-
closes. 

Latest reports show over 791.000 
resident angling permits issued, 
nearly four percent more than re-
corded in the ll-fnonth 1950 per-
iod. Nearly 130,000. or over four 
percent more annual nonresident 
licenses have been tallied, but 125,-
000 or about the samp number of 
temporary non-resident permits. 

Down six percent are resident 
small game licenses, with over 
479.000 reported Issued. Non-vesl-
dent permits total nearly 2.800 or 
close to 16 percent fewer. 

Resident deer licenses total over 
67,000 about one percent more but 
the figure is not considered a valid 
Indication of final sales. Deer 
hunting season reports indicated 
fewer riflemen. However resident 
bow and arrow permits continue to 
hold a 22 percent increase over last 
year at this time, with over 12.000 
recorded.

Trim Evergreens 
Now; Use Greens 

For Decorations 
"If you enjoy evergreen trim-

mings for the holiday season you 
can" kill two birds with one prun-
ing. so to speak," says Joseph T. 
Cox, extension landscape specialist 
at Michigan State College. 

"You can combine pruning oper-
ations on your lawn plantings with 
your search for holiday greens," he 
explains. This is an ideal time 
for, pruning ornamental evergreens, 
since the needled and broad-leaved 
types are dormant at this time. 

Arborvitae or Cedar. Pfitzer Juni-
per, Japanese Spreading Yew, Can-
adian Hemlock, Silver Red Cedar, 
Canaert Red Cedar and Common 
Juniper are among plants that may 
be pruned now. Spruce, pines and 
firs should not be pruned unless 
you want to remove branches or 
correct the shape of the plant. 

Cox makes several suggestions 
for successfully pruning your or-
namental evergreens. He advises 
removing any damaged or broken 
branches to the nearest normal 
pan of the plant. Cut back 
branches that are giving the plant 
a lop-sided appearance. 

Tall, pointed evergreens can be 
headed back to lower their height. 
This will reduce the snow and ice-
holdlng capacity and will bring the 
trees down to the right proportions 
for best landscape effect. 

Cox 
says to prune, making several cuts 
at different heights. This will be 
easier and will result in a pruning 
job that won't be noticed by the 
casual observer. And don't try to 
do the whole job In one pruning. 
Leave some for next year's holiday 
season.

If you enjoy making your own 
outdoor holiday decorations, you 
may want to try the giant holly 
leaves shown In the photograph 
above. 

The leaves were first farMoned 
from chicken fence wire to form 
a holly leaf. Next, outdoor electrical 
wiring was woven around the ed-
ges of each fram« and pin-type 
sockets attached to the wires at 
the tip of each leaf. For a realia-
tlc cffect, green bulbs (C-7H) were 

ed on tho leaves. Next, crinkled 
foil was shaped over the leaf 
frame. Three 2^waitl red enameled 
bulbs were clustered over the cen-
ter of the arrangement to give the 
efrect of berries. 

In the picture above, a pair of 
40-watt red fluorescent lamps was 
used as candles on each side of 
the doorway. Other types of can-
dies whloh present fewer wiring 
difficulties would be equally ef-
fective. In fact, candles can be 
fashioned from iron pipe, anchored 
in a crock or jug-type holder and 
wired wttn a 2S-waft bulb at the 
top for a flame.
