The members and friends of the 
Congregational Church are re join-
ing In some major Improvements 
In the appearance and utility of 
the church and Its facilities.

In October new solid 
oak flush doors were hung on both 
of the outside entrances of the 
church For Christinas the Girls' 
choir vere able to appear in new 
robes, dark blue, full length, with 
white collars. Since the new year 
the old cork carpct was removed 
from the floor of the church audi-
torium, matched fir flooring put 
down and covered with a rubber 
surfaced pad and carpet, and a 
vacuum electric cleaner added to 
the equipment. 

During this period, the Women's 
Fellowship of the church has re-
placed the old dishes and silver-
ware and added a serving wagon. 
Plans for further Improvements 
are being made.

More than 600 persons gathered 
Friday, Jan. 25 at Carson City for 
the annual meeting of Dairyland 
Cooperative Creamery Company 
In the firm's garage building ad-
joining the creamery. The meeting 
featured annual .reports, enter-
tainment and several Interesting 
talks, preceded by a noon fish 
dinner. 

The assembled members passed 
a number of resolutions Including 
recommendation for state-wide 
farm and plant Inspection f o r 
shippers and handlers of m i l k 
used for fluid consumption, re-
placing the present and what 
might be termed antiquated, sys-
tem of each city performing its 
own service and in most instances 
overlapping another city's similar 
work. 

Support for Young Farmers

FFA and American Institute of 
Cooperation activities for young 
farmers; urged congressional sup-
port of strong import controls on 
competitive agricultural products; 
enforcement of exifting olen laws 
and deduction of one-cent per 
pound of butterfat shipped, for 
the months of May, June and 
July, to be used for advertising 
purposes. The May and June de-
ductions will go to American Dairy 
Ass'n. and July receipts, retained 
by Dairyland for Us own brand 
promotional work.

The farm scene caught ,by the 
flying camera for the Ledger 
Photo Quls last week is the farm 
home of Mrs. Emma Rittersdorf 
and Is occupied by Mrs. Ritters-
dorf and her son-in-law and daugh-
ter, Mr. and Mrs. Everett Bowen. 
It Is located on Marble Road in 
Keene township eight miles north 
and east of Lowell. 

Mr. and Mrs. Peter Rittersdorf 
purchased the farm from Fred 
Loucks In 1912 and did , general 
farming until Mr. R l t t e r s d r f s 
death in 1932. Their son, Clarence 
took over the management at this 
time and after five years left to 
do mechanical work. The daugh-
ter, Mildred and Everett Bowen 
were married In November, 1937 
and have since operated the farm. 

The Bowens now have a family 
of five children, a girl and four 
boys. The oldest is Ruth; now 
eleven who a member of Keene 
4-H club. Leo is 9, Roger 7, Ernest 
4, and Keith, 16 months old. The 
three older children attend Marble 
school. 

The farm consists of 166 acres, 
100 of which are under cultivation 
There is plenty of good pasture 
land and a stand of 5,000 pines 
which are 13 and 14 years old. 

The house Is large with eleven 
rooms with all modern conveni-
ences anc" Is attractive In design. 
The bat us are spacious and con-
venient, the large barn having 
been 'remodeled three years ago. 
There is a modern hog house, poul-
try house, and all other buildings 
essential to good farm practices. 

They have a herd of 18 milking 
Holsteins, about 30 other cattle, 
25 hogs, and 200 White Rock hens.

Churchil Speech 

More than a week ago Winston 
Churchill made his third address 
In a decade to a joint session of the 
Congress. It Is my reocllectloii 
the two others were made while I 
waa overseas with the Navy in 
World War H. On his third appear-
ance in the House Chamber I had 
a reasonably good scat just behind 
the berobed Justices of the Su-
preme Court and a few rows of 
Senators. This was close enough to 
observe him carefully, watch his 
unusual mannerisms and feel hia 
Impact on the audience. 

What was my reaction? One 
should divide the answer In two 
parts. First, what was the effect 
of his appearance and his method 
of speaking. Second, what the con-
tent of his remarks. 

The Churchill appearance and 
manner of speaking fell below the 
standard set by General Douglaa 
MacArthur. Undoubtedly the set-
ting for the Prime Minister wasn't 
as dramatic as the occaalon when 
General MacArthur appeared be-
fore the House and Senate last 
spring. Yet I looked forward to a 
Churchllllan gem and somehow it 
wasn't quite up to expectations. I t 
surpassed President Truman's best 
but then the President isn't much 
of an orator. 

Somehow there was a hope Mr. 
Churchill would deliver another 
"blood, sweat and tears" speech. 
Instead the Prime Minister stuck 
precisely to his prepared text. Ob-
viously t h i s restriction cramped 
his oratorical style. Neverthelesa 
It was a real treat to see and 
hear this great statesman who 
represents our staunch British 
friends. The audience In the House 
Chamber, before, during and af ter 
his address, warmly applauded this 
resolute leader of 77 years. Ths 
ovations were richly deserved. 

On the Right Foot 
The British Prime Minister got 

off on the right foot In his speech 
when he said, "I have not come 
here to ask you for money." At 
this point h>: was interrupted by 
applause. He struck another re-
sponsive note when tribute was 
paid to the late Senator Vanden-
berg of Michigan. 

There was the usual pomp and 
ceremony customary to auch oc-
casions. There were eight Justices 
of the Supreme Court with only 
Justice Black absent. The diplo-
matic representatives of most na-
tions were present. However, no 
emissary of Soviet Russia waa in 
the group. Any representative of 
Stalin would have been more than 
s l i g h t l y embarrassed by Mr. 
Churchill remarks. The members 
of the President's cabinet also oc-
cupied reserved seats in the weU 
of the House Chamber. Mr. Tru-
man waa absent. It was reported 
he watcned the speech from a 
television set in his office. 

The speech, or its content, was 
impressive. Mr. Churchill believes 
the United States, Great Britain 
and their allies can ward off a 
third global war by accumulating 
atomic weapons and other deter-
rants to aggression. The Prima 
Minister described America's atom-
ic bomb as the supreme deterrant 
and the most effective guarantee 
of victory but warned the United 
States "not to let go of the atomic 
weapon until you are s u r e - and 
more than sure— that other means 
of preserving peace are in your 
hands." 

Countries Working Together 
Mr. Churchill asserted he was 

here to ask, "not for gold but for 
steel, not for favors, but for equip-
ment" to help In the British re-
armament program. He convinc-
ingly stressed the Importance of 
American-British cooperation in 
meeting problems around the world 
and declared our two countries 
now "are working together for the 
same high cause." 

Some vital questions were left 
unanswered but after all not every 
knotty issue can be resolved In a 
35-mlnute speech. Mr. Churchfll 
could have cemented American-
British ties by announcing tha t 
Great Britain was dropping Its 
official recognition of Red China-
It was evident, however, the Eng-
lish patience was being strained 
by the policies of the Chinese Com-
munists. In addition, most Ameri-
cans would have felt better If there 
had been a little more "give" by 
the British on the issue of Europ-
ean Federation. There was a 
pledge by Englaad to help Europ-
ean unity but one wonders If that 
can be attained with Great Britain, 
remaining a bit standoffish. 

When It was all over I walked 
back to the House Office Building 
with hevetal ulhei Congresamen, 
both Democrat and Republican. I t 
was the consensus that Mr. Church-
Ill had done a far better job of 
tying up Amcrican-Britlsh unity 
than could have been done by the 
Preceding Prime Minister, Clement 
Attiee of the Labor government 
Somehow one feels a greater 
strength in the British government 
with Winston Churchill at the 
helrrt.

By II Millions 
Almost a million telephones were 

in use in the world for each of the 
75 years Hince the birth of the tele-
phone. according to the new Issue 
of "Telephone Statistics of the 
World" put out by the American 
Telephone and Telegraph Company 
—74,800.000 as of January f. 1951. 

The United States looks like a 
good bet to lead the telephone cen-
HUS for many years with a total of 
43.003.832. That's 11 Million over 
the combined totals of other na-
tions. The United Kingdom's 5.-
433.614 and Canada's 2.911,900 were 
In second and third place 

Out of every 1.000 people In the 
United States. 281 had telephones. 
Sweden, with 239 telephones per 
1,000 population, and Canada, with 
208. placed second und third res-
pectively, In telephone development. 

New York City, boasting 1,137,406 
'phones, misxed having more than 
any foreign country because the 
United Kingdom had Its five million 
or so. Chicago's 1,526,156 telephones 
placed the Windy City in third 
position among cities of thu world. 
Greater London WHS second with 
1,632,900. 

Incidentally, tnere are more tele-
phoncH In Chicago than in all Rus-
sia. 

WashingtonianM had 60.6 tele-
| phones per 100 people for top hon-
ors an the most intensely developed 
city, telephoncwise. San Francisco 
had 55.5 per 100 to nose out Stock-
holm. Sweden, with 47.9 per 100. 
for second plaee. 

The average American completed 
370 telephone c» nversations during 
1950. 

Some 50 million, two-thirds of the 
total telephones in the world, are 
served by privately-owned tele-
phone companies. 

The Michigan Bell Telephone Co.. 
reported 1.841,206 telephones for the 
same year, but the total had grown 
to 1,944.000 at the close of 1951, 

Michigan Bell Asks 
Permission to Provide 
New Answering Service 

The Michigan Bell Telehone 
Company haa filed a petition with 
the Public Service Commission at 
Lansing requesting permission to 
provide an automatic telephone 
answering service to its customers 
on an experimental basis. 

The new service will be provided 
by a machine furnished by Michi-
gan Bell and connected directly to 
the telephone line in the custom-
er's home or office. 

Here's how the new service wlll 
work: 

A subscriber who plans to be 
'away from his telephone makes a 
' "talk-out" record explaining his 
absence. Anyone calling hears this 
recorded message over the tele-
phone line, after which a short 
period Is provided for the caller 
to leave a message. A double 
"beep" tone is sounded at the start 
and Just before the finish of this 
period to Indicate to the caller the 
time available for tha rwcordlng of 
his message. When the subscriber 
returns, he can pick up the receiv-
er and listen to a play-back of the 
messages that came In during his 
absence. 

The "talk-out" record is made 
by the subscriber, using his regu-
lar telephone instrument. The same 
recording can be used repeatedly 
or new ones made each time.

States Requiring 
Animal Passports 

Delay Shipping 
Though Americans travel from 

California to New York without 
rastrictlons, It's becoming increas-
ingly difficult for our animal popu-
ulatlon to move across state bound-
ary lines without "passporte." 

This was reported today by the 
American Foundation for Animal 
Health in a new bulletin suggest-
ing that farmers should make sure 
their livestock are healthy before 
attempting to ship them Inter-
state. 

'Failure to get 'passports' or 
clean b!IIs of health, may cost thej 
shipper hundreds of dollars in 
state fines, plus delays In shipping, 
extra feed bills and quarantine 
losses." the Foundation said. 

"Most • states require health cer-
tificates from a licensed veteri-
narian, stating that the transit 
animals are free from disease. 
Most states also require bHicell-
osis and tuberculin teats for cattle, 
mallein tests for horses, and a 
scahiss examination for Aeep. 

"Swine cannot be shipped inter-
state unless properly vaccinated 
for hog cholera. Most states re-
quire that degs come from a rabies-
free area, or undergo vaccination 
for rabies before they can be trans-
ported_ Interstate, 

Protecting our animal popula-
tion from foreign diseases this 
country has 'port of entry* stations 

Parsons where veterinarians examine all 
anffhal newcomers to make sure 
they aren't disease carriers." 

Because animal passports are so 
vital In helping prevent the spread 
of animal diseases, Foundation 
authorities suggested that before 
owners ship animals' interstate, 
they make sure proper health cer-
tificates are made out and certif-
ied. A few minutes Spent in getting 
suoh credentials may save need-
less expense and weeks of bother, 
they add«,-1.

Since the start of the co-opera-
tive habitat program in 1948, over 
2,000 Individual southern Michigan 
projects have been approved. 

Planting plans fit In with good 
land use practices and the program 
is especially attractive to farmers 
because it provides the chance to 
grow Christmas trees, living fences, 
and farm windbreaks—beneficial 
to both farmer and wildlife.

Look at that dirty 
little joint", and he pointed to a 
small restaurant—"not doing much 
business. And at this bright clean 
little place"—again he pointed, this 
time to a sandwlch-and-coffee shop 
a little farther on—"you can see It's 
doing business. 

"It's a funny thing. The general 
public will complain about almost 
anything else before it kicks about 
food sanitation. But a kick from a 
customer is worth ten times as 
much as a bawling out from the 
Health Department. 

"You go to a soda fountain and 
the clerk gives you a dirty glass. 
If you tell the soda-jerker to wash 
It. he remembers that. Ho won't 
like It. He will call you a so-and-so 
under his breath, but he'll wash 
all his glasses better after that. 
You've planted an Idea." 

Some of us complain about the 
cost of government, of which food 
inspection is one small part. We 
might rcduce this cost if each of 
us would do his share In the en-
forcement of decent standards of 
cleanliness. 

Those of us who don't like to 
create public scenes might write 
notes, either to the offending pro-
prietor or to the proper govern-
mental agency.

Debt Limitation

How High the Sky 

Several yeara ago the Congress 
,by law set the debt limitation of 
the federal government at the as-
tronomical figure of 275 billion dol-
lars. When this sky high debt cell-
ing was determined few citisens 
thought it would be necessary to 
revise it upward still further but 
the present Administration's spend-
thrift policies may push the limit-
ation to stratosphere heights. 

When President Truman took of-
fice on April 12, 1946 the federal 
debt was 235 billion dollars. In 
seven and one-quarter years, from 
Inauguration to the end of the 
present term, the federal govern-
ment under Mr. Truman will have 
spent 352 billion bucks. During 
this period while President Tru-
man heKi ciio reins our govern-
mentj wlll have added about 35 
billion to the federal debt. Obvloua-
ly, the present occupant of the 
White Hcuse and his fiscal ad-
visors wlll nevor go down in his-
tory as "economy advocates." 

Roosevelt Not Big Spender 
Polks used to talk about Presi-

dent Franklin D. Roosevelt as a 
careless and carefree waster of 
public funds, (but compard to H.S. 
T., Mr. Roosevelt was not a big 
spender nor a bad taxer. The Tru-
man take In taxes in 7% years— 
$310 billion. In the 12 years Mr. 
Roosevelt was president the tax 
total amounted to $155 billion. Just 
for comparison, the federal tax 
collections under the 80 other 
presidents of the United States to-
talled $91 billion.

Incomplete 10S1 license agent re-
turns already show a record-alfe 
bow hunting force and indicate the 
almost certainty tha t Michigan had 
an all-time high number of resi-
dent fishermen fo r the year. 

The conservation department 
says reports to January 1 reveal 
18,619 big game archers, breaking 
the 1950 record high of 16,763 lic-
ensed bowmen. Resident fishing 
permits issued total 818,134 as com-
pared to the record 819,702 In 1949, 
but final agent reports are expect-
ed to jump the 1951 tally to a new-
yearly high. 

Nearly 136,000 annual nonresident 
and over 133,000 temporary nonres-
ident fishing permits have been 
counted so far. 

As compared to license agent re-
turns last year a t this time, resi-
dent deer hunting permits number 
315,182, over four percent fewer. 
However small game license sales 
are nearly the s ime, 666,263, as 
against 567,238 tallied through the 
same period last year. 

Latest returns also show 11,863 
trapper permits, 66 percent more, 
but no record. 

Tests Show Stondord 
Oats Varieties Best 

For Michigan Farms 
Best varieties of oats for Michi-

gan farms continue to be Clinton, 
Eaton and Kent, according to Ken-
neth Frey. farm crops researcher 
at Michigan State College. 

He bases this recommendation 
on results of the 1961 Michigan 
Overstate Oat trials which were 
recently tabulated. Several experi-
mental varieties are also yielding 
well and may prove themselves in 
coming years. 

Tests of Kent o its showed that 
variety averaging 74.7 bushels per 
acre with a test weight of 36.4 
pounds. Clinton oats averaged 74.4 
bushels per acre with a test weight 
of 36 pounds. Tests of Eaton oats 
yielded an average of 70.7 bushels 
per acre with 33.6 pound' t e s t 
weight. These results compare 
closely with previous years, Frey 
states. 

Among other varieties tested 
were AJax, Huron, Shelby and 
Branch. Yields for these varieties 
averaged about 75 bushels per acre, 
but the tall, weak straw created 
considerable lodging.

Handling a 29.000-bushel apple 
crop from orchard to storage or 
truck without lift trucks in 1960 
required 2 tractors, 4 orchard trail-
ers. and 7 men. In 19S1, a similar 
crop was handled by a lift truck 
smd 2 tractors, 2 trailers, and 3 
men. Dollar savings on the loading 
and unloading operation alone 
amounted to $1,000 during the har-
vent neason.

Farm shops way be safe places 
to work or they may be accident 
and fire t raps. 

With this In mind, David O. 
Stelnlcke. extension specialist in 
health and safety organiratlon, 
calls on Michigan fa rmers to re-
model, rearrange and clean up 
their workshops now during the 
winter. This little extra effort may 
save you a finger or serious fire, 
he believes. 

Stelnlcke lists these ways to 
make your farm shop safer . Re-
serve one side of the shop for re-
pairing large machines. Paint the 
Interior with a light color and use 
large windows to Improve light-
ing. Have a definite storage space 
for tools and supplies to keep ev-
erything in its place. 

Stelnlcke also advises against 
using gasoline or fuel oil for 
washing mechanical par ts where 
there are open flames. And do not 
leave waste and oily rags to ac-
cumulate. Check heating stoves, 
pipes and chimney outlets. He 
points out that defective chimneys 
are a main cause of winter fires. 

Use guards over pulleys and 
belts of power machinery. Don't 
wear loose clothing while working 
with power equipment. Keep gog-
gles handy to protect your eyes. 

As a final reminder he says to 
have a place for everything and 
to keep everything In Its place. 

Ice Fishing Safe 
On Inland Waters 

New Folder Out 
Safe crust of Ice now covers prac-

tically all Inland fishing waters In 
the state, the conservation depart-
ment reports. 

Ice should be checked aa a mat-
ter of routine caution, however, 
particularly on lakes with spring-
fed streams and during thaw per-
iods at any location. 

The department reminds winter 
fishermen that ice shanties must 
be plainly Identified un the outside 
with owner's name and address In 
two-Inch or more insoluble letters. 

New fishing licenses are required 
commencing January 1. 

Hook and line fishing currently 
Is legal, and spears also wlll be per-
mitted on Inland waters beginning 
January 1. Not more than two 
lines or two single rods and lines, 
utilizing any combination of not 
more than four hooks, are allowed. 

Spearing for northern pike. carp, 
suckers and other species tan be 
tried in January and February in 
specially designated t rout waters. 
Jack or artificial light Is Illegal. 

Specifically closed to any type of 
spearing are Brevort lake, Mack-
inac county; Otsego laktf. Otsego 
county and Houghton lake. Ros-
common county. 

More complete ice fishing season 
Information, including other legal 
species, can be reviewed In the 1952 
fish law folder. Some 4,000 license 
agents have doples.

4SeIf Employed' 
Social Security 

Is Compulsory 
Apparently there Is some mis-

understanding of the self-employed 
person's obligations under the 
amended Social Security Act. Old 
age and survivors insurance is not 
optional for people who are working 
for themselves id their own tr«de 
or business, or as partners in such 
enterprises. If you are self-employe 
ed and derive as much as 1400 in 
net profit from your business or 
businesses in any taxable year a f t 
er December 31, 1950, your social 
security coverage Is compulsory by 
law. 

The only exceptions are income 
derived from Eelf-eniployment as 
owner-operator of an agricultural 
enterprise, and self-employment In-1 

come derived from practice as a 
physician, lawyer, dentist, osteo-
path, chiropractor, optometrist, 
naturopath, veterinarian, architect, 
CPA, licensed, registered or full 
t ime practicing public accountant. 
Christian Science practitioner, pro-
fessional engineer, or .funeral di-
rector. 

This means that, if you are not 
in one of the excepted groups, you 
have the same obligation to re-
port your own income and pay 
the self-employment tax as you 
now have to report and withhold 
social security taxea on your em-
ployees' earnings. However, a s a 
self-employed person you do not 
report yourself along with your 
employees. Your self employment 
Income must be reported annually 
on your income-tax Form 1040, 
Schedule C, especially revised for 
this purpose. 

Your first such report Is due 
March 15, 1952, covering your self-
employment income for the taxable 
year 1951 and payable along with 
the report is your self- employment, 
social security tax, which is 2^4% 
of the f irst $3,600 of your net busi-
ness p ro f i t If you are a par tner 
in a business, the tax Is levied on 
the first S3.800 of your distributive 
share of the partnership net prof-
its, whether or not the profits are 
distributed. 

However, If you have had wages 
in covered employment during the 
year, on which social security tax-
ea have been withheld, the amount 
of any such taxes Is offset against 
the amount of taxes due on self-
employment Income.

College-Trained 
Engineers Needed 
The shortage of engineers will 

be more critical to the national 
welfare than shortages of steel, 
Chromium, nickel, tungsten or a 
dozen other . basic mateilals, ac-
cording to a recent editorial In 
Fortune magazine. 

The editorial also stated t h a t 
"nearly all scientific fields are— 
dangerously short for the magni-
tude of the U. S. defense program, 
but none are short In such num-
bers as the engineering field. And 
the shortage of engineers, f a r from 
easing, is growing worse." 

AvlaUon Week, trade Journal of 
aircraft manufacturers, says that 
the Industry faces "seven l e a n 
years" of great need and inade-
quate supply of college-trained en-
gineers. Civilian production alone 
calls for 90,000 new engineers by 
1954, but only 63,000 will graduate 
from U. S. engineering schools in 
this period. 

There will be two Jobs for every 
engineering graduate in 1982 br 
cause of the critical national short-
age of college-trained engineers. 
Michigan State College officials re-
port they were unable to fill hun-
dreds of good industrial and busi-
ness Job requests In 1961, and the 
situation will be worse this year., 
Beginning salaries wlll range froni 
$276 to |S80-month.

We are again tak ing orders for 
the Michigan Department of Con-
servation. These orders can be 
placed hare a t the Extension Of-
fice and trees will be delivered 
someUme next spring. If you are 
interested In securing trees for 
reforestation I suggest you stop 
up sometime and place your or-
ders. Trees again are In short sup-
ply. The only trees available this 
year are red pine seedlings, white 
pine transplants and Jack pine 
seedlings. We however, know of 
some good sources of private stock 
that can be bought very reason-
ably. We would be glad to pass 
this information on to you. 

During the last couple of weeks 
we have had a number of calls 
from folks in the county who are 
interested in securing hired help 
for their farms. Anyone reading 
the column who would be interest-
ed in securing a Job on the farm 
or renUng a farm on the share 
basis let us have your name and 
we will get In touch with the right 
folks. 

The annual dairy day will again 
be held In Kent County. We don't 
have details as yet a s to speakers 
and etc. but the date has been set 
for February 22. Breed meetings 
are going to be held again in con-
Junction with this event. 

According to the ngriculture e-
conomists the beat buys on the 
farm will be fertilizer and labor 
saving machinery. These two items 
will help to increase production 
and lower costs. 

For those who are making their 
farm income reports, a booklet Is 
available at the Extension Office 
which wlll explain the changes of 
the tax law, most of them favor-
able to you. You will agree too, 
that a good farm account book Is 
worth Its weight in gold a t Income 
tax time. Every dollar of expense 
that you fall to record will cost 
you approximately 20 cents in In-
creased taxes.
