Reapportionment 
ToBe On Ballot 

At Nov. Election 
The p r o p o s e d constitutional 

amendment for reapportionment 
will be on the ballot at the Novem-
ber 4 election, according to the 
Michigan Committee for a balanced 
legislaure. 

In loss than a month, more than 
100.000 signatures over and above 
the minimum required were oh-
tained. This Indicates a ground 
swell of protest by the voters of 
Michigan against the attempted 
power grab by the C. L O. and a 
strong" tide of support which win 
speak In November for the b a t 
anced legislature plan. 

A total of 167,939 signatures is 
required to place the proposed con-
stitutional amendment on the No-
vember general election ballot. 

Two New Senate Seats 
The plan proposes to leave the 

Senate rensain as at present with 
the addition of two new seats, one 
representing Oakland and the other 
Macomb counties. I t proposes to 
reapportion the House on the basis 
of population. Increasing 
membership by up to ten 
members. 

It will continue to give r« 
nition to county boundary lines. 
The provision (moiety) permits m 
county to have a full representative 
If It has over 5(Kf of a population 
unit. It proposes to district Detroit 
to eliminate the "bedsheet ballot'* 
in a fair fashion. 

Citizens Behind Plan 
Practically every Individual cit-

izen In Michigan Is behind the plan 
with the exception of the CIO and 
AFL organizations, the Americans 
for Democratic Action, the NAACP, 
the Farmers Union, the Socialists, 
the Communists and their friends. 

Probably the greatest outpour-
ing of volunteer petition circulators 
ever to engage in a single cause in 
Michigan resulted in the gathering 
of an overwhelming number of sig-
natures a t no cost to the Michigan 
Committee for a Balanced Legisla-
ture which had no funds and which 
was not supported by the treasury 
of a powerful labor union.
