A heated garage Is the best
place for your car on cold nights,
When parked outdoors, you can
reduce the effect of cold weather
on the engine by burning a large
light bulb under the hood all
night.

Your engine will start more
quickly if you use a light-weight
oll and a husky battery. Disen-
gage the clutch while starting,
Idle your engine before driving
off. Do not race your engine for
long periods when it is cold.
Apply brakes gentiy when slow-
ing or stopping in winter, and if
you have the new power brakes,
test them cautiously for new re-
sponses before driving at high
speeds, Remember that it takes
a greater distance to stop on wet
and icy roads than on dry con-
