"The area a round Transylvania 
had been closed off by the Secret 
Service," the l e t t e r states.

Lexington; six honor M. P. 's with 
gold t r immings towered above us. 
Inside Old Morr ison I heard it 
was a snarl of V. I. P.'s, Secret 
Service men a n d Dean Jennings . 

"The most m a g i c moment came 
when Eisenhower came out wi th 
President Rose down t h e steps 
a r m in arm. T h r e e M. P's. in f r o n t 
of them, and t h r e e pairs behind. 
We were ordered not to s t a re or 
move. 

"But the best moment came 
a f t e r the speech and a f t e r we 
s a n g 'My Coun t ry T l s . o f Thee ' . 
T h e president t u rned around, and 
came to us. T h e n he smiled his 
f amous grin and said w e were 
the best choir h e had ever heard . 
At this point some of the girls 
squealed f r o m exci tement . I found 
it hard to control myself . T h a t 
gr in was so electric and so un-
expected."

Con-
siderable t ime and manpower 
could be saved if needles did no t 
have to be changed f o r d i f fe ren t 
Inoculations. Each m a n Is given 
typhoid, para typhoio , smallpox 
and te tanus shots.

1. Get rid of males as soon as hatching season 
is over. 
2. Make needed repairs on range shelters, move 
feeders on range to prevent bare spots. 
3. Watch for coccidiosis — drain puddles, keep 
litter dry. 
4. Provide plenty of feeding and watering equip-
ment for growing pullets. 
5. Cull all non-producing and out-of-condition birds. 
6. Sell heavy breed cockerels at three or four pounds. Select and save those 
with large red combs and heavy, plump breasts for next winter's roosters. 
7. If hens' appetites fall off, encourage them to eat. Try wet mash and green 
feed. 

Did you know that china eggs stop egg eating? Just drop one on the floor 
of the poultry house and watch the fun. The pullets will rush up and pick 
away madly. A kick at the egg when you go into the pen will encourage a 
few of the die-hards to dash after it, but soon the beaks will be numbed and 
they will learn to leave the eggs alone.
