The Kent Cbunty dairy f a r m e r s 
will have thc opportunity to in-
crease the efflclehcy of their dairy 
herd by participating In the new 
'Welgh-a-Day-a-Month' testing pro-
g ram. 

The new record keeping plan of-
fers the dai ryman a simple way to 
analyze cows In the present he rd !yea r ly milk production figures for 

present herd. 
This method of selecting herd re-

placement will give us a basis for 
Improving the quali ty of our herds. 

The cost to the da i rymen would 
be f ive (5) cents p e r month per 
cow. For this low cost the dairy-
men will get total monthly and 

as a market for feed and labor. 
This Is also a low cost guide for 
culling out low producers In the 
present herds. 

Under this program, an accura te 
basis for feeding according to p r o 
ductlon can be accomplished. This 
program can serve as a valuable 
yardstick for selecting herd re-
placement f rom bet ter cows In thc
