In this rapidly growing
industry, plans should be made
years in advance to insure an
ample supply of power at the low-
est possible cost. At present, our
engineers are studying the possi-
bility of an interconnect with Wol-
verine Electric Company, or buy-
ing wholesale energy from Con-
sumers Power Company,

Rural Lines

We have been serving on a line
running North from Lowell, more
than 500 customers, located from
Keene Township, on the East to
Cannonsburg on the West, The serv-
ice to some of this area in the past,
has been poor. We feel that we are
obligated to these customers to pro-
vide good service. In the past, sev-
eral methods of accomplishing this
have been mentioned. As this prob-
lem becomes more involved than
appears on the surface, it is also
being included in the engineering
study.

Local Distribution

Some of the lines in and around
Lowell are old, and in need of
repair, We will discuss what has,
and is being done, and what plans
are being made for the future.

Sale of the System

It has been felt by some that
the entire system should be dis-
posed of and that Lowell should
get out of the electric business.
Employees of Consumer's Power
Company have made a verbal offer
of $750,000 for our business. The
pros and cons of this will also
be analyzed by the engineering
firm. In considering this problem
we must weigh the value of a cash
offer against the advantages a
locally owned system would bring
fo the community over a period
of years.

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Check Your Trailer
Heater Before Your
Deer Hunting Trip

Hunters are being cautioned by
Dr. albert E, Heustis, state health
commissioner, to make sure their
trailer heaters are safe to prevent
a recurrence of the tragedies which
killed nine and hospitalized at least
four hunters in Michigan last year.

Deaths among hunters and oth-
ers using trailers were attributed
to a heater whose vent was im-
properly designed and constructed.
It allowed carbon moncxide to ac-
cumulate in the trailer instead of
being drawn out into the air where
it would be harmlessly dissipated.
The defective heater is no longer
manufactured.

Quick action by health depart-
ment officials and the state police
resulted in the issuance of warn-
ings to travelerg hauling trailers
on Michigan highways, Warnings of
danger were also broadcast state-
wide in newspapers and on radio
and television.

If you have reason to believe
your trailer heater may not be
functioning properly, have it check-
ed immediately by a reliable serv-
ice agency. Do not use the trailer
until the heating unit has been
tested and declared safe. Your lo-
cal health department will advise
you on the matter of checking the
heater and venting system,

Safety precautions for heaters
include:

1. All gas heaters must be equip-

ped with an automatic shut off
control which shuts off the flow of
gas fo the pilot and burner in case
of pilot flame failure.

2. Vent stacks should be of ap-

proved construction, appropriate-
ly sized in accordance with heater
manufacturer's instructions, Such
vents should be installed in a rigid
manner and should be raised at
least eight inches above the roof
line. The weather cap should be
non-collapsible with an open area
equal to at least the duct area.

3. The gas heater should be con-
structed and installed solidly to
withstand road shock.

4. Air intake for combustion
must be supplied through open-
ings to the outside with such open-
ings being adjacent to the heater
and having an area of about 10
square inches,

5 Complete and permanently at-
tached instructions for operation
of gas heating equipment must be
provided.

Carbon monoxide is a silent kill-
er, It strikes without warning be-
cause it is an odorless, colorless
gas. It only takes a few minutes
for enough carbon monoxide to
build up to kill a person. It's al-
ways safer to leave a couple of
windows open. Even if it means
carrying extra blankets, the added
safety precaution will be worth it.

Car windows should always be
left open a little while traveling
also, according to health depart-
ment engineers. Carbon monoxide
fumes can leak into the car and
cause death or illness, particularly
if the muffler is defective.

Fifty-nine persons died from ac-
cidental carbon monoxide poison-
ing in Michigan last year.

New families have the rare ex-
perience of buying all new furni-
fure at one time. It is only the
newly weds and their buying is usu
ally somewhat limited because of
lack of funds.

It's probably just as well for no
woman would want to face so many
decisions at ene time. According
to Eleanor Densmore, County Ex-
tension Agent in Home Eeconom-
Ies, most families buy a new piece
occasionally. The problem they
face is finding something to match
what they already have. Fact is,
we don’t really try to match them
up exactly any more—we just try
to blend them. Even then one can
Lecome confused.

It helps to remember that furni-
ture can be roughly divided into
two large groups—the formal and
the informal.

Formal styles often are named
after the English or French royal-
ty who favored it. These kings and
queens could afford to have skilled
craftsmen create their furniture,
and many intricate designs made
in fine woods are found in these
formal styles.

Informal furniture often develop-
ed in rural areas as simplified

copies of more formal styles. These
were fashioned in native woods and
include such styles as Early Ameri-
can and French Provincial.

Although different designg from
different periods can be used to-
gether, it is usually safer to stick
with either the formal or informal
feeling throughout the reom,

It is also wise to select furni-
tuve that is similar in gcale. Bulky
furniture likes the company of oth-
er large, sturdy-looking pieces.
Small, slim-lined furniture is more
comfortable with its own kind.

THINGS TO COME

For the crew-cut set there's a
new brush especially designed to
insure clean hair and provide scalp
stimulation. It has long bristles on
one side, tapering to a shorter
length on the other.

A new do-it-yourself kit enables
week-end sailors to rejuvenate the
old boat with relative ease. It con-
tdins epoxy resin with curing ag-
ents, a dry fiber filler, glass cloth,
tape in several sizes, a cleaner
solvent and epoxy paint- Old paint
need not be stripped to the bare
surface.

Michigan's roadside parks and
plenic tables are a big hit with
motorists.

Highway Commissioner John C,
Mackie has received hundreds of
letters from Michigan and out-state
motorists complimenting the state
for its parks and tables.

A California woman wrote that
she had heard of Michigan's road-
side parks but never ‘''dreamed
they were so plentiful and attrac-
tive,

“We recently returned from a
motoring (rip throughout the coun-
try, including several weeks in
Michigan, and received much
pleasure in stopping for tea and
coffee in the clean, attractive
sites,”" she wrote,

A Wisconsin couple was ecstatic
about Michigan water which made
“coffee taste like coffee.”

“You spoiled us," they wrote.
"“"Homeward bound, we had to stop
at the last Upper Peninsula road-
side park before entering Wiscon-
sin just so we could have one final
cup of coffee made with Michigan
water."

A mother of five from Arizona
wrote :

"“On a recent trip from Arizona
to New York, we drove through
Michigan and found it has the most
plentiful and beautiful roadside
parks of all the states we were in.
We appreciated stopping for lunch
or snacks. In many states, the
parks were so few and far be-

“Would a camper be allowed to
stay in one?" they asked,

The answer: Overnight only in
emergencies.

Impressed with the natural wood
tables and their finish, dozens of
inquiries have been forwarded to
the Highway Department asking
details.
