We are pleased to have Frank

Drain Commissioner stop frequent-
ly at the SCS office. Frank and
Supervispr Peter VanPutten of By-
ron Twp. attended a recent Dis-
trict Directors' board meeting to
learn more about Public Law 566
which has to do with watershed
drainage and flood prevention as-
sistance provided by the Soil Con.
servation Service, They were in-
terested in the possibilities of such
a drainage project for the former
“Black Creek'” watershed which
includes parts of Kent, Allegan,
and Ottawa Counties,

Frank wil] provide our office
with township maps which show
the present county drains, He Is
egpecially interested in the proper
maintenance of the county drains.
Many of them have grown up to
willows, elm and other trees and
brush. Their drainage usefulness is
now limited. Some counties have
a revolving fund for county drain
maintenance along with coopera-
tion of affected land owi.ers.

The cutting of brush, then paint-
ing the stubs or spraying new
growth in the spring with a woody
brush killer will keep s ditch free
from such growth, The leaving of
at least a ten foot wide sodded
brim along the ditch banks will
help to keep out silt and sedi-
ment. Seeding the freshly dug ditch

Many of our ground nesting
birds lose their first nests and the
first clutch of eggs In early May
when fields are plowed, You al-
most step on a nest before a
ground nesting sparrow flies away.

These birds destroy an enormous
amount of harmful insects.

Wild life plantings which form

Mildew Is a fungus that grows,
from spores, These spores are
present in the atmosphere at all
times, but they grow best when
the climate 1§ Warm and humid.
Actually, mildew is a vegetable-
like structure that grows within a
fabric . . . interlacing among the
yarns, It's something like the
growth of Spanish moss in trees.
Since it thrives on warmth and
humidity, sun and air are two
valuable ways of destroying it.
Precautions in cleaning help the
spread of mildew articles outdoors
for cleaning., (Don’t scatter the
spores about the house.) Brush
lwlth a whisk broom and vacuum
‘if vou can to remove the ‘mold.

Water Sport Enthusiasts
Urged to Leam ' |
Mouth to Mouth lmﬂ!lng:

Families planning a summer fill-
ed with water sports activities
should learn the art of mouth to
mouth breathing, Dr, Albert E.
Heustis, state health commissioner
said today.

“You never know when it may
be necessary for you to act quick-
ly to revive another mgmber of
the family or someone else near
death from drowning" the com-
missioner said, "If everyone in
the family knows how to adminis-
ter mouth to mouth breathing,
many needless deaths at Michi-

avoided."”

Mouth to mouth resuscitation has
come into broad use in the last
couple years as a more effective
and simpler method than the one
formerly used which required
pressure on the upper back region
to. force air into the lungs, With
mouth to mouth breathing, of
course, air is blown directly into
the lungs.

Mouth to mouth bieathing can
be administered by anyone who
has sufficient lung power to blow
up a balloon, Dr, Heustis said.
This means the number of peo-
ple able to administer this val-
uable life saving procedure is far
greater than it was giving arti-
ficial respiration the old way. Real-
ly, everyone who goes in for wa-
ter sports should learn mouth to
mouth breathing, and that includes
children as young as 10 years old,
and sometimes even younger,

Where can you learn how to give
mouth to mouth breathing? Litert
ature is available from your local
health department or by writing
to the Michigan Department of
Health, Lansing 4. Your local Red
Cross chapter has information on
the procedure and in many com-
munities offers classes which in-
clude teaching how to correctly
administer mouth to mouth breath-
ing. A motion picture demanstrat-
ing the proper procedure is avail-
able from the state health depart-
ment for showing to interested

groups,

“Knowing how to give mouth
to mouth breathing may some day
mean the difference between be-
ing able to save the life of a loved
one or having to suffer the tragedy
of helplessly watching him die,”
the commissioner pointed out, “It
would pay everyone to know how
to do it, whether they're a daily
participant at the beach or just
an occasional visitor, And, right
now is the time to learn, before
the beach season opens.”
