Business Population

Today Delbert G, Crowe, man-
ager of the Grand Rapids office
of Dun & Bradstreet, Inc., announc-
ed statement requests were mail-
ed to 5535 businesses in Kent
County. He said figures obtained
from a physical count of the Dun
& Bradstreet Reference Book for
January 1962 totaled 5535 manu-
facturers, wholesalers, and retail-
ers in this area,

Mr, Crowe stated that during
January business concerns in all
parts of the United States are ask-
ed by Dun & Bradstreet for copies
of their financial statements, This
year requests are being sent to
approximately three million busi-
ness concerns—to the corner gro-
cery store worth a few thousand
dollars as well ag to businesses
worth millions.

The Dun & Bradstreet Reference
Book lists those manufacturers,
wholesalers, and retailers who seek
or grant commercial credit, but
it does not include some of the
service and professional business-
es such as beauty and barber
shops, security dealers, and real
estate brokers. Therefore, the fig-
ures for total business in the Unit-
ed States would be higher than
the three million quoted above.

When the owner or officer of a
business enterprise (or his ac-
countant) fills in and mailg his
financial statement to Dun & Brad-
street, it becomes part of the cre-
dit report on his business and a
factor in determining the credit
rating of his business, Mailing the
statement, rather than waiting for
the Dun & Bradstreet reporter’s
call means a concern's important
suppliers will quickly have the lat-
est facts on which to make credit
and sales decisions, When the Dun
& Bradstreet reporter receives a
business man's financial statement
in advance of his periodic call, he
can make a more detailed analy-
sis of the financial condition of
the business and discusg its opera-
tion more intelligently.
