More than 68.000 dl? ibled vet-
e rans or the widows and par -
ents of deceased ve te rans will 
be seeing colors when they open 
their pension checks about No-
vember 30. 

Inside will be not only the 
fami l ia r green check but also 
an income quest ionnaire ca rd 
with a s t r ipe in one of four 
different hues, depending on the 
kind of pension received. 

This ca rd mus t be filled out 
and returned to the Veterans ' 
Administrat ion by J a n u a r y 31 or , 
under the law. F e b r u a r y pension 
checks mus t be suspended. 

However, Rober t M. Fitz-
Gerald. Manage r of the VA Re-
gional Office in Detroit, urged 
pensioners to get the ca rds back 
a s soon as possible, not to lay 
them aside until the last min-
ute. 

Each y e a r this results in sev-
era l thousand delayed checks 
which have to be suspended by 
VA until the ca rds a r e return-
ed.

The Health Depar tment ' s f i rs t 
Adult Screening Clinic to be 
held for eligible Lowell residents 
has been scheduled for t h e 
morning of Wednesday. Decem-
ber 2, in the Lowell City Hall. 

Dr. W. B. Prothro. City-Coun-
t> Health Officer, (^cplained that 
the pu rpose of the ser ies of 
tests Is to detect cer ta in chron-
ic d iseases in ear ly stages. The 
p rogram tes ts for such diseases 
as tuberculosis , hear t disease, 
diabetes, lung cancer , and kid-
ney diseases . 

Dr. Morr i s Wilderom, Direct-
or of the Depar tment ' s Division 
of Disease Ccntrol and A d u l t 
Health, u rged all Lowell a rea 
residents who live in Kent Coun-
ty and who a r e 50 yea r s of age 
or older, of limited financial 
means , and not presently under 
medical c a r e to take advan tage 
of the test ing p rogram. Accord-
ing to Dr . Wilderom, m a n y dis-
eases of adulthood a r e often si-
lent. Adults somet imes spread 
diseases to loved ones without 
knowing it. 

It is indeed sad when people 
belittle ea r ly symptoms of dis-
ease o r t rouble by saying they 
will feel be t te r a f t e r they have 
re t i red . Well chosen laboratory 
tests, a s offered in the clinic, 
a r e mos t valuable in uncover-
ing ea r ly evidence of trouble 
before it is serious o r before 
a person is even a w a r e of it. 
Dr. Wilderom fur ther explained 
that pa t ien ts under the super-
vision of a private doctor can 
bo r e f e r r e d to the testing pro-
g r a m . All results of the tes ts 
a r e sent to the individual 's own 
physician and test results a r e 
kept str ict ly confidential.

Most families are spending 
more on transportation t o d a y 
than ten years ago when about 
9 percent of all families had 
two cars; now it's closer to 18 
percent. 

Although the rise in taxes and 
prices helps to explain why a 
dollar of income doesn't go as 
far as it used to, most people 
have actually upgraded their 
way of living a lot more than 
they realize. In addition, while 
they may not admit It openly, 
most people are tucking away 
assets to pass on to their heirs.

The US-127 locat ion w a s chos-
en because of i t s high deer -ve-
hicle acc ident recoru—42 s i n c e 
1960—and the Ba t t l e Creek high-
way because of i t s n e a r n e s s to 
Ihe For t Cus te r Mi l i ta ry R e s e r -
vation, which h a s the h i g h e s t 
concentra t ion of d e e r a n y w h e r e 
in Michigan.
