State presents plans to Council 
for new Grand River bridge 

The plans for a new highway 
bridge over the Grand River 
were presented to the city coun-
cil at the meeting on Monday 
night by the State Highway De-
partment. The new bridge is 
scheduled to be bid in the last 
quarter of this year and com-

Sleted in about a year. Draw-
igs call for the new bridge to 

be constructed just east of the 
present bridge to straighten out 
the sharp turn at the north en-
trance. Two houses will have 
to be moved for a straight ap-
proach on the south side of the 
river. 

The new bridge will be 30 
feet wide, a 24-ft. roadway and 
3 fool sidewalks on each side. 
It will be entirely built of re-
inforced and pre-stressed con-
crete. 

Prayers In School 

Rev. Robert Webber of the 
First Methodist Church report-
ed to the council on the views 
of the clergy of the community 
regarding "prayers in school." 

He told the council that the 
ministers and priest of the 
town had met and discussed 
"orayers in school" and agreed 
that they favored some type of 
prayers and Bible reading in 
school. Local areas should ap-
plv their own standards of ap-
plication, the clergymen decid-
ed. 

Selecting the type of prayer 
and Bible reading is the most 
difficult problem. The simplest 
form of religious observance in 
the school could be a few mo-
ments of silent prayer at the 
begimrinf of the day. Each stu-
dent could then decide how to 
use this time, individual richts 
would be protected, Webber 
told the council. 

Salt Water Contamination 

Ed Burt, Lowell Water Con-
sultant, appeared before the 
meeting to discuss ideas he had 
to eliminate the salt water con-
tamination of the east well. 
This well Is now undergoing re-
pairs and Burt reported that it 
would be a good time to study 

the problem of salt in the wa-
ter supply. 

Lowell's water supply was 
damaged in the late IMO's whew 
oil wells drilled north of town 
were not properly plugged. The 
salt water from deep under-
ground came up through holes 
drilled in the rock formations 
and ruined the east well which 
furnished the city's water sup-
ply. 

Nc «Iew wells were drilled west 
of town in the IMO's after an 
attempt was made to plug the 
abandons oil test hole. 

Burt told the council that he 
might be able to pin point the 
contamination and plug off the 
salt water. Testing would cost 
an estimated $2,500 and if the 
well that was causing the trou-
ble was found another $2,500 
would be needed to seal it off. 
The council decided not to go 
too deep in the testing but au-
thorized a check of the east 
well while it is opened up for 
repairs. 

Short $S5 6N 
City Manager Olson revealed 

to the council that the city sew-
er treatment plant total cost of 
$402,700 will be $85,800 more 
then the city will receive from 
the sale of bonds and federal 
grant. The city originally plan-
ned to supply the funds for 
engineering and supervision of 
construction from general funds 
but higher costs overall built up 
to the 65 thousand figure. This 
money will have to be taken 
from city reserve funds. Money 
received from the sale of bonds 
was $216,000 and the federal 
grant is $120,810. Work is now 
underway with the first pay-
ment due the contractor of 
$8,700 for site work. 

Residents of James Street 
were present at the meeting, 
asking for a sewer up that 
street. They were told to get a 
petition from the property own-
ers asking for a special assess-
ment district and the council 
would authorize construction-

The Council also authorized 
the purchase of seven new 
chairs for the council table.

Two men killed in 
crash on Saturday 

Two men died In thb crash Saturday morning near Lowell's 
west city limits, and a third man and a woman are still in the 
hospital' in only fair condition. Two of the cars involved ended 
up In this position after hitting head-on. The death car is on 
the lef t There have been 31 accidents on this stretch o( high-
way in the past 4 years. 

A father and son were killed 
Saturday moming in a three-
car crash in front of Roth's 
LP Gas Service on West Main 
Street, near the city limits. 

Rev. Thomas Pollard. 59, of 
Jackson. Michigan, and his son, 
Thomas Pollard, jr., 35. of Uvid. 
riding together were both dead 
on arrival at Butterworth Hos-
pital. 

The accident occurred, Avery 
Block. Lowell Police Chief, re-
ported at 11:30 Saturday mom-
ing. According to the report, 
Frank DeCamp, 59, of Cascade 
Road, pulled out of the Roth's 
LP Gas Service drive and was 
struck by a car traveling east, 
driven by David DeVries, 34, 
of Grand Rapids. 

The DeCamp car went off the 
highway, on the south side of 
M-21, and the DeVries' car 
crashed head-on into the west 
bound car, driven by Rev. Pol-
lard. 

Injured seriously in the ac-
cident were Mrs. Amold Pol-
lard, 54, of Jackson, and Da-
vid DeVries. Both are in But-
terworth Hospital where their 
condition was listed as only 
fair on Tuesday. 

Others injured, who were 
treated and released were Mrs. 
Doris Pollard. 35, of Qvid, Mich-

ael DeVries, 2. Timothy DeVri-
es, 6, and David Nestor, 7, all 
of Grand Rapids. 

Mrs. Freda DeCamp, 65, and 
her husband, who were invol-
ved in the accident, were not 
injured. 

Chief Block said that this was 
the 4th accident this year in 
this stretch of highway, making 
a total of eight injured and U o 
dead. 

In 1965, there were nine ac-
cidents with eight persons in-
jured; 1964, there were seven 
accidents and two injured; in 
1963, there were seven accidents 
with seven injured; and in 1962, 
there were four accidents. 

The City Council has appealed 
to the State Highway Depart-
ment to reduce the speed limit 
in this area from the present 
65 miles per hour. 

Rev. Pollard was the senior 
Protestant pastor for Southem 
Michigan Prison in Jackson. He 
was pastor of the Valley Ave-
nue Methodist Church in Grand 
Rapids between 1945 and 1948. 

Lowell police are seeking to 
find anyone who has any 
knowledge of this accident or 
observed the blue car driven 
by DeVries before the acci-
dent occurred.

On March 9. 1866. the citv

We h^ve owned this land for 
roarlv 10 vears and havo paid 
t^xes to the ''•tv of Lowell hjst 
I'ke any other hard-working 
cit'^en. 

At the time we contracted for 
our house v e were tinder the 
Imnression that our land was 
re^'dential. 

On March 30 1966. after the 
basement was due and footlnps 
poured for the basement foun-
dation. the c'tv manaeer came 
to our present home (which we 
rent) and informed us that our 
land was recently zoned indus-
trial. 

As you can imagine this was 
auite a shock to us. And now, 
after signing various contracts 
for our first house we are un-
able to build our house on our 
own land. 

We were not InfomwWtklt 
our land was even being con-
sidered for re-zunina. Aftci re-
zoning we were not informal 
of this either. 

Now we have to go throuqh 
the added expense of buying 
land for our new house. 

Also, we will have to sell a 
piece of ground (S'i flrres) 
which Ls of no use to us for 
building, because It is impossi-
ble for us to build a factory. 

Rut then, we arc not the only 
land owners In this area who 
have no use for Industrial hnd. 

There are a few questions we 
would like to ask: what Is the 
procedure of rezonlng? Docs a 
nnd-owner have the rij-.ht to 
know if his land is being con-
sidered for re-zoning? If re-
zoning is passed shouldn't the 
land-owner be notified of this 
Information? Who wanted this 
area rezoned? Shouldn't a city 
manager keep his maps up to 
date? 

In our opinion he should know 
what land Is residential and in-
dustrial before issuing a build-
ing permit. 

The city manager apologized 
for his error, but Is this 
enough? We have invested 
much more than Just the $15.00 
for a building permit. This, of 
course, will be refunded. 

We know we are^ all human 
and we are all subject to mis-
takes but mistakes have to be 
paid for. too. 

Only the Lord knows how 
much wc have prayed f«r this 
house. But then, perhaps this 
is a blessing in disguise. 

Perhaps we will be l.appler 
outside the city limits and 
away from the railroad tracks.
