Southern Africa group study team visits Lowell Rotary 
A 1988 Rotary Group Study 

Team of District 921 from South-
em Africa (Zambia, Tanzania, 
Botswana) composed of five 
young, non-Rotarian business 
and professionals visited with 
the Lowell Rotary at their 
weekly meeting on May 25. 

The Group Study Exchange is 
an educational activity of the 
Rotary Foundation, with the pur-
pose of promoting international 
understanding. 

District 921 does not include 
South Africa, but does include 
Botswana, Zambia, Tanzania, 
Madagascar and Comoros Isles. 

Sebastian Kopulande, Zam-
bia, explained that the Apartheid 
was only prevalent in South Af-
rica. 

Each team is accompanied by 
a Rotarian appointed by the gov-
ernor of the sending district. 

The entire group is hosted for 
a period of 4-6 weeks by the Rot-

ary clubs in the receiving dis-
trict. 

Team members follow a care-
fully prepared study program de-
signed to give them an under-
standing of the family, 
economic, cultural and institu-
tional life of the host country. 

The Rotary Foundation Group 
Study Exchange is designed to 
provide young business and pro-
fessional men/women oppor-
tunities for studying another 
country, its people and institu-
tions through an organized prog-
ram of study and discussion. 

Rirthermore, it is to help en-
hance international understand-
ing by allowing men/women of 
goodwill to meet, talk and live 
with each other in a spirit of fel-
lowship so that they may get to 
know each other's problems and 
aspirations. 

The program also involves 
Rotarians in specific, practical

and meaningful international ser-
vice projects by organizing edu-
cational programs for group 
study teams and providing hospi-
tality for them. 

The five young men that vis-
ited included Garence 
Mwamba, Lusaka, Zambia; Dr. 
Primo Mel vin Rosario Carnerior, 
Dar-es-Salaam, Tanzania; 
Kagiso Keatimilwe, Serowe, 
Botswana; George Silutongwe, 
Lusaka, Zambia; and 
Kopulande. 

Each representative shared 
some basic knowledge about his 
country. 

Carnerior explained that Tan-
zania was on the east coast of 
Africa and that socialized 
medicine was practiced. "Medi-
cal bills are paid for by the gov-
ernment," he said. 

Keatimilwe reported that 
Botswana is one of the 25 least 
developed countries. "It's made 
strides in economical develop-
ment, but growth is still neces-
sary," he said. 

Botswana has a budget of 
$800 million and its economy is 
based on the production of dia-
monds and beef exportation to 
Europe. 

"Just recently a five-year 
drought ended in Botswana," 
Keatimilwe said. 

He continues, "With wood 
used for fuel, 80 percent of the

people live in wooded areas. The 
problem is that areas around the 
major settlements is being de-
pleted of wood." 

Zambia, a population of eight 
million, gained its independence 
in 1964 from the British Colonial

Every year in conjunction 

with "Michigan Week," Michi-
gan communities throughout the 
state exchange Mayors. 

'This also gives communities 
like Lowell the opportunity to ex-
change ideas and to see how 
other cities deal with similar 
problems," Lowell City Man-
ager David Pasquale said. 

This year, Lowell will cele-
brate the Mayor Exchange exer-
cise with the town of Parchment, 
a city north of Kalamazoo, with 
a population of approximately 
2,000. 

Many cities are put in a draw-
ing and are paired up with 
another city that way, however, 
Lowell picks its city. "That way 
we get a city of comparable 
size," Pasquale said. 

Parchment Mayor John Bus-
sema believes the idea can be 
beneficial. 444Mayor Exchange 
Day' provides an opportunity for 
us to spend time together, share 
and discuss things we have in 
common - pertaining to a city 's 
interaction.** 

Bussema has been the Parch-
ment Mayor for one year. Prior 
to becoming Mayor, he spent 10 
years on the City Commission 
Board.

1939," Bussema said. "Although 
there is an area to the north of 
us that is interested in becoming

Ban-
croft*! grandfather, Charles, and 
his father, R D , had maintained i 
a baseball field used by the com-
munity from 1900 to 1942 on 
their farm at 6141 Bancroft 
Road.

OSTEOARTHRITIS I 

Osteoarthritis is the most common joint disease in the world. It 
affects over 15 million people in the U.S. alone. The next couple 
of columns will deal with the manifestations and treatment of this 

common entity. 
Osteoarthritis, also known as degenerative joint disease, devel-

ops in almost everyone eventually, but symptoms usually do not 
occur until after the age of 40. The disease is a very slow process 
and will take years to develop. Probably most individuals over the 
age of 40 have some x-ray evidence of degenerative joint disease. 

Osteoarthritis differs from rheumatoid arthritis, which is more 
likely to become disabling. Rheumatoid arthritis usually has an 
earlier onset between the ages of 25 to 50. Osteoarthritis may 
occur in any joint, but those most frequently affected are the 
fingers, the base of the thumb, hip, knees, and spine. 

In most cases the cause of osteoarthritis is not known, it is felt 
to be due to the daily wear and tear placed on the joints. Occasion-
ally an injury to the joint will lead to later development of degenera-
tive joint disease. Some stressful activities such as competitive 
sports may trigger development of the disease. 

Degenerative joint disease is a more accurate name for osteoar-
thritis because this is essentially what happens; the joint begins to 
degenerate, the cartilage covering the ends of the bone gradually 
begin to wear away and break down. Abnormal bone growth can 
occur leading to thickening of the bone. Occasionally, pieces of 
bone or cartilage may break off and become loose within the joint. 
Instead of a joint where two cartilage covered bones move smoothly 
on one another, we are left with a joint that has rough thickened 
bone moving over bone. These changes lead to decreased function 
of the joint, loss of mobility and pain. Pain is usually experienced 
with use of the joint, but may also be present at rest. Prolonged 
periods of inactivity can increase the amount of stiffness experi-

enced. 
The diagnosis of osteoarthritis is made by obtaining the history 

and performing a careful joint examination. X-ray studies will help 
confirm the diagnosis and clarify the severity of the disease. Oc-
casionally. your doctor will perform blood tests or examine fluid 
from the joint to help differentiate osteoarthritis from other dis-
eases. Next week we will discuss what you can do to help alleviate 
the pain and disabilty of osteoarthritis.

I*ve been developing a theory. It has to do with kids, teenagers 
to be specific, and any material item you'd just as soon not have 
trashed. The theory is, given enough time (usually much less than 
you'd think), a kid (or kids), can destroy just about anything they 
have access to.
