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A great deal of satisfaction
emanates from Harold J. En-
glehardt, the son of a Franken-
muth farmer, when he relates
how his work has allowed him
to enjoy success and to help
people, much like the fruits of
labor his father enjoyed while
caring for 80 acres of land.

Whether it was the train-riding
hobos who stopped off in Low-
ell, who Englehardt fed each
week at the Louie Racine restau-
rant during the 1929 depression;
or hiring people to do odds and
ends so that they could pay their
light bill, Englehardt has always
found helping people to be very
gratifying.

The Frankenmuth native came
to Lowell in 1922 as an assistant
cashier for the City State Bank
- 66 years later, at the age of 88
Englehardt contemplates what
he will do in retirement, leaving
the banking industry and step-
ping down from his active duty
as FMB State Savings Bank
Chairman of the Beard. “It’s
time to give others here at the
bank a chance,” he said.

His retirement from FMB after
28 years of service will remove
Englehardt from work in which
he found a great deal of satisfac-
tion. “A person cannot be suc-
cessful if he does not enjoy his
work. I looked forward to com-
ing to work every day,” En-
glehardt said.

People around him also en-
joyed working with him. “I've
enjoyed working for and with
him for 20 years. He's been good
to me,” said Vonnie Gauger, En-
glehardt’s executive secretary for
the past 20 years. “He taught me
how to deal with people.”

Englehardt stayed at City
State Bank from 1922 until 1929,
when he purchased the Lowell
Granite Company. He remained
active in Lowell Granite until
June 18 of 1960. He then served
at the State Savings Bank as Pres-
ident, Chief Executive Officer
and Chairman of the Board from
1960 up until 1978.

“In 1960 the State Savings
Bank building was in the process
of being built and it was com-
pleted toward the year’s end,”
Englehardt said.

State Savings Bank became af-
filiated with FMB in December
of 1986 which did not become
effective until January of 1987.
“We were one of nine banks to
become a member of that bank
group. The move was made be-
cause it was better for the com-
munity, and it offered trust pow-
ers and lending facilities,” he
said.

Englehardt was the youngest
of five children in the Louis and
Barbara Englehardt family in an
age where farms were handed
down from father to son. How-
ever, none of the three boys

wanted to continue farming once
on their own. “We wanted
more,” Englehardt explained. In
pursuit of more, Englehardt at-
tended Ferris State College
where he studied banking. The
above average student enjoyed
school, and liking work, he also
enjoyed the people he met.

“At the time | finished, pay for
bankers was poor. | was paid
$100 a month to start, but [ stuck
with it because I thought it had
a future.”

He's never doubted or second
guessed his decision. “I'd do the
same thing all over again, and
I'd marry the same girl
(Mildred).”

Working at the State Savings
Bank has given Englehardt great
personal satisfaction. He is
proud of the bank’s growth dur-
ing his time there. “The bank has
grown in assets from 4.4 milliion
to 75 million. When I talk about
the bank I can say from the depth
of my heart it is a safe, profitable
and sound bank.“ “I started
working here in 1974-75. Harold
was 74-75 years old. He has a
zeal to work. That same zeal
transfers to the people around
him,” said Terry Conley, FMB
State Savings Bank Vice Presi-
dent of Personnel. “I've learned
a lot from him. He has an im-
mense knowledge of banking.
He's always been willing to take
time to explain the reasons why
to you."”

Englehardt will continue to
serve as chairman of the board,
although not active.

How does a man who has
worked over 65 years of his life,
adjust to retirement? “It’s going
to be tough, but I think I can
adjust,” Englehardt said. He
hopes to do some traveling over
to Europe and visit his niece in
Florida. “Lowell, however, will
remain my home. It's the greatest
town in the country and the
people are beautiful.*

Englehardt has been directly
influenced and affected by Low-
ell, money, hard work, FMB
State Savings Bank, loyalty, and
his mother, Barbara.

Hodges fills void left
by Collins’ move

Jim Hodges, owner of Low-
electronics and former director
of the YMCA, was appointed to
the Lowell City Council to fill
the void left by the departure of
former councilman Dean Col-
lins.

“I've been thinking about
seeking a board position the last
couple of years. But as the Direc-
tor of the Lowell YMCA |
thought it was inappropriate,”
Hodges said. “Now, as an inde-
pendent business owner, | can be-
come involved in the community
with the appointment to this key
position.”

Hodges received word of his
unanimous appointment from
Mayor James Maatman. He will
sit in on his first meeting as a
council member on Jan. 16.

Lowell’s council approved the
appointment of Robert, Lee,
Wold and Associates from Grand
Rapids as the architect for the
new fire bam. The firm also did
the fire barn feasability study for
the city.

Other architectural firms inter-
viewed for the new fire station
were: WBDC, Inc., Jeffrey
Parker Architects and the Design
Forum, Inc.

Each was asked to present its
experience with municipal build-
ings, particularly fire stations,
fees charged and a work plan.
After a thorough review, it was
recommended to the council that
it enter a contract with Robert,
Lee Wold and Associates. “The

firm’s previous work experience
with fire stations and similar
types of construction is impres-
sive,” Lowell City Manager
David Pasquale said. “Most im-
portantly, | was pleased its their
work on the fire station site
analysis study.”

The firm’s rate is at 6.8 per-
cent, Pasquale believes that the
preliminary work already com-

pleted is the key asset. Their firsfff)

task would be to prepare a final
design concept and provide solid
cost estimates, according to Pas-
quale. -

Architectural fees and other
start-up costs are covered by the
Look Memorial Fund up to

Kent County officials an-
nounced the implementation of
the 9-1-1 emergency system in
Kent County at a press confer-
ence in Grand RapwJs last Tues-
day, Jan. 3.

The new system went into ef-
fect Jan. 4, allowing Lowell resi-
dents to summon emergency
help by dialing 9-1-1 whenever

. there is a fire, medical and police

emergency. By dialing 9-1-1 a
person will automatically be di-
rected to the Central Dispatch
Center at the Kent County
Sheriff's Department.

Upon receiving the 9-1-1 call,
the dispatcher will determine
what type of emergency you
have and will dispatch the ap-
propriate agency. According to
Lowell Police Chief Barry Em-

. mons, it is important that only

emergency type calls be placed
using 9-1-1. “All other non-
emergency calls or questions
should be dialed directly using
the listed non-emergency num-
bers in the telephone directory.”

In the city and surrounding
Lowell area, fire calls placed via
9-1-1, the Lowell Fire Depart-
ment will be dispatched. Medi-
cal emergencies will automati-
cally gain the response of the
Lowell Ambulance and Lowell
Area Rescue Unit. The Lowell
Police Department will respond
to police emergencies within the
City of Lowell, while those calls
received outside of the city will
receive response from the Kent
County Sheriff's Department.

“People living in Ionia County
but having a Lowell telephone
number (897) can also dial 9-1-
1,” Emmons said. “Their calls
will automatically be directed to
a dispatch center in lonia County

where the proper ambulance,
fire, or police agency will be dis-
patched.”

Another added feature of the
computerized 9-1-1 system is
once a call is received in the dis-
patch center, the telephone
number and address where the
call is being made from is dis-
played upon a screen for the dis-
patcher. “Besides the obvious
feature in emergency situations
where the person calling can't
stay at the telephone, the system
should also do away with false
or prank calls since the dis-
patcher will know where the call
is coming from,” Emmons said.

There will be an 18 cent sur-
charge to Michigan Bell phone
subscribers for the first five
years. The surcharge will then
drop to 14 cents a month. This
money will help pay for network-
ing and maintenance costs of the
telephone network.

The effort for a county-wide
emergency system was first
talked about in 1981, but high
cost and lack of technology made
the emergency 9-1-1 system not
feasable. It became feasable
two-and-a-half years ago when
legislation was passed authoriz-
ing surcharges on telephone bills
were passed to help defray and
take care of the phone company
expense.

“The bill came to fruition two-
and-a-half years ago, and it has
taken two years to implement the
system,” 9-1-1 coordinator Har-
vey Becker of the Kent County
Sheriff's Department said.

Officials hope the implemen-
tation of the system will help
emergency service agencies re-
spond to the calls more quickly

and, in the process, hopefully
save a life.

CLUSTER HEADACHES

Cluster headaches are rather uncommon, but severe types of
headaches, and are usually mainifested by excruciating one-sided
facial pain. They are vascular in origin, which means that, like
migraines, they are related to the blood vessels in the head. They
are sometimes confused with migraine headaches or trigeminal
neuralgia, two distinct entities which may also cause facial pain.

Cluster headaches occur most frequently in young men and tend
to erupt in episodes or “clusters”, that last from six to twelve
weeks. During an episode, the patient usually experiences a
headache each day. The pain, which can last from thirty minutes
to upwards of two hours, is usually intense, one sided, and may
be associated with nasal congestion or runny nose, reddening and

tearing of the affected eye.

A family history of cluster headaches is rarely present. There
has been found to be a significant association between cluster

leadaches and peptic ulcer disease; the incidence of peptic ulcer
disease is twice as high in patients with cluster headaches as in

the general population.

The cause of cluster headaches remains obscure, but there ap-
pears to be an associated sensitivity in the affected patient to
histamine. This association is based on the clinical observation
that small amounts of histamine given in subcutaneous injection
induced headache indentical to those occurring spontaneously.

Once the diagnosis of cluster headache is made, treatment is
directed at prevention of the headaches rather than medicating the
acute episode only. Lithium Carbonate is the drug of choice for
prevention of chronic cluster headaches. Prednisone is a steroid
drug, and is also used, but primarily to prevent headaches which

cur in episodic fashion only. Other drugs are safe and effective
and it is the decision of your physician to opt for whichever prep-
aration is best suited to your type of cluster headache and how

frequently you suffer from it.

They're weird
because they're unique and unique because they're weird. Geog-
raphically, they begin off the southern tip of Florida and swing
south and west for about 150 miles into the Gulf of Mexico. They
are connected by a string of 55 bridges, the longest of which is
seven miles in length and aptly called “The Seven Mile Bridge”
See, | told you they were weird. Don't believe the horror stories
about the narrow bridges. The old, and extremely narrow bridges
have all been replaced. In many cases the old bridges have been
left for foot traffic and as fishing piers. If you go there, try to
imagine crossing one of those old bridges in your motor home
with a semi truck barreling toward you. I understand that for years
there was a fellow with a lucrative truck and RV mirror business
at the north end of the Seven Mile Bridge. Weird.

An old boy named Flagler built the first string of bridges down
through the Keys for his railroad back in the 1800's. He was
regarded much the same as Mr. Fulton and his steamship, but when
the trains started running, everybody thought he was a genius.
Unfortunately, a big hurricane came along one day, blew his railroad
away, and everybody thought he was nuts again. Eventually the
government took Mr. Flagler's ideas, buiit bridges, and extended
U.S. | (which starts in Maine) all the way out to Key West. Weird.

The Keys are moderated by the warm waters of the Gulf of
Mexico on one side, and the flow of the Gulfstream along the
Atlantic side. Consequently, temperatures in the Keys are usually
a bit milder than southern Florida in winter and tropical breezes
air condition them in summer. So, the Keys have become a haven
for northern snowbirds in the winter and south Floridians escaping
the stifling heat of the Miami area in the summer. Kinda’ like a
heat pump system, and [ don’t know how they work either. Weird.

The Keys are full of weird stuff. A bat tower is an historical
site on Sugarloaf Key. Way back when, some guy had the bright
idea of importing bats to help control the mosquitoes. The tower
was built as a nesting place for the bats. The idea never worked,
and now the mosquitoes are kept in check by spraying the islands
occasionally. Of course they don't use a normal crop duster, they
use mammoth DC-3s as duster planes. Let me tell ya', watching
a DC-3 do low level duster work is really a sight. Weird.

Up here the primary fixtures in the sky are the sun and the moon
They have those down there too, but they are one up on us with
“Fat Albert”. Albert is a big blimp the Navy keeps tethered a few
thousand feet up over Sugaloaf Key. It’s full of electronic survei-
lance gear to track planes smuggling drugs and to keep an eye on
what Fidel is up to down in Cuba. A big photograph of “Fat Albert”
hangs in the office at the Key West Airport. A wamning to pilots
inscribed under the photo reads, “Worse than the weather, is running
into the tether”. Weird.

To me, and to anyone who truly enjoys the Keys, you have (0
bg able to get out on the water. The Keys are tiny specks of land
with one road running through them. They are congested, and it's
easy to go “Island Happy" without a boat. Once out on the water,
you've got the entire Atlantic Ocean on one side and the Gulf of
Mexico on the other. Talk about wide open spaces. Boaters do
need to be wary of reefs and shallows in the Keys. They are tricky
walers to navigate, and there is a popular saying there that goes.

You haven't been around, unless you been aground”. Weird.

Well, I've rambled on longer than I normally do, and I still
haven't touched on lots of weird things, like stilt houses, stone
crabs, Key deer, pelicans, Key West, Mel Fisher, pirate lore, palm
trees, Jimmy Buffett, Captain Tony's and a whole list of things
you won't see around here. Since I'm always in search of material.
look for my observations on the Florida Keys to become a series
for at least a couple more cold, wintery weeks here in the frozen

north. By the way, the temperatures were in the mid-eighties every
day we were there.

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State funds to expand Michigan snowmobiling

Increased state funds for trail
maintenance and a mounting
number of registered snow-
mobiles indicate a strong
statewide comeback for snow-
mobiling, reports AAA Michi-
gan.

" A $2.5 million one-time state
appropriation last year contri-
buted to the purchase of 42 new
snow-grooming machines and
trail maintenance. An additional
$2.5 million this year--$1.5 mil-

Veterans: Benefits are available

Although over $32 billion
were paid out in veterans be-
nefits last year, billions more
went unclaimed in the past few
years. Every year eligibility for
benefits and the array of availa-
ble benefits are changed and a
very few veterans or their sur-
vivors keep up with the latest
rules. Because of this, and
changes in their circumstances,
many veterans, their families
and survivors are now entitled to
money and other benefits from
the government even though
they were not eligible in the past.

These were the findings of
study group of the Consumer
Education Research Center, a
|9-year-old national nonprofit
consumer group. They found
that over one-fourth of the
money paid in veterans benefits
goes to persons who never
served in the armed forces of the
United States. Most of these
were related by blood or mar-
riage to veterans but many were
not. Others were members of the
armed forces of countries who
fought with us against our
enemies. ;

Each year the Center compiles
a book describing the latest rules
on available benefits and how to
qualify for those benelits. The
192-page COMPLETE GUIDE
TO FEDERAL AND STATE
BENEFITS FOR VETERANS,
THEIR FAMILIES, AND SUR-
VIVORS with a foreword by
Sen. Robert Dole and a separate
book, containing information
and forms to obtain marriage,
death, divorce and other vital
documents needed to substan-
tiate claims have also been is-
sued. This set of books is $7

Mr. Robert L. Berko, execu-
tive director of the consumer
group, says that many survivors
of veterans are unaware that they
might be eligible to receive
money, medical care, educa-
tional assistance, help in buying
a home or other benefits. In fact,
eligibility and benefits change
constantly and some people in-
cligible in previous years are
now able to start receiving
money.

The study found that many
people are unaware that they are
considered dependents or sur-
vivors of veterans. These include
those involved in illegal mar-
riages, those who remarried after
the death or disability of a vete-
ran, children bom out of wed-
lock to a veteran, parents of a
veteran and even dependent
grandchildren. Any of these may
be eligible for benefits.

Berko says that study ques-
tioned veterans about benefits
and found that the majority were
unfamiliar with most of the be-
nefits now being granted under
Federal and state laws. Even vet-
erans now collecting were una-
ware of other benefits for which
they were eligible and could be
collecting.

For instance, disabled vete-

lion from gas taxes and $1 mil-
lion in registration fees--is
targeted for trail improvement
and upkeep.

Keeping some 5,400 miles of
well-groomed trails open will be
good news for those who ride
the more than 205,000 snow-
mobiles registered in Michigan,
more than any other state. Regis-
trations peaked here in the early
1970’ at 400,000 vehicles, but
tumbled below 190,000 in recent
years.

* Be sure ice is at least six inches
thick before crossing lakes or riv-
ers. Stay alert for fishing holes
and dock pilings under the snow.
* Always drive at speeds that
allow full control.

AAA Michigan reminds snow-
mobile owners that their vehicles
must be registered if operated off
private property. A three-year
snowmobile permit costs $14 at
Secretary of State branch of-
fices, and penalties for failing to
register each machine can cost
up to $150.

State Department of Natural
Reseurces (DNR) enforcement
officers issued more than 900
tickets last year for unregistered
snowmobiles. DNR officials
said the crackdown will continue
this winter, particularly in high-
traffic areas. DNR officers will
be aided by State Police and
county shenffs in the enforce-
ment effort, and by local govern-
ment and sports clubs in groom-
ing trails.

Snowmobilers will spend up-
ward of $136 million in Michi-

Although snowmobiling can
be fun, AAA Michigan observes
that 16 persons were killed last
year (compared to 13 the year
before) in 298 snowmobile acci-
dents statewide--more than 100
fewer accidents than the 1987-88
season.

AAA Michigan urges snow-
mobilers to follow these rules:
* Dress warmly and avoid loose
clothing which may tangle in the
equipment.

* Carry a first aid kit, compass,
maps, waterproof matches and
snack food.

* Don't drink and drive.

* Stay on marked trails. Watch
for fences, wires, logs and

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Arrow victory over EGR first since 1985

Some rare facts came to light
following Lowell’s come-from-
hehind 80-77 win over O-K
White Conference rival East
Grand Rapids.

«|t was the Red Arrow’s first
league win against the !’ionecn
since their inception into the
league in 1985. Lowell defeated
EGR 71-70 in its first meeting
that year. Lowell's only other

in on the hardwood against
East Grand Rapids came in 1954
when they claimed an 86-70 vic-
tory, one of 16 victories in that
perfect Red Arrow regular sea-
son (16-0).

*Lowell swept East Grand
Rapids at all three levels for the
first time ever (varsity 80-77,
junior varsity, and freshmen 46-
40.

*When was the last time a bas-
.etball fan has looked at the con-
ference basketball standings four
games into league play and
found the Pioneers in a dead heat
for last at 0-4 (1-6 overall)?

“When the season started, un-
timely mistakes were because of
inexperience, but you must leamn
from that, we haven’t and it’s
frustrating,” East Grand Rapids
Coach Rick Albro said. “We've
been our own worse enemy.”

Albro, the senior member of
the conference coaching circuit,
pointed to the Pioneers’ early
seven-point lead and failing to
get off a shot on consecutive trips
down the floor and then failing
to block out on a missed Lowell
foul shot late in the final quarter
- leading to a three point play for
the Red Arrows. “I'm happy for
Coach Thomas. Lowell’s players
witscrapped us.”

Lowell varsity basketball
coach Mark Thomas used
scrappy and playing with heart
to describe the play of Joel Man-

ion. The Wyoming transfer sank
seven of eight shots from the line
in the final eight minutes. On the
shot he missed, Manion grabbed
his own rebound, got an offen-
sive put-back, plus drew the foul
for the three-point play.
