OSTEOPOROSIS

Osteoporosis is a disease which affects approximately 15
to 20 million American women over the age of 45. This is
a condition which affects the bone, causing it to “soften”.
Bone mass is lost, resulting in spontaneous fractures of the
spine, hip and forearm. Believe it or not, each year 1.2
million fractures in the United States are attributed to os-
teoporosis, resulting in health expenditures of $5 to $6 bill-

@ ion. The amount of individuals affected by osteoporosis is

greater than that of alcoholism and diabetes combined!

When we address the issue of osteoporosis, we speak
primarily of its associated morbidity and mortality. In other
words, how adversely it affects its victims and how often
it can actually lead to their deaths. Hip fractures occur in
160,000 women each year, and in fully one-third of women
who live to age 90. Women who suffer hip fractures have
a 12 to 20 percent greater risk of dying within the first year
after the fracture than would be expected on the basis of
age alone. Fractures of the spine occur in 400,000 women
each year, causing loss of heights, pain and “humped-back”
often seen in elderly women.

The startling statistics underscore the need for prevention
as well as treatment of osteoporosis. Today’s efforts toward
prevention center on estrogen replacement, calcium supple-
mentation and weight bearing exercise.

Women undergoing either surgical (complete hysterec-
tomy) or natural menopause should have estrogen replace-
ment therapy. While this therapy will help to reduce the
symptoms of menopause, (hot flashes, mood changes, etc.)
it more importantly acts to markedly reduce the risk of
becoming affected by osteoporosis later in life. As long as
no absolute contraindications exist, we strongly recommend
replacement of estrogen in all menopausal females.

Oral calcium supplements are also very important in re-
tarding bone loss associated with aging. Generic calcium
carbonate is available without a prescription and females
over age 40 (regardless of menstrual status) will benefit from
taking it in doses of 1.0 to 1.5 grams per day.

Regular weight bearing exercise (walking, jogging, etc.)
will also help to lessen the incidence of osteoporosis in the

@ aging female. Women of all ages, but especially those who

are pre-menopausal, should discuss osteoporosis with their
doctor. Osteoporosis is a disease and not an inevitable con-
sequence of aging.

stated, “All persons, regardless of citizenship status, should
answer this question.”.

The English comes from her mother’s side, but again,
it's about as pure as an English muffin baked in Grand
Rapids. Her grandfather’s name is Friend, which is supposed
to be English. But, story has it that the reason Terese's
grandfather gets so dark iri the summer sun is because he's
got some Indian blood in him. It must have been kinda
tough to maintain an English accent while speaking with
sign language.

Well, back to my ancestry. My maternal grandmother is
easy. Her maiden name was Nelson, and she's as Dane as
Dane gets. Her parents were both immigrants. Leda, her
seven sisters and a brother grew up on a farm near Greenville
speaking more Dane than English.

My maternal grandfather is more difficult. His name is
Reynolds, and [ just don’t know what the heck he is. All I
know for sure is, he and my grandmother are from good
stock, because she’s 89 and he's 91 and they're both still
living on the old farm near Six Lakes. If I had to take a
guess at my grandfather’s heritage, I'd have to say English.
And that’s only because Reynolds sounds English to me.
But, my father tells me Reynolds is an Irish name. Who
knows? .

My paternal grandmother’s maiden name was Haney (No
relation to Mr. Haney on “Green Acres”). She was a big
woman who stood about six feet tall. She died of pneumonia
when my father was just two years old, so needless to say,
[ never met her. She came from a family of farmers near
Big Rapids. The original family name was Henig, which is
very much German. | guess the name, as in the case of the
Powells, was changed during some period of anti-German
sentiment here. My father tells a story of meeting a woman
who grew up in the Big Rapids area. When he asked her if
she knew the Haneys she said she didn't. When my father
gave her a few more details of where they lived, a light
bulb came on in the woman's head and she replied, “Oh
sure, the BIG people!”. Now you know where my lummox
physique comes from.

My paternal grandfather was of course a Brown, which
as you might have guessed, was once Braun, a German
name. So, my father’s side of the tree is mostly German,
though he says he has no idea of his paternal grandmother’s
heritage. | guess you just stick the ladle in the old melting
pot, give it a stir, and see what comes out.

So, with all this, and lots more I could ramble on about
if space permitted, you can imagine my quandry in trying
to come up with a two group ancestry description for myself,
let alone my kids who are even deeper down into the melting
pot.

Finally, inspiration struck. I remembered a story my father
is fond of telling. Since his mother died when he was two
years old, he was raised mostly by his grandparents. He
spent the school months in town with the Browns and sum-
mer on the farm with the Haneys. His Grandpa Haney was
a huge, fiercely patriotic man who shut down the farm and
went to town to drink beer and shoot off fireworks every
Fourth of July. The story has it that as a small child my
father asked his Grandpa Haney what nationality he was.
The old man bristled, and in a very gruff voice he said,
“You're a G’damn Yankee boy, and don’t you ever forget
it!". So, “G'damn Yankee” is what I put in the blank for
question 13.

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Work begins on
Michigan’s first
concrete bridge

Work began on the $650,000 Vergennes Bridge

Number 30 replacement project on Wednesday, March

21.

The Kent County Road
Commission started its feder-
ally funded $650,000 replace-
ment project of the 60-year-
old  Vergennes  Bridge
Number 30 last Thursday.

The completion date set for
the project is Sept. 1, accord-
ing to Kent County Bridge
Engineer, Wayne Harrell.

Along with the bridge
being replaced. the lane

width of Flat River Drive will
be widened by four feet on
both sides from a 1,000 feet

Bulldozing - Backhoe Work - Driveways - Fill Dirt

south of Vergennes and to 800
feet north of Burroughs.

“The primary reason for
the bridge being replaced is
because of its width. Bridges
are required to be a minimum
of 30-feet in width,” Harrell
said. “The Vergennes Bridge
is 15-16 feet wide.”

The bridge was the first
reinforced concrete bridge in
Michigan. It was built by J.C.
Hatch, who did a lot of build-
ing in the area, including the
elevator at Blue Ribbon Feed.

Age and the population
growth have crept up on the
20-year-old Alto sewer sys-
tem. Because of the growth,
future expansions may be
necessary.

The Alto system is com-
pletely a gravity-type system
with a pumping station and
forcemain to a lagoon treat-
ment site. The effluent goes
to an irmgated field where it
is distributed over the
ground. The flow in the sys-
tem is 25,000 gpd.

The Department of Public
Works' report states the exist-
ing system is in good condi-
tion. It also reports a problem
with getting rid of the water
from the lagoons. The soil is
heavy, and there is no infiltra-
tion. Therefore, the water
must leave by evaporation or
transpiration.

While Bowne Township is
addressing the problem, a re-
solution is not forthcoming.

Township officials say be-
cause of the lack of funds the
problem will probably not be
resolved until it is absolutely
necessary. Bowne Township

Clerk, Sandy Kowalcyzk said
the costs to resolve the prob-
lem are unknown and the
Township may have to do
some sort of maintenance to
get by for another year, A
corrective action taken to
help alleviate the problem is
the regrading of the irrigation
field in an attempt to get bet-
ter distribution of the effluent
water.

According to the report,
the problem is not with the
distribution system or the
treatment of lagoons, but is
instead with the disposal of
the water from the lagoons.

Because of Alto’s proxim-
ity to the South Kent indus-
trial activity, future expan-
sion is a possibility. “The sys-
tem was built 20 years ago
and it is now reaching its cap-
acity,” said Ray Fix, the head
of Progressive Enginccring's
Public Works Division.

"Alto’s first option, and most

Steelhead runs should improve

Steelhead anglers may find
this spring’s runs \hg_hll\ bet-
ter than last year's average
migration.

Consistent stocking levels
during recent years is the
main reason for the op-
timism, according to state De-

partment of Natural Re-
sources (DNR) fisheries
biologists.

Additionally, a wet spring
will stimulate runs and the
National Weather Service has
predicted above-normal pre-
cipitation in the next few
months.

Some biologists did ex-
press concern about this
year's migration, citing in-
creased Great Lakes
steelhead harvests in previous
years. Dry spring weather
also could hamper runs.

Steelhead--the name given
to rainbow trout living in the
Great Lakes--spawn in the
stream where hatched or plan-

ted. The popular gamefish are
magnificent fighters when
hooked and provide a tasty
meal.

Good steelhead fishing al-
ready has been reported on
various Michigan rivers this
year due to unseasonably
warm weather.

But the best fishing should
occur mid-March to mid-
April in Southwest Michigan;
early to mid-April in South-
east Michigan; mid-April to
early May in Central and
Northem Lower Michigan;
and mid-April to mid-May in
the Upper Peninsula.

Concentrations of 5-to 12-
pounders are expected in the
51 rivers listed on Michigan'’s
1990 Steelhead Guide.

West Michigan fishing is
expected to be good on the
Platte, Betsie, Big and Little
Manistee, Pere Marquette,
Grand and St. Joseph rivers.

In East Michigan, recom-

mended locations include the
Au Sable, Au Gres (East
Branch), Cheboygan, Oc-
queoc, Thunder Bay and
Rifle rivers.

Southeast Michigan hot
spots are the Huron, Clinton,

St. Clair, Black and Belle riv-
ers.

Prime Upper Peninsula ac-
tion should occur on the
Chocolay, Anna, Au Train,
Whitefish, Sturgeon, Sucker,
Big Two Hearted and Huron

rivers, along with Marquette
harbor.

for Ross Phillips & his
owned/operated garden center

For Ross Phillips, owner of
Phillips’ Garden Center, what
makes for a successful, elon-
gated business lifeline does
not contrast all that sharply
with the lifeline of 3,000 flats
of flowers.

Both are dependent on ser-
vice and quality.

Phillips’ Garden Center’s
success weighs heavily on the
service it provides its cus-
tomer and the quality of the
plant and/or shrub it sells.

While a flat of flowers is
dependent on the service or
care it receives, the quality
of the plant goes a long way
toward its ability to fight off
disease.

Phillips, entering his sixth
year in the gardening center
business, is confident that
quality and service is what
will make and keep Phillips’
Garden Center successful
here in Lowell.

The lumber and oil truck
driver, turned green thumb,
bought a Hudsonville garden
center business from his
brother, Roger Phillips, six
years ago. “Originally my
brother asked me to be his
partner and I said 'no,"” Phil-
lips explains. “However, |
told him that I was interested
in buying the business."”

Phillips readily admits that
he, a lumber and oil truck
driver, knew very little in the
beginning about gardening
and plants. I put a lot of faith
in my marketing
capabilities,” he says. He
also surrounded himself with
knowledgeable people in the
business. “Good help contrib-
utes greatly to the growth of
a business,” Phillips adds.

A little more than a year
ago a chunk of affordable
land became available in the
Lowell area. Phillips took
that opportunity to expand to
asecond location. He is hope-
ful that in time, residents with
gardening needs from the Ada
area will begin to turn east to
Lowell instead of west to
Grand Rapids.

While Phillips was sur-
prised with the garden
center’s first year, he knows
there’s plenty of margin for
growth. “If I had it to do all
over again, | would have
waited a year to coen. We got
off to a late start last year and
missed the month April,
which is a busy time for gar-
den centers,” he said. “This

year we will have time to do
things correctly. I'll be better
able to market our products.”

Phillips is proud that both
garden centers specialize in
hybrid flowers, which for
him spells quality. “l don't
sell seconds,” he says. The
lower quality plants Phillips
ships to Chicago.

His drive to sell the best
possible product at a best pos-
sible price is commendable,
but he realizes many shoppers
are still going to opt for dis-
count stores with lower qual-
ity plants and lower prices.
“While we may lose shoppers
whose interests are strictly in
the price, | think we will at-
tract the customer who is in-
terested in quality and service
as well.”

Because of rising costs,
Phillips said the most dif-
ficult part of his job is keep-
ing the profit margin the
same. “The big businesses,
who have control, make it dif-
ficult and in the end I think
the customer loses.”

The most noticeable trend

in the garden center industry,
according to Phillips, is or-
ganic plants. “The govern-
ment is forcing it, as it con-
tinues to ban chemicals
which are destroying wells
and some of the earth’s nut-
rients.”

Another trend Phillips sees
surfacing is the demand for a
landscape design service.
“We provide this service in
Hudsonville and I am hopeful
to do the same here in Lowell
once | am able to increase our
staff volume,” he says. Phil-
lips adds he will strive to find
a new product every year.

More important to the
Davenport graduate, is to
make sure customers feel wel-
come, the product is marked
with quality and that custom-
ers realize Phillips will stand
behind it.

“If customers relate no-
thing else to Phillips’ Garden
Center - | hope it's quality
and service,” Phillips con-
cludes.
