The announced retirement of Caroll Harper presents the
Lowell School District with a problem - who will run the food
service program when she’s gone?

By all accounts, Harper has done an excellent job offering
students a balanced breakfast and lunch program while still
running a fiscally sound food service program.

“The equation has changed. We have a food service
problem due to Caroll Harper retiring,” Lowell superintendent
Bert Bleke said. “We must look at all options available.”

The superintendent’s bias is that the district hire an outside
management-company to run the food service program.

“I think it’s good for the long-term benefit of the district,”

Bleke said. “I also think the employees win.”

Connie Gillette, Lowell assistant superintendent for fi-
nance and personnel, said two companies have answered the
district’s call for bids.

“I have told both companies that to even be considered,
they must meet certain criteria and if they can’t, not to apply.”
Gillette explained.

Criteria would include maintaining and building on a
successful food service program; keeping nutrition a major
focus; maintaining privacy of students on reduced or free
lunch program; no lay-offs or reduced hours of current staff;
continuing to operate the food service program in the black;
and the service contract terminating with a 60-day notice if the
district is not happy with its service.

Board secretary Ann Mulder said she has concerns about
an outside company coming in and doing the district’s work.
“I think it is a first step toward privatization. That is a concern.
My other concern is how the district will make up the added
management cost that comes with hiring an outside company.”

Gillette said both companies believe increased lunch sales
will cover management cost.

“I called a number of school districts whose food service
programs are run by outside companies. They all confirmed
that school lunch participation has increased,” Gillette ex-
plained.

Mark Blanding, school board vice president, said it is
imperative that the board and food service staff be able to talk
to a company before any vote. Gillette confirmed that will
happen.

“There are three issues I am concerned about: ahappy and
content staff, nutrition, and the reduced and free lunch pro-
gram,” Blanding said.

The posting of Harper’s position brought in 18 individual
applications. There were no internal candidates. Gillette said
of the 18, there were only two she would recommend inter-
viewing if the board decided not to use a management com-

pany.

“touchy™ topic of conversa-
tion for the Lowell City Coun-
cil.

Sandy Dulyeawrotea let-
ter asking for permission from
the Lowell City Council to
attach yellow ribbons to the
downtown light poles, in an
effort to show support for the
Kosovopeopleandthe NATO
Armed Forces.

The issue of yellow rib-
bons on the downtown light
poles became cloudy because
of a city ordinance which
states signs cannot be put on
public poles.

*“I am not opposed to rib-
bons being put up. In fact,
have one up in my yard,” said
Lowell councilwoman Jeanne
Shores. “The council supports
residents putting up the rib-
bons in their yards and busi-
nesses putting them upin their
windows.”

Yellow ribbons made by
Dulyea are available at City
Hall for residents who would
like to display them.

When Dulyea gave
Shores the letter to read at a

council meeting, the council-

woman told her that putting
the ribbons on light poles in

the downtown was against a
city ordinance.

“*Sandy was disappointed
with the council’s interpreta-
tion,” Shores said.

Dulyea plans on moving
forward in an effort to get
residents and merchants to
hang up ribbons at their
homes and/or place of busi-
ness.

Robert Forrest, owner of
Forrest Products Inc.,donated
the yellow plastic so that
Dulyea could make the rib-
bons.

“Theintentionis good but
I think the ribbons can be put
up in some other place like in
awindow oronatree,” Shores
said.

The ribbon issue was
mentioned by a Lowell vet-
eran on a morning show on
B-93, which heightened dis-
cussion.

The past several months have been a flurry of activities.
Between speaking engagements and reading through piles of
books, and meeting with Shirley Climo, the author of several
children’s books, and discussing what goes into writing such
books, my mind is full of pictures and words and fragrances
of people in the literary world... now to sort them.

Inthe process of finding and sorting, I found the book, The
Worry Stone by Marianna Dengler, illustrated by Sibyl Graber
Gerig. The first thing that grabbed my attention was the cover
artwork. Glancing through it, [ knew it would be a treasure.
While reading it later, I found myself several times reaching
out to run my fingers over the drawings. They are so realistic
and beautiful.

The Worry Stone is the story of an old woman who finds
an unexpected adventure while sitting on a park bench. A
young boy comes to sit on the far end of the bench, day after
day. Never speaking, the old woman waits for him to speak.
When he does, her memories go back to her own childhood,
and especially her memories of her grandfather. The story of
her finding a worry stone and her grandfather’s unique story
of the Chumask Indian tribe and what the worry stone means
isawonderful folk tale. This tale is non-authentic, but because
it comes from the author's knowledge about this tribe of
people, it is still classified as a folk tale in this book.

Because of the old woman's insight into the loneliness of
the boy, Jason, she finds the stone that she had putaway many
years ago and goes back to the bench and the boy, with the
story of the stone and the stone in hand.

The last page is one of my favorites. The picture is a heart-
grabber for sure. But the whole feeling of the importance of
storytelling is caught when the boy begins to ask for stories
that her grandfather told her. Looking at him, she begins
another step in her adventure. She shares her love of her
grandfather and the other stories that were so special to her as
a child.

Putting her arm around him. she'smiles and says what all

children love to hear, “Once upon atime, there was ahandsome
child named...named...” and catching the look in her eyes, he
says, “Jason.” Who doesn’t want to be a part of a story? A story

DIABETES

There is no cure for diabetes, but it can be treated successfully
with diet, exercise and medication. Many patients with adult
onset diabetes will not require insulin.

storm sewer, enclosed drainage, and curb and gutter.

“That’s a big investment. There will be no need for
extensive work for many years to come,” Koivisto explains.

The intensifying efforts should allow for an opening of
two-interim lanes by Aug. 7. Koivisto says the project
completion date has been moved up from the end of Septem-
ber to on or before Aug. 7.

An incentive plan has been worked out with the contrac-
tor. For every day earlier than Aug. 7, the contractor will earn
more money.
