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City may start the new 
millennium the way it ended 
it - with construction

For Lowell and most West Michigan communities, 
1999 has been the year of construction. 

More construction may shower Lowell 's start to the 
new millennium, according to Lowell city manager Dave 
Pasquale. 

The city of Lowell approved an ordinance adopting the 
plan amendments and a resolution authorizing a notice of 
intent to issue bonds. 

The Downtown Development Authority has proposed 
an interest to issue another TIFA bond issue to cover more 
improvements in the district. 

The original development and tax increment financ-
ing plan need amendments to reflect a greater debt obliga-
tion (not to exceed $3 million) and added projects. 

The added improvements include extension of the 
Riverwalk to the Showboat Amphitheater, utility im-

provements, lighting/street improvements, parking lot im-

provements and sidewalk improvements as well as site 
improvements related to the renovation and expansion of 

the City Hall/police station, renovation and resale of 
buildings and other property improvements. 

"Construction could begin next year," Pasquale ex-

plained. 'That will depend on the time it takes to complete 
construction plans and the permit process."

0 . how difficult forgive-

ness becomes for us as indi-

viduals and as Christian Com-

munities. We find it very dif-

ficult to speak the truth to one 

another as brothers and sis-

ters. Yet. the truth that comes 

in open and honest talk, rec-

ognizing each other as "mem-

bers of one another," is cru-

cial to the health of our com-

munity and to the Body of 

Christ (the Christian Church 

Universal). Members of each 

denomination are in reality 

members of the wider church 

that names the Name of Jesus 

Christ as Lord and Savior. 

E a c h o r d a i n e d p a s t o r is 

charged, it seems to me, to 

pastor the flock that makes up 

the Body of Christ. That to 

me means we are to nurture 

unity and cohesion in the Body 

of Christ. Even those differ-

ences that cause us to identify 

ourselves in denominations 

and sect groups lose impor-

tance when we take seriously 

the teaching of scripture that 

is represented in Paul ' s letter 

to Ephesians. 

Perhaps we, individually 

and the church as a whole, 

can experience the love of 

Christ that makes confession 

and forgiveness, healing and 

new life possible. 

Most gracious God, we 

humans need one another. Our 

di f ferences can become gifts, 

o u r o p e n n e s s can b u i l d 

bridges that heal, bringing the 

communi ty together, aff i rm-

ing the power of You as we 

show forth the Love of Christ. 

Let it be so, O most gracious 

God. Amen!

cozy corner

Last w e e k ' s "hangar f lying" adventure took us in a 

floatplane to Sault St. Marie , Canada. We battled weather on 

the way up. So far we have ignored the fact our G.P.S. (Global 

Positioning System) was not working due to government 

tampering with the sys tem ' s satellites. W e simply fol lowed I-

75 while ducking just under the scud. As for the satellite 

tampering, I think it was some sort of conspiracy to keep me 

from gorging myself of freshly caught , cleaned and fried 

Canadian walleye. Some late night I'll have to call Art Bell 

about this conspiracy theory. 

The plane is tied to the dock at a seaplane base in Sault St. 

Marie. We have our f ishing licenses. We have fuel. W e have 

customs ' clearance. We have a weather report. What we don ' t 

have is any idea how w e ' r e going to find a 14 by 16 foot 

tarpaper shack tucked away in the brush, alongside a stream in 

the wilderness over a hundred miles north. With my G.P.S. I 

could pretty much crash the plane into the front door without 

looking out the window. Without my G.P.S. I have less sense 

of direction than the Clinton administration. 

The only thing to do was give it a try the way they teach it 

in ground school. I got out my sectional chart for the area, a 

1992 edition purchased the first year we made this annual 

excursion. For instruments I had a little six-inch measuring 

device that one of the flying magazines sends free with a 

subscription. T h a t ' s it. N o E6B calculator. No plotter. No 

compass . None of the stuff you 'd normally use to prepare a 

cross-country flight plan. Assuming my G.P.S. would again 

find the way, I 'd left all that stuff in a desk drawer back in 

Lowell. My fishing partner called me Shemp all weekend. 

Perhaps 1 deserved the name. 
1 drew a line on the chart f rom our position in the Sault to 

a little "x" the outf i t ter had put on the chart years ago (good 

thing I hadn ' t updated my chart). From point " A " to point "B", 

over 100 nautical miles, the terrain features were comprised of 

green for trees and little blue dots and lines indicating about a 

million lakes and streams. In other words, it all looked the 

same. The reason it all looks the same on the map is, it all looks 

the same from the air. 
In the entire route I could find exactly four decent check-

points to circle. There was a very large lake, a road, a powerline 

and a railroad. The last three ran roughly perpendicular to our 

course so we could hardly help flying over them. The problem 

with that was, we wouldn ' t have any way of knowing if we 

were too far left or right of our course. 1 circled them and 

guesstimated time enroute between them. If nothing else, 

keeping track of elapsed time would help keep my wiseguy 

partner quiet. 
The one trick I did have up my sleeve was the Sault St. 

Marie V.O.R. (Very high frequency Omnidirectional Radio 

beacon). This navigational aid would work perhaps half the 

way to our destination. As simply as I can put it, there is a 

receiver in the plane that tells you what compass bearing you 

are f rom the station. In this case we could ride the 49 degree 

radial out of the Sault until we lost the signal. Riding this radial 

would help me determine wind correction on my compass 

heading. Providing winds didn ' t change, I could maintain the 

same compass heading after losing the V.O.R. and stay on my 

established course (the line on the map to the "x" that is 

supposed to be where the outpost camp is). Not much, but 

better than nothing. 

Away we went. I established our course on the proper 

radial, tweaked the D.G. (directional gyro) and listened to my 

partner as he counted down the guesstimated t ime to our first 

checkpoint. I cl imbed as we went so as to keep the V.O.R. 

signal as long as possible. V.O.R. transmissions are lines of 

sight, so the higher you are, the farther out you can receive 

them. We hit our first checkpoint, the big lake, a little late 

because of all the climbing. I leveled o f f a t 7,500 feet, real nose 

bleed territory for somebody who had just crossed the Straits 

of Mackinac at the roadbed level of the bridge. 

We cruised along looking out the window at the terrain that 

all looked exactly the same. Fortunately, at our altitude we 

maintained the V.O.R. signal and hit our checkpoints right on 

schedule. I was very impressed with my pilotage. Shemp, 

indeed! 

We hit our last checkpoint with 29 miles to go to the "x" on 

the map. The needle was wavering on the V.O.R. so 1 re-

checked my compass heading and we took a fix on the time. 1 

maintained course while my partner counted the minutes. At 

18 minutes, or whatever we 'd guesstimated without the aid of 

an E6B, 1 said, "This should be it." We started looking around. 

There were lakes, rivers and streams everywhere. 

To be honest, Shemp wasn ' t overly optimistic. As we 

scanned the ground below, we began to agree that where two 

streams converged looked like it could be the spot. Further 

scrutiny turned up bends in the rivers, wide spots, falls, etc., 

that all seemed familiar. I was having a real tough time 
believing it, but it was beginning to look like my old pilotage 

skills learned so many years ago had brought us to the " x " on 

the map. I began a circular descent to the agreed upon spot. As 

we got lower we could see a boat in the bushes. This was 

unbelievable. W e ' d flown directly to the "x" without the use of 

a G.P.S. I still can ' t believe it. 

We landed, unloaded the plane, stowed our gear and went 

fishing. That night we dined on fresh tomatoes, melon, sweet 

corn, green beans, cucumbers and walleye that had been 

swimming just an hour or two prior to dinner. So much for the 

government conspiracy to deprive me of fresh fried walleye.

A D V A N C E D D I R E C T I V E S 

Advanced directives are in essence a list of measures 

which physicians may take in order to treat a patient. On the 

surface it may seem unnecessary to tell your doctor that you 

want to be treated for an illness or injury, but the advanced 

directive is designed to provide the care patients want in 

emergencies or end of life situations. 

Technology in medicine has changed the definition of 

caring for patients. Today if a person ' s heart were to stop 

because of heart attack or other reasons, the physician has a 

variety of steps at his/her disposal to intervene. A patient who 

cannot breathe may be treated aggressively to restore their 

airway. These scenarios are common and the circumstances 

are quite varied. Because of the new technology, patients may 

find themselves receiving intensive treatment which they do 

not want at a t ime when they are unable to communicate . 

A patient, for example , may come to the hospital atter a 

long terminal illness with the expectation that they will most 

likely die during the fol lowing days. When the moment ot 

death arrives, the question must be asked if the patient wants 

the physician to use extraordinary measures to prolong their 

life by a few minutes, an hour, a day, longer or not at all. 

Some people consider what they would want and not want 

done if they were near death. Often these considerations are 

based on religious beliefs, their value system or discussions 

with spouses or family members. The goal ultimately is to find 

a comfortable relationship with the medical system which 

tailors treatment to the wishes of the patient. 

The advanced directive is used as a blueprint to guide 

physicians to the care which is consistent with their pat ient 's 

beliefs when the patient can no longer convey these beliefs. A 

typical advanced directive asks patients to consider a variety of 

treatment options, i.e., electricity to start the heart, a breathing 

tube, a feeding tube, emergency medications and comfort 

measures. Patients may write down their wishes in the form of 

an advanced directive document which the medical system 

must use as the guide to care.

Where harm begins is where similarities end when comparing tent caterpillars and gypsy moths

Lowell Charter Town-
ship officials are currently 

working on the problem of 
Gypsy Moth pest control. But 
another problem with similar 
insects can be a confusing 

one. 
This is the recurring in-

festation of tent caterpillars, 

also known as fall webworms. 

The two species are quite dif-

ferent in both behavior and 

situation. 
Gypsy moths tend to situ-

ate themselves on the bark of 

oak, birch, aspen, poplar and 
willow trees, while tent cat-

erpillars much prefer wild 

cherry, apple and crab apple 
trees. The former create a 
fuzzy beige or yellow mass 

on the bark itself. The latter 
build prominent silky tents in 
the b ranches . Hence the 

name: tent caterpillars. 
People in all local com-

munities still tend to be con-
fused and worried by both 
species, but only one is actu-

ally harmful. Kent County 

Gypsy Moth coordinator Lisa 
Vasquez reports that she has 

received quite a number of 

frantic telephone calls about 
moths this year. 

"But most people are re-
lieved to find out that tent 

caterpillars are not at all like 
the far more destructive gypsy 

moths," Vasquez said. "Tent 
caterpillars' silky creations 

actually do very little dam-
age, while the gypsy moths 
will strip away entire sections 
of bark, killing the trees." 

G y p s y moths e m e r g e 

early in the spring and begin 
eating new tree leaves right 

a w a y . T e n t c a t e r p i l l a r s 
emerge later in the summer 

and eat leaves which are go-
ing to change colors and drop 
off anyway as fall approaches. 

Hence their other name: fall 
webworms. 

Gypsy moths are an in-
festation that originated in 
Asia, while tent caterpillars 

are a native species in North 
America. Tent caterpillars 
eventually become moths 

with reddish brown bodies 

and wingspans of up to two 

inches wide. They are popu-

lar meals for birds and bats, 
which helps somewhat to con-

trol their populations. 
Whereas gypsy moths 

require the uses of special 
sprayings and/or insecticides, 

tent caterpillars can be dealt 
with more easily. Branches 
holding their tents can be 

trimmed, or the large silky 
structures themselves can be 

removed directly. Perhaps the 

best remedy for dealing with 
the lent caterpillars is one of 
simple patience. 

As the wea ther turns 

c o l d e r , and w i n t e r ap -

proaches, the ugly silky struc-

tures and their inhabitants will 
disappear altogether. Michi-

gan is a popular place only 

when the t empera tu re is 

warmer rather than freezing, 
as far as these tent caterpil-
lars/fall webworms are con-
cerned.

tem would give Lowell Cable subscribers al 
choice of up to 60 more channels.

in March of this year, the National Cable Television 
Coop and General Instruments struck a deal which is 
intended to make it easier for small market cable compa-
nies to compete with larger markets. 

"it will enable the Lowell Cable Television Company 
and other small markets to remain competitive and offer 
programming that our customers are looking for and that 
is affordable," said Lowell Cable Television's marketing 
and programming manager Tom Richards. 

With its current setup, Lowell Cable Television has 
the capacity to provide six additional channels. Through 
HITS, a digital transport system, each analogue will be 

able to provide up to 12 video program services. These 
services are delivered from cable networks through cable 
systems into a customer's home. 

The Lowell Light & Power and Lowell Cable Televi-

sion Board has approved the purchase of this delivery 
system. 

"Provided the scheduling works properly, new pro-
gram options will be available through digital cable by 
Dec. 1. 

"This delivery system does not require any new tele-
vision sets. Anyone with any TV can get it," Richards said. 

"What this means is customers will have more program 
choices." 

HITS will cost Lowell Cable $150,000. This initial 
setup fee is being covered by Lowell Light & Power. 

The delivery system will offer an additional four tiers of 
programming beyond what is currently offered in the basic 
cable package. 

"For those who choose to keep their cable package as is, 
there will be no change and no additional charges," said Ron 
Holcomb, general manager of Lowell Light & Power and 
Lowell Cable. 

Tier one will offer cable customers up to an additional 
60 channels for $12.95. Included are educational, movies, 
sports and music. 

Richards indicated not all of the channels have yet been 
finalized. 

Tier two will offer all of tier one plus mini movie 
channels and a premium channel for an estimated cost of 
$22.95. 

Tier three offers everything in one and two plus two 
premium channels. The estimated cost is $30.95. 

Tier four offers all of the above plus three premium 
channels. The estimated cost is $36.95. 

With the purchase of a premium channel, customers 
will also receive Encore. 

Richards said with the addition of channels, there will 
be a minimal change in channel location. 

The marketing and programming manager would like to 
strategically locate channels in categorical clusters.

Examples are landscaping, 
cement work, heating and cooling 
installation, etc. Both home occupations and 
home based businesses require permits 
from the township. 

A variance might be needed if one or more of 
the requirements cannot be met that are 
listed in the ordinance. Some examples of 
this type of variance would be a sign closer 
to the road than the ordinance allows, size of 
sign, or more than the allowed number of 
employees.

COMMISSION-PUBLIC HEARING. City Manager Pasquale 
noted Clark Galloway of Vennen Chrysler Dodge was present, 
to answer any questions regarding the proposed rezoning of 
136 S. Center. 

Pasquale stated the purpose of rezoning 136 S. Center (a 
vacant parcel currently owned by Ormand Lyons) is to allow 
expansion of Vennen Chrysler Dodge's parking. It was also 
mentioned Vennen is interested in the property to assist with 
future development of their facilities and would allow the 
property to be squared off. 

At its July 26 meeting, the Planning Commission held a public 
hearing and unanimously recommended the rezoning of 136 
S. Center from R-2 Residential to C-3 General Business. 
Planning Commission Chairman Daniel Brubaker said after 
reviewing, the Commission believed the property had limited 
value being zoned residential. He noted the majority of the 
public comments received were in favor of the rezoning. 

Mayor Thompson questioned if additional letters or comments 
were provided. Pasquale responded a letter was received from 
Boyd and Marion Noviskey of 166 S. Pleasant Street stating 
their favor of the rezoning request. 

IT WAS MOVED BY MYERS and seconded by SHORES to 
rezone 136 S. Center from R-2 Residential to C-3 General 
Business.

Item #2. AMENDMENTS TO THE ZONING ORDINANCE -
RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE PLANNING COMMIS-
SION. 

A. Landscaping requirements in the Commercial and 
Industrial Districts - Public Hearing. In reviewing numerous 
site plans, the Planning Commission proposed the following 
zoning ordinance amendments in Sections 10.04,12.04,12A.04 
and 13.04: 

The front yard and the street side of a corner lot, except for 
necessary entrance drives shall be landscaped. Such land-
scaping shall consist of a minimum of one (1) canopy tree and 
three (3) deciduous shrubs for each twenty (20) feet of lot 
width. Upon approval of the Planning Commission, the 

equivalent landscaping may be located in areas other 
than the front yard and the street side of a corner lot. 

This would allow flexibility for landscaping in the Com-
mercial and Industrial Districts. 
Planning Commission Chairman Brubaker said many 
site plans submitted before the Commission involve 
additions to an existing building. These parcels already 
had landscaping in the front and did not need additional 
plantings. 

Councilmember Myers questioned if there was no land-
scaping in the front, would the Commission still be able to 
designate the landscaping in this location. Brubaker 
responded the ordinance requires the landscaping shall 
be in the front yard. Under the proposed change, the 
Commission would have the discretion to be more flex-
ible. 

IT WAS MOVED BY BLOUGH and seconded by GREEN 
to adopt zoning ordinance amendments in Sections 
10.04,12.04, 12A.04 and 13.04, providing the Planning 
Commission the flexibility on the landscaping require-
ments for Commercial and Industrial Districts. 
YEA: 5. 
NAY: 0. 
ABSENT: 0. 
MOTION CARRIED. 

B. Height limitations to accessory buildings - Public 
Hearing. Planning Commission Chairman Brubaker 
stated the issue regarding height limitations to accessory 
buildings was examined in light of Robert Rittenger's 
(745 Foreman) request to have a 16 foot 4 inch motor 
home port. Originally, a variance had been requested 
and was denied because the request did not meet the 
criteria needed for granting such a petition. 

Brubaker reviewed ordinances from other municipalities 
concerning the height of accessory buildings and found 
approximately two-thirds have a limit on the height of an 
accessory building. However, the majority stated acces-
sory buildings could be no taller than the principal building 
on the site in a residential district. 

Brubaker said Commissioner Greg Canfield pointed out 
a fifteen foot accessory building would not appear very 
attractive next to a two and a half story house. 
The Commission unanimously recommended the follow-
ing ordinance amendment to Section 4.08H: 
"No detached accessory building in a residential district 
shall exceed the height of the residence." 
Councilmember Green asked if there was a limit on the 
height of a principal building. Pasquale responded two 
and a half stories in a residential district. 

IT WAS MOVED BY GREEN and seconded by BLOUGH 
to approve the proposed amendment to Section 4.08H of 
the ordinance stating an accessory building shall not 
exceed the height of the residence. 
YEA: 5. 
NAY: 0. 
ABSENT: 0. 
MOTION CARRIED. 

Item #3. ASSIGNMENT OF SOLID WASTE AND RE-
CYCLING CONTRACT FROM DENNY'S DISPOSAL, 
INC. TO ALLIED WASTE INDUSTRIES - SUNSET 
WASTE, EXTENSION OF CONTRACT TO OCTOBER 
15, 2000. Denny's Disposal has provided service to the 
City of Lowell and surrounding areas for many years. 
Pasquale noted during the 22 years Denny's Disposal 
has served the community, very few complaints have 
been received. 

City Manager Pasquale stated Brent Goodsell of Denny's 
Disposal has indicated his father has sold the business to 
Sunset Waste. Goodsell would serve as General Man-
ager of two local offices. 

Pasquale noted the current contract should be assigned 
to Sunset Waste with an extension of management and 
employ the same drivers. The City can review the perfor-
mance of Sunset Waste. If the City is not pleased with the 
sen/ice, bids may then be sought. 

Goodsell thanked the City of Lowell for the opportunity of 
serving Lowell for the past 22 years. He stated the 
contract would be extended for one year with no changes 
in service and a guarantee on the current price. 

Mayor Thompson asked how large Sunset Waste was. 
Frank Schuller of the company said Sunset Waste was 
their local name, while formally they are known as Allied 
Waste Industries, based out of Scottsdale, Arizona. Sun-
set Waste is composed of many companies such as Kent 
Disposal, Able Sanitation, Pete's Disposal and now 
Denny's Disposal. He noted there has been much growth 

over the past few years. Schuller believed the business has 
been successful because the original management has 
been maintained. 

Councilmember Green stated last year, shortly after the 
contract was approved, the landfill used by Denny's Dis-
posal had increased their dumping charges. He questioned 
if the current rate would change if this occurred again. 
Schuller responded the company would stand by the current 
rate throughout the contract year. Goodsell noted Sunset 
Waste owns their own landfills. Schuller added the landfills 
are operated as a separate entity. However, Sunset has the 
ability to guarantee the rates. 

Councilmember Biough said the basis forthe rate increase 
was because of a clause in the contract. He appreciated the 
statement made regarding the guaranteeing of price forthe 
current contract. Biough asked if the clause would be 
removed from the contract for 1999/2000. Pasquale re-
sponded a clause could be added stating the rates would 
not change for one year. Biough believed the clauses were 
contradictory. 

Mayor Thompson thought the contract would have to be 
assigned to Sunset Waste and then the re-negotiation 
clause could be removed. 
Councilmember Myers asked if the contracts operate one 
year at a time. Pasquale responded yes. 

Myers questioned if Goodsell or his father would have any 
financial interest in Sunset Waste or Allied Waste Indus-
tries. Goodsell responded no, they were not share holders. 
A salary would be drawn. 
Myers asked if other disposal companies had submitted 
bids to provide service to the City. Pasquale responded a 
few years ago, the contract was opened to receive bids. It 
was then awarded to Denny's after competitive bids were 
received. 

Pasquale said the prices have been very competitive over 
the past number of years. He felt Denny's Disposal had 
been very good to the City in terms of maintaining its cost at 
a very reasonable rate. He stated this was not a situation 
where the rates were raised every year. He said unfortu-
nately Denny's has had to deal with escalating landfill costs. 

Green noted last year was the first rate increase in several 
years. Thompson added most of the industry increased their 
rates at the time. 
Councilmember Shores stated Denny's Disposal has done 
an excellent job and would be in favor of awarding the 
contract until October, 2000. 

IT WAS MOVED BY SHORES and seconded by GREEN to 
reassign the solid waste and recycling contract from Denny's 
Disposal, Inc. to Allied Waste Industries - Sunset Waste, 
expiring in October of 2000 and guaranteeing the same 
current price. 

Biough questioned the policy held by the City of awarding 
contracts to the lowest bidder. He did not have any negative 
comment about services received from Denny's Disposal, 
but felt the policy should be followed. Myers was also in 
agreement and believed the contract should be submitted 
for bids in October, when the current contract expires. 
Pasquale noted the services provided by Denny's Disposal 
have worked out very well for the community for a number 
of years. Pasquale recommended the contract be extended 
until the year 2000. 
Shores believed the City was receiving good service from 
Denny's Disposal.

Item #4. PERMISSION TO HOLD FIFTH ANNUAL TOY 
RUN. Douglas Morrell of Coopersville, on behalf of volun-
teers, requested permission to utilize the Fairgrounds as 
well as Police Department cooperation for motorcyclists 
traveling City thoroughfares on Sunday, September 12 at 
approximately 1 p.m. raising funds for toys to the disadvan-
taged at Christmas. 

Morrell invited everyone from Lowell to the Fairgrounds. 

Police Chief Valentine stated the event went very well last

year. The police was able to coordinate with those involved 
so that they could travel through town as a parade. Valentine 
said everything was very orderly at the Fairgrounds and did 
not have a problem with the event as long as the group 
continues the understanding this is public property and no 
alcohol would be allowed. 

Mayor Thompson asked how many toys were received last 
year. Morrell responded hundreds were collected. He stated 
there were also financial donations. 
Councilmember Myers asked if more than one Toy Run was 
held a year. Morrell responded no. 

He stated after his son had passed away at Butterworth 
Hospital, he and his wife started delivering gifts to children 
in the hospital during the holidays. After the Grand Rapids 
Press ran a story in the paper, they received a call from 
someone who asked him if he would be interested in 
organizing a Toy Run. Morrell noted toys are also given to 
other hospitals. 

Morrell said between three and four hundred bikes partici-
pated in the Toy Run last year. He noted there would be food 
booths and a band at the Fairgrounds. 
Councilmember Shores mentioned how impressive it was 
to see the large boxes of toys collected .

Sealed bids were requested for the purchase 
and trade in. On August 10, the following was read:

• Thomet Chevrolet & Buick $30,424.00

Also two bids were provided for the purchase of the 1988 
Chevrolet: 
• Chris Crawford, 10807 Lockwood $6,000.00 
• Horizon's Lawn Maintenance, Freeport $4,001.50 

After reviewing the bids, MechanicTom Hartman and Public 
Works Director Dan DesJarden recommended the 4 WD 
Extended Cab from Thomet Chevrolet & Buick in the amount 
of $30,424.00. DesJarden noted the other dealerships did 
not meet the specifications at the time of bid submission 
(lacking the push button for 4-wheel drive, a dual battery 
system and trailer package). Upon further investigation, 
Zeigler was able to provide the necessary three items 
totalling $28,495.05. DesJarden noted this was provided 
the next day after the bids had been opened. 

In considering the bid process, DesJarden said the award 
should be given to the vendor who was responsive at bid 
opening. Thus, Thomet would be the only responsive bidder 
and awarded purchase. 

DesJarden stated the other two dealerships did not include 
an itemized listing of what was included with their bids. He 
noted the specification list was reviewed with each dealer-
ship. 

DesJarden said the department wishes to purchase a truck 
with a push button four wheel drive, instead of having this on 
the floor. This option would allow three employees to ride in 
the front, instead of two. He added the extended cab would 
also provide more room for employees and save much time. 
DesJarden noted Vennen Chrysler was not able to provide 
this requirement. 

Councilmember Myers asked if the City had any Dodge 
trucks. DesJarden responded no. There are some Fords. 
Myers questioned the color of the truck. DesJarden stated 
green. 

Mayor Thompson asked if reflectors would be placed on the 
bumpers for safety. DesJarden said there would be a low 
profile lighting bar on the back of the truck. 
Councilmember Shores felt if each dealership had all of the 
specifications and missed items, they should not be allowed 
to bid a second time. 

Councilmember Green stated if the City does not have 
sealed bids, then an auction type war results. 

Thompson questioned if the DPW was not considering the 
bid from the Dodge Dealership because of the inability to 
furnish the 4 WD push button. DesJarden responded there 
were also other items, which could not be furnished by the 
dealership. 

Green felt the City had pushed the Ford dealership out of 
bidding on the police cars, because their vehicles did not 
meet the needs. Thompson did not agree with Green. 
Valentine responded when bids are taken in town, Wittenbach 
and Vennen were automatically eliminated because these 
dealerships do not provide police packages. Green said the 
last Ford bid received was eight years ago. 

Green felt the City should purchase whatever the staff 
needs, within reason. 
Myers stated the City has been through the bid process and 
should honor the bid received from Thomet Chevrolet. 

IT WAS MOVED BY MYERS and seconded by SHORES to 
purchase the 2000 Chevrolet extended cab from Thomet 
Chevrolet & Buick at a cost of $30,424 allocated from the 
Equipment Fund. Further, the 1988 Chevrolet pickup will be 
sold to Chris Crawford for $6,000.

David Kleinpase wishes to have 
a swimming pool and patio built at his residence located at 
514 N. Monroe. Within the R-2 district, the 30% lot coverage 
as a maximum is required (Section 7.04). Because of the 
smallness of the lot, a pool and patio would exceed the 30% 
maximum. Thus, a variance has been requested. 

City Manager Pasquale stated the Planning Commission 
would be reviewing this on August 23, 1999 and providing 
information to the City Council before the public hearing .

At its July 6,1999 meeting, 
the City Council authorized the City staff to secure engineer-
ing proposals for the construction of a new North Street river 
crossing water main. The present main has experienced 
cracking and must be replaced. Pasquale noted the main is 
approximately 50 - 60 years old.

Water Distribution Supervisor Bob Robinson, DPW Director 
Dan DesJarden and Pasquale reviewed each proposal. 

Robinson stated each individual engineering firm was taken 
to the site and showed the expectations of the project. 
Proposals were then submitted to the City. After review, the 
staff recommended Fishbeck, Thompson, Carr & Huber 
(FTC &H). 

Councilmember Myers questioned if anything was missing 
from the Earth Tech proposal. 
Robinson responded after he spoke with Earth Tech, the bid 
was increased by $3,000. He noted additional information 
was received, but did not believe enough was provided. 

Councilmember Biough asked if there were any concerns 
on the spread of the bids. 

DesJarden responded five of the firms were very close and 
had all aspects of the job in writing. Biough questioned the

A season-opening victory was worthy of 
a little celebration. 

The Red Arrow girls basketball team,
